Special Forces Over Weekend

Tahoka Airport was the 
scene of extra activity Satur 
day. as members of the Army 
Special Forces Reserves con 
verge there for weekend 
drill. The jump teams wen- 
made up from m e n in units 
from Amarillo, Lubbock. Al­
buquerque and Las Cruces.

The local airport was used 
as the staging area with the 
drop zone being near Petty. 
This area has been used be 
fore for jumping activity.

After a short briefing by 
Captain Hoover. CO. tbe 
troops formed into jump 
groups of f o u r ,  awaiting 
turns to be transported to 
the drop zone .  The aircraft 
used was a I1-6A Beaver, 
single-engine, based at Ft. 
Hood.

The jumps were made with 
T-10 steerable parachutes. 
The chute has a 39 square 
foot section removed, giving 
the jumper a certain amount 
of steering control. Jumps 
were made f r o m  1.300 feet 
altitude

The project officer estimat­
ed that 80 90 jujmpers were 
involved in the administrative 
exercise Purpose of the drill 
w a s to maintain proficiency 
status

Personnel involved in the 
exercise lead normal civilian 
lives and a r e  known as 
"weekend warriors.”  T h e

The champion of all pur 
chasing agents, the American 
homemaker is finding that 
more and more of her groce 
ry bill goes for items that do 
not feed her family. About a 
fifth of the average grocery 
bill buys something to read, 
listen to. cook in. clean with 
or wear.

For every dollar's worth of 
food that goes into our super 
market basket, we put in 20c 
worth of laundry soap, in 
secticides. childrens socks, 
potted plants, paper towels, 
hi-fi records and even multi 
volume encyclopedias or chil 
dren's classics.

About 90 percent of all 
sales of cat and dog food go 
over the supermarket check­
out countet - along with a- 
bout half of the h a i r  spray, 
aspirin, and toothpaste.

Of every 10 household food 
dollars, convenience foods to­
day claim three -  compared 
with $2.75 in 1955. Buying 
trends are shifting from can 
ned to fresh fruit juices and 
from fresh to processed pota

Members of t h e House In 
tenm Water Committee have 
introduced a series of bills 
dealing with legislation for 
the proposed Texas Water 
Plan. M o s t  of the bills deal 
with legal aspects of the 
proposed Plan, none arc 
controversial, and all seem 
to h a v e  the interests of all 
sections of the state in mind.

H. B. 266. a bill providing 
penalties for persons convict 
ed of w ilfully killing, injuring 
or attempting to poison live 
stock or pets belonging to 
another person, was introduc 
ed.

H. B. 293. a bill prohibiting 
the feeding of garbage to 
pigs was introduced, since 
there has been evidence that 
this was partly responsible 
for outbreaks of hog chlorea, 
however, t h i s  b ill refers to 
commercial feeding opera­
tions. not personal farming 
operation.

S. B. 150 was introduced 
providing for the licensing of 
persons engaged in the busi 
ness of rendering dead ani 
mals and poultry, a n d  calls
