DIVISION OF FLORIDA URGED

Those Behind Scherpe Consider There 
Are Weighty Reasons for That 

Radical Proceeding.

Because of differences of climate 
and the character of the people be­
tween north and south Florida, agi­
tation has been started to divide the 
state by a line running along the 
twenty-ninth parallel. Another sug­
gested division line is the Suanee 
river, some twenty-five miles north 
of the twenty-ninth parallel. 
The northern portion would con­
tain about 27,(j00 square miles, 
a little larger than West Vir­
ginia and larger than Vermont, 
New Hampshire and New Jer­
sey together. South of the twenty- 
ninth parallel there is something 
like 41,000 square miles, slightly 
more than Ohio and a little less than 
Tennessee.

It has been proposed to name the 
new state, the northern half of 
Florida, Jefferson, in honor of 
Thomas Jefferson, while the south 
half would retain the name of 
Florida.

The suggestion for the division of 
the state into two states was made 
as early as 1014, but the matter vvâ  
dropped. Recently the state has been 
thrown into a turmoil over tlie selec­
tion of a Democratic candidate for 
governor. The northern part of the 
state is pulling in one direction and 
the other part, in another. The 
northern part of the state is inclined 
to prohibition, while the southern 
part, with hey Vest and'Tampa, 
would apparently prefer to retain 
the old order of tilings.

While no formal campaign has 
been launched looking to creatin'? 
sentiment for a division of the stale 
the prospects are that one will be 
under way before manv months.
