Mr. and Mrs. Johnson 
and Mr. and Mrs. Skinner, Mrs. 
Stokes, Temp Skinner and our­
self. We believe that this sand 
hill is one of the prettiest sights 
that we have ever seen on the 
plains and more especially on this 
particular afternoon. The wind 
was blowing at a pretty good rate 
and the sand arose from the 
summit in curls and clouds, re 
miuded one of the smoke arising 
from a volcano. The hill is of 
pure sand and arises in the air 
many feet, with a few trees 
around its base. To properly ap­
preciate its beauty, is to go to it, 
climb same and look at the sur 
rounding country. After spend­
ing some time here our crowd 
joined ths others at the cars and 
was soou back at Hall Robinson’s 
farm. Here we ins|iected the 
tine orchard on this farm and we 
can truthfnlly say that we have 
never seen trees loaded better in 
our lives and more especially the 
peach trees. The e trees will 
nothing like hold up the fruit that 
is at present on them untill they 
are ripe, unless they shed some of 
the fruit, the limbs will break 
under the weight. On one small 
apple tree we noticed 21 apples on 
a limb not over eighteen inches 
long, and on one p«*ach limb which 
we brought to town with us that 
was six inches long, there is 7 
peaches. After leaving Mr. Rob 
inson’s place we, after a few 
minutes run were again in Tahoka, 
a sandy crowd, but more thin well 
pleased with our little outing.

S. W. Pease has just returned 

from a two months trip to differ­
ent parts o f old Mexico and is 
highly pleased with what he 
observed.

Railroad transportation saves 42 
cents per ton per mile as compared 
with public highways, and illustrates 
the economy of improved methods of 
transportation. As a producer the 
farmer who hauls a hale of cotton 
twenty miles to tile railroad gets the 
same price as the farmer who hauls it 
one mile, and as a consumer the farm 
rr who hauls his goods twenty miles 
from the railroad to the farm buys 
them at the same price as the farmer 
who hauls them one mile.
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Distance levies a penalty of 
and money against the long 
which the farmer must pay.

Bringing the railroad to the farm 
reduces the cost of transportation an«’ 
adds perpetual value to future produc 
tion. says the Texas Commercial Sec 
retarics’ Association. A  n<-w railroad 
makes a free and equitable di tribu- 
tion of values t<> adjoining property 
estimated at $»14,000 per mile.
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Interurhans have practically the 
same ettret on property values as rail­
roads.

¿Tn^discussing the cost of transport 
iation the 'Texas Commercial Scire” 
taries' Association says that, as a 
rule, the producer pays the freight to 
the factory or market and the con­
sumer pays the freight from the fae 
tory to the point of consumption. 
Texas has comparatively few factories. 
nn«l the cost of transportation is, 
therefore, of paramount importance in 
fixing the value of onr articles of pro­
duction ami consumption. We have 
four methods o f  transportation, vi/.: 
Public 1 lii’Iiways. Railroads, Water­
ways and Pipe l.incs.

Public Highways.
W e have 121,500 miles of public 

highways in Texas with only 2,000 
miles classed as improved public 
roads. The average cost of hauling 
freight over the public highways of 
Texas is 4a cents per ton per mile.

f Waterways
\Vc have 400 miles of gulf eoast and 

2,000 miles of inland waterways sus 
ccptihle to navigution. The cost of 
transporting freight over the water 
way.x is 2 null» per ton per milc.

C Mills Per Ton Per Mile.

As 
a producer the farmer gets the same 
puce for his products whether hauled 
over good roads or bad roads, ami 
as a consumer the farmer pays the 
same price for merchandise whether 
he hauls it over good roads or bad 
roails. The farmer receives the bene­
fits of good roads, hut payé the penalty 
of bail mads.
