The year 1913-14 is the only
one in the eleven years since the
organization of the county that
shows a decrease, and although

Of course the above does not
show how many pupils each
school had enrolled during any
of the past terms or how they
will stand this coming term, as
there will be many transfers and
then there the overs and unders,
which may run the actual at-
tendance in the county by the
time schools begin this fall up to
the 600 mark, and will likely
change the individual district
attendance considerably, but the
census for this year is what the
state apportionment is based up-
on.

There are not many counties
in Texas that can make a better
showing in school stastics for a
period of eleven years, especially
the fierst eleven years of their
existance, than the above show-
ing of Lynn county. An increase

of 372 onto a start of 147 in|

eleven years, with a steady in-
crease every year but one, is not
so bad after all.

The Tahoka High School; of
the First Class, has 155 scholas-
tics for the coming year. Will
emplov six teachers exclusive of
the Music, Expression and Art.

Four of the Mers have al-

ready been employed in the Ta-
hoka school: Prof. Hazel, sup-
erintendent; Prof. Carl Mont-
gomery, principal; Misses Kate
and Lucy Gathings, the two
lower rooms. Two other schools
in the county have contracted
for their teachers: West Point,
Miss Vera Noble, a Lynn county
girl, and Three Lakes, Miss Le-
nora Rogers, of Dawson county.
While we understand the O’Don-
nell trustees have not signed up
any contract as yet, itis practi-
cally decided that Prof. W. B.
Bishop of Tahoka, will hold the
position of principa!, and Mrs.
Clarence Keever also of Tahoka,
the primary.

Tahoka has a splendid $16,000
brick building well equipped,
O’Donnell is now building a new
$2,500 building, Wilson has a
building which although not a
large one is as nicely finished as
one could wish for. New Home,
Lynn and Edith schools are well
housed, and most of the school
houses in the county are above
the country school house of the
State, although a few are noth-
ing but rat tsaps and should be
sold for barns and decent honses
built in their places.

After making improvements
on some of the houses, consider-
able improvment in equipment
for most, the thing we will need
most is the laying out and work-
ing of good roads to the various
school houses throughout the
entire county. If we will only
put as much thought and effort

.|into looking after the interests

of our children as we do our
farms, livestock. business and
profession, we will advance’
much more rapidly the next
decade than we have in the past

In the country correspondenQ
of the press of the State, the
statement is becoming frequent

that ‘‘the farmers are almost
ready to lay by their corn and
cotton.”” Texas has had an un-
usually wet spring, which very
probably indicates a dry summer
and it is a well known fact that
plants do not root so deeply in
the wet springs. Therefore, if
there has ever been a time when
the crops should receive frequent
shallow cultivaiion up to the
time of making the ear or open-
ing of the boll that time is now.
Maintaining the soil muleh by
cultivation will keep all the
moisture in the ground, moisture
that will be greatly needed if |
there should be a season of
drouth. Two or three late plow- |
ings of corn have been known to
make a difference of from five
to twenty per cent in the yields,
and this difference expressed in
dollars and cents will mean a
good deal later on.

no ears, according to whether
there is enough food to sustain
life, and then produce a crop,
you as a rule, treat it just as I
treated Buck—throw a little
earth to it, say that you have
“laid it by’’ and go fishing or
somewhere else and leave it to
fight the hot winds, the dry
earth, the suckers and the
weeds and get ready to perform
its life work. You cannot ex-
pect, under such circumstances,
to win any more than 1 could ex-
pect to win with my prize steer
Buek.”’
