Tuberculosis was the chief cause of 
the condemnations. More than 32,644 
carcasses of cattle and 66,000 car­
casses of swine were entirely rejected 
>n account of this disease, and in ad- 
iition, parts of 48.UU0 cattle and 40,000 
swine. Hog cholera was responsible 
for the next largest loss, nearly 102,- 
000 swine being condemned entirely on 
this account.

The annual appropriation for the fed­
eral meat inspection service is now 
about $3,375,000, so that the cost to the 
people would be between 5 and 6 cents 
per animal and carcasses. In addition, 
however, great quantities of the meat 
and products are re-inspected. In this 
item there was a very considerable in­
crease during the last fiscal year, the 
re inspection resulting in the condem­
nation of a total of nearly 19,000,000 
pounds of products of one kind or 
another.
