in the Panhandle, and will be the larg­
est institute in point of attendance in 
this section of the state.

The best possible program and one 
that is more complete than any that 
has ever been planned for a previous 
institute has been arranged, and ev­
erything will be done to make it the 
very best institute in Texas.

The teachers will be paid their reg­
ular salaries while in attendance at 
the institute. The Attorney General 
of the State has ruled that all teach­
ers must attend an institute, and Miss 
Annie Webb Blanton, State Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction, has rul­
ed that they must be paid for such at­
tendance.

The West Texas Teachers’ Associa­
tion has secured reduced rates for all 
teachers who attend this institute. 
Those who expect to secure reduced 
railroad fares should ask their local 
railroad ticket agent for a receipt 
when they buy tickets, and these re­
ceipts when countersigned by the Sec­
retary of the West Texas State Nor­
mal College and presented to the 
ticket agent at Canyon, will secure a 
reduction of one-half on the fare for 
the return trip.

Judging from the interest that is 
being manifested and from the pro­
gram that has been planned, this will 
bo the best institute that has ever 
been held a t the West Texas State 
Normal College.

ONE KILLED EVERY SIX
MINUTES DURING 1920

Detroit, Mich., Aug 31.—Careless 
America’s total of accidental deaths 
during 1920 was 76000, a life every 
six minutes, according to a report of 
the National Safety Council at the 
Eleventh Annual Safety Congress 
here today. ^

Automobile accidents were held re­
sponsible largely for the unfavorable 
experience of 1920. In that year 
there were 1200 more deaths from 
that cause than in 1919. Thirty 
deaths a day, a total of 11000, was the 
record of automobile fatalities in 1920. 
Reports now available indicate an in­
crease in 1921. General traffic acci­
dents in 1921 are expected to show a 
5 per cent decrease the report stated.

People died from falling accidents 
of all kinds at the rate of 34 a day in 
1920. Burns claimed 22 a duy, a 
total for tho year of 8,088, and an in­
crease of 215 over 1919. Other major 
causes of accidental deaths were: 
Railroad accidents 7,769, drowning 
6,066, gas 3,618, firearms 2,767, mine 
accidents 2,660, machinery 2,660, 
street cars 2,128, other vehicles 
2,022, conflagrations 1,227. Deaths 
from poisons, crushing, sharp instru­
ments, heat cold injuries by animals, 
lightning and electricity were among 
tho general causes.
