Vets Urged To Enter 
Trade School Classes 

Matador was in darkness for 
approximately 15 minui•s 
early this morning as the re-
sult of rain and thunder 
storms sweeping across the 
Texas Panhandle. Tr ibun• 
electric regulator stopped at 
about 1:55 a. m. The Tribune 
news press stopped midway 
on impression while a "run" 

, was in progress. 
For the second time since its 

completion last fall the big 
power line from Turkey install. 
ed by the West Texas Utilities 
Company brought a group of 
circuit towns out of darkness in 
an emergency. Altho the power 
transmission line is used regul-
arly by the utilities company to 
carry current each way In the 
"circle" of towns, its worth was 
reflected when a power failure 
(believed to be between Munday 
and Crowell) left half a dozen or 
more towns in darkness. A pre- 
vious emergency use of the new 
line was made during past win-
ter ice storms. 

Most of Matador, sleeping 
peacefully, was unaware of the 
power failure, exception being 
the "night slaves" in the few 
open business places, and WTUC 
local manager D. C. Bradley and 
trouble-shooter Freddie Welling. 

Both of the utility company 
employee's homes are equipped 
with an electric (battery operat-
ed) bell system. The instant 
there is a power failure the bells 
begin to ring. They have 131 
minutes to dress and reach the 
power substation (if the failure 
is prolonged) to pull the main 
line switch. 

The entire system is controll-
ed by automatic switches. Last 
night an automatic switch at 
Estelline made four attempts to 
restore power (about 30 seconds 
apart). The automatic switch 
then waited 13i minutes before 
making another attempt. Wett-
ing had already reached the 
switch and opened it. In the 
meantime manager Bradley had 
contacted the Quanah power dis-
pather by telephone and later 
talked to Paducah. He was in-
structed to charge the line to 
Paducah and call back. Within a 
few minutes all the towns had 
their service restored, after the 
automatic switch had waited 
131 minutes and again charged 
the line out of Esteljine. It was 
assumed the failure was caused 
by lightning as service had been 
impaired for brief intervals as 
the storm swept eastward. 
Rain Is Timed 

Again perfectly timed 'aerial 
irrigation' through rainfall fell 
across a wide section of the Pan-
handle, "repolishing" the al-
ready bright wheat crop outlook 
and benefitting young row crop 
fields. Range conditions could 
hardly be more ideal. 

Driver of a massive westbound 
truck which halted in front of 
the Tribune plant a few minutes 
after the power failure, was try-
ing to find the door of Way-
bourn's (all-night) cafe with his 
flashlight. He said he had driven 
through rain, wind and hail all 
night. 

Estimate of the rain which 
changed from all-day mist yes-
terday, at midnight was about 
one-half inch.

Services Held For 
Harvey Campbell 

Motley county has been assign-
ed a quota of $22,000 in series 
"E" savings bonds during the 
treasury department's "Oppor-

week, after he had received the 
quota in a letter from Nathan 
Adams of Dallas. chairman of 
the Texas advisory committee. 

The national quota in the 
drive is $1,040,000,000. The Tex-
as quota is $36,950,000. 

"All quotas, including ours, 
apply only to the sale of "E" 
bonds," Mr. Traweek declared, 
"In this drive we want to place 
more savings bonds in the hands,  
of the average people, who, with 
the proceeds of their thrift, can 
enjoy opportunities and advant-
ages not otherwise possible. 

"At the same time, by their 
investments in savings bonds, 
they are helping to manage our 
national debt in such a way as 
to more nearly assure a strong 
economy in our country." 

A SURVEY indicates that many 
Motley county World War II 
veterans are failing to avail 
themselves of the liberal pro- 
visions allowed in the G. 	Bill 
of Rights. 

The situation was brought to a 
focus here Tuesday night at a 
meeting of the Motley county 
school board with a member of 
the Childress Veterans Admin-
istration. Only two Motley coun-
ty Vocational School classes are 
functioning while neighboring 
counties (population compared) 
have more than double the en-
rollment. 

According to Coordinator Var-
ner McWilliams, 24 students are 
now enrolled in the agriculture 
class and 15 students are enroll-
ed in the welding class, which 
started April 8. The agriculture 
class was started two years ago 
with 14 students. The school (in 
all counties) is operated under 
the direction of the Veterans 
Bureau, through the State Board 
of education and under contract 
with the county school board. 

The government pays single 
veterans $75 monthly while 
studying agriculture, allowing 
$97.50 per month for married 
veterans and $105 per month 
with one or more children. 

Pay for the welding students 
is $90 per month for single vet- 

Attituch; of- the county school 
board was voiced yesterday by 
County Silage and Ex-Officio 
County Superintendent C. W. 
Giesecke. "We are slipping be-
hind other neighboring counties 
in providing our veterans with 
this valuable training and at 
the same time allowing them to 
draw pay while learning," 
Judge Giesecke declared, "The 
G. I. Bill of Rights is liberal and 
it is the duty of everyone to 
urge veterans to receive their 
share of the benefits. Motley 
county tax payers will pay their 
share of the costs of the pro-
gram anti the veterans should 
have their share of the benefits. 
Roughly the program means 
that each class (classes are limit-
ed to 25) will receive $40,000 to 
$50,000 annually in government 
money, including tuition, ma-
terials and other provisions. 
Most of the money will go to the 
veterans as pay for the time 
they spend in learning a val-
uable trade. 

"We have been assured ample 
teachers for all the classes or-
ganized in the county and the 
board seeks the cooperation of 
interested exservicemen, civic 
leaders a n d businessmen in 
every community. The classes 
can not be organized until suf-
ficient veterans have signed for 
the courses."

New Street Lights 
Are Being Erected 

Many former weed and trash-
covered areas of Matador have 
been planted in flower seeds by 
City Water Superintendent Her-
man Stanfield a n d two-man 
crew of city employees (See 
April "Reader's Digest" page 
109). 

As a further drive against 
ugliness, Mayor Douglas Meador 
urges citizens to cooperate in 
planting flowers in the vicini-
ties of their homes and business 
places, on areas where weeds 
and trash have cluttered the 
landscape in past summers. 

Several unsightly lots along 
the highway could be improved 
at small trouble and expense 
and the beautification drive will 
be extended in an attempt to 
improve the entire city's ap-
pearance. 

Small plots planted in flowers 
by Superintendent Stanfield and 
his crew will receive regular 
waterings, usually in hours after 
work on Saturday afternoons. 
At present 'string fences' have 
been erected to protect the 
planted flowers until they gain 
sufficient size to be noticed. A 
narrow strip of soil between the 
curb and sidewalk on the south 
side of the Masonic building, 
along U. S. Highway 70, is plant-
ed in flowers and will be pro-
tected by a small iron pipe rail. 
Cost of the rail is being paid by 
the Tribune.

A farming practice common to 
most of the agriculture area of 
the world has reached Motley 
county. Several farmers in the 
count)' are using commercial 
fertilizer to restore lost produc-
tion of their soils. 

First farming fertilizer adver-
tisement ever to appear in the 
Tribune, is in this issue. Brasel-
ton Implement Company of 
Roaring Springs is advertising a 
mechanical attachment for two-
row (and four-row) planters for 
the distribution of fertilizer be-
side seed beds. S. J. Braselton 
said he has already sold eight or 
nine of the two-row sets (price 
$35.60). 

He said tests show the soils of 
Motley county to be high in pot-
ash content but deficient in pho-
sphate and nitrogen. Formula 
being used is 16-20-0 and re-
quires 100 pounds to the acre. 
Cost of fertilizer at Roaring 
Springs is $4.55 per 100 pounds. 
Braselton said some farmers 
were trying two-rows fertilized 
and two rows without fertilizer 
to test the worth of the soil 
builder. The cost of this type of 
fertilizing is only about $2.25 
per acre. 

The implement dealer said he 
sold two car loads of fertilizer 
in Roaring Springs two years 
ago and that some farmers were 
well pleased with the results. 

Matador's new street lighting 
system will soon be in operation. 
Poles and the new type lamps 
have been placed throughout 
the project which includes the 
full length of Main street's pav-
ed area, to the school buildings 
and north to the Methodist 
church. Eight of the highest-
powered street lights (two to the 
side) will circle the courthouse 
square where Motley county's 
new courthouse building is 
under construction. 

Bridge across Ballard creek at 
the north edge of the business 
section on Main, will have ade-
quate lighting. In the business 
area the present lighting system 
which is being replaced, will be 
improved with about four times 
as much light, according to rep-
resentatives of the West Texas 
Utilities Company. 

The utilities company is erect-
ing the entire new system with-
out cost to the city, except the 
monthly use of electricity for 
operation.

D'Anna Russell 
and Eva Barkley both work for me 
and are not employees of Motley 
County. I am the sole person respon-
sible for their wages and salaries. 
The Motley County taxpayers do not 

pay any sums to either of them. How-
ever, Motley County reaps the ben-
efit of my of my staff without any cost 
to the county since I direct my staff 
to write documents, deal with de-
fense attorneys, answer the tele-
phone, get out mail and many other 
various jobs regarding my role in 
prosecuting misdemeanors. 

I hope that anyone who has a 
question as to the salaries of my staff, 
my salary as the Motley County Spe-
cial Prosecutor or any other concern 
will feel free to contact me. I will be 
happy to answer any questions.

COTTONSEED HELP 
APPROVED 

Rules Still Unclear 
Producers got another bit of good 

news with the recent announcement 
of the implementation of a cottonseed 
assistance program for the 1999 crop 
year. Unfortunately since the an-
nouncement many producer ques-
tions have gone unanswered regard-
ing the specific process that will be 
used to distribute the funds. 

The cottonseed assistance pro-
gram will be paid for with some $100 
million made available by savings 
that accrued from recently com-
pleted USDA programs. 

It also appears that the preferred 
delivery system will be through the 
first handlers of the cottonseed, pre-
sumably the cotton gin, although pay-
ments could still be made directly to 
producers. Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc. (PCG) and other cotton industry 
leaders are supporting a delivery sys-
tem utilizing the first handler of the 
cottonseed. 

Final determinations should be 
issued soon so that producers and 
any other involved parties can begin 
the process of determining what will 
be required to document production 
and make application for the pro-
gram. 

At this time it appears that the 
amount of the payment will be in the 
neighborhood of $10 - $15 per ton. 

The main impetus for the pro-
gram is that cottonseed prices are at 
the lowest levels in recent memory 
and producers, who normally depend 
on seed sales to offset the cost of gin-
ning their product, are typically in-
curring an additional $5-$15 dollars 
per bale in ginning charges on top of 
their other production expenses.
