Trail Dust

"Confidence is the most impor-
tant element in any transaction. 
Without it doubt is given too much lib-
erty." 

The Wayland Moore family has 
recently been notified that their fam-
ily agricultural operation has been 
accepted into the Family Land Heri-
tage program, recognizing their ef-
forts spanning over a century to keep 
the land agriculturally productive. 

Then Commissioner of Texas 
Department of Agriculture, Rick 
Perry, stated, "Your family now joins 
a select group of Texans who repre-
sent the perseverance and ingenuity 
of our pioneer forefathers who settled 
and made their homes in our great 
state." 

Perry issued an invitation for the 
extended family of Moore's great-
grandfather, J. C. Lancaster, to join a 
small group of other families to re-
ceive a certificate on January 22 in a 
ceremony held at the LBJ Audito-
rium on the University of Texas cam-
pus in Austin. The family to be hon-
ored includes Lancaster's grand-
daughter, Bertha Clower Moore, her 
son Wayland Moore, his children 
Darrell Moore, David Moore, and 
Kim Moore Jeffers, and his grand-
children, Derek, Jonathan, Trevor, 
McAllister, and Pennington Moore. 

Kentucky-born Jonathan Colum-
bus "Lum" Lancaster and his wife 
Deliah Susanna "Sook" Speegle 
came to Motley County in 1890 from 
Erath County, bringing all their pos-
sessions in a covered wagon and driv-
ing their horses and cattle before 
them. When Lancaster filed on land 
along Hackberry Creek, their near-
est neighbors were Lane and Maggie 
Lancaster. Wild turkey and antelopes 
abounded, but mountain lions still 
stalked their prey at night. With no 
town in the county and only the Mata-
dor Ranch Headquarters to borrow 
from occasionally, groceries had to be 
hauled from Quanah. 

In the fall of 1897, Lancaster pur-
chased land from the State of Texas. 
They lived in a dugout carved into the 
hillside by his own land, and by the 
following year he had dug a well on 
the place. By late 1900, two rooms 
built over the dugout made an at-
tempt to accommodate the growing 
family, which would by 1902 include 
three boys and three girls: Jonathan 

Lancaster, LZ Lancaster (Clower), 
LV Lancaster (Fleming), James 
Harvey Lancaster, Susie Lancaster 
(Seager), and Joe Speegle Lancaster. 

As a stock farmer, Lum 
Lancaster raised cattle and horses 
and grew wheat, milo, corn, and sor-
ghum. He was a member of the com-
mittee that organized Clements 
School, a small rural grammar school 
in eastern Motley County. He died in 
1929. 

His wife Sook was actively in-
volved in the rural happenings of her 
community. She continued to operate 
the farm with some assistance from 
her children until her death in 1933. 
An 85 acre tract of land then passed 
to her son, Joe Speegle Lancaster. 
Joe, a service station operator in 
Matador, then sold the property to his 
brother Jim and wife, 011ie Lawrence 
Lancaster. 

Jim operated the stock farm 
while he dayworked on neighboring 
ranches. Under his stewardship of 
good soil management, the land was 
never overstocked. He eventually 
sold the land to his grand nephew, 
Wayland Moore. 

Continuing Jim's soil steward-
ship example, Wayland and his fam-
ily constructed a terrace, planted 
wind strips, and laid out land. Im-
provements to the property included 
replacement fences, the installation 
of a submersible water pump, and 
the construction of a concrete stock 
watering tank. The badly deteriorat-
ing barn and windmill were torn 
down, and the lumber stored. These 
wide, well-cured boards, with the rich 
patina of the past, have now been re-
cycled as stylish wall covering in the 
manufacturing business of Moore 
Maker, Inc.

Roaring Springs City Council hear 
complaints of stray dog problems 

The Roaring Springs City Coun-
cil met in regular session January 11, 
1999 in City Hall. Mayor Joey 
Thacker called the meeting to order 
at 6:55 p.m. 

Present were Mayor Thacker; 
Council members, Mark Brannon, 
Kelly Keltz, and Lisa Simpson; City 
Water Manager, Robert Osborn; City 
Secretary, Cynthia Stafford; resi-
dents, Warner Sailsbury and Reba 
Swinney. 

Absent were Mayor Pro-tem, 
Russell Alexander and council mem-
ber, James Adams. 

Warner Sailsbury attended the 
meeting to request space in the Roar-
ing Springs Elementary School 
Building for the site of his Manufac-
turing Plant. Warner is in the process 
of obtaining a Provisional Plant for a 
device used in restaurant manage-
ment. Warner has requested the use 
of two classrooms located near 
restroom facilities on March 1, 1999. 
He anticipates manufacturing will 
require approximately eight employ-
ees. Motion by Kelly Keltz, seconded 
by Mark Brannon, and carried unani-
mously to rent the two rooms clos-
est to the restroom facilities. Rent 
will be $50 for the first three months 
and $100 for the months thereafter. 

Reba Swinney attended the 
meeting to request something be 
done about stray dogs in the City 
Limits. The Council recognizes there 
is a problem and will contact the City 
of Floydada to see what is necessary 
to operate a dog pound. In the mean-
time a letter will be sent to the own-
ers of the dogs regarding keeping the 
dogs restrained. 

Councilwoman Lisa Simpson has 
received several complaints regard-
ing 18-wheelers using Third Street. 
The City will contact the Texas High-
way Department to see if there is a 
sign that can be utilized to deter 18-
wheelers from using Third Street.

Robert will purchase fence supplies 
from the City of Matador and Ross 
Graham will complete the project. 

Robert reported a situation with 
the Parks' wanting to keep a continu-
ous flow of water into their tank to 
avoid the line freezing during cold 
weather.

There are so many art forms in 
cur culture today. Mrs. Campbell con-
fined most of her discourse to paint-
ing; using oil, egg tempera, or other 
mediums. 

Women were excluded from the 
art of painting in America and abroad 
until late in the nineteenth century. 
They gradually gained recognition by 
great talent and perseverance, also, 
by a great love for the Fine Arts. 
Many noted artists emerged from 
this endeavor. 

Mrs. Campbell mentioned Lella 
Cabot Perry's Sensations of Light, 
and color in her painting of "Lady 
with a Bowl of Violets", painted with 
oil on canvas, a very lovely portrait. 
Mrs. Perry studied with Claude 
Monet. She went to New York City to 
study at an early age when tew 
women dared to venture forth alone. 
She became for miniatures. She 
painted many famous people of her 
time, including Mark Twain and 
Ethel Barrvmore in 1905. 

Mrs. Campbell mentioned many 

other women in fine arts and con-
cluded by giving a brief resume on 
Glenna Goodacker, a native of West 
Texas, who is acclaimed for her 
sculpture of the three figures, placed 
in the Memorial Park in Washington, 
DC. The sculpture is of two nurses 
attending a wounded soldier. It is a 
very beautiful object of art and is very 
teaching to the viewer. There is a 
maquette, twenty-four inches high of 
this sculpture of the one in Memorial 
park. This is at the Methodist Hospi-
tal in Lubbock in the foyer to the rec-
reational rooms over the parking lot. 

In arts' long recorded history 
women have always made art in the 
domestic and the traditional fine art 
forms. The failure, however, of her 
peers and her community to ac-
knowledge her work has forced the 
list of female artist to remain short. 

Dorothy Day gave the inspira-
tional thought, and club adjourned 
for the social hour.

In preparation for the upcoming 
referendum, the Southern High 
Plains / Caprock Eradication Zone 
Grower Committee has scheduled a 
series of informational meetings to 
give cotton growers and crop-sharing 
landowners an opportunity to hear 
about and ask questions concerning 
the proposed boll weevil eradication 
program. The vote is being held to 
determine if cotton producers and 
crop-sharing landowners want to 
implement a boll weevil eradication 
program in the proposed Southern 
High Plains / Caprock Eradication 
Zone (SHP/C).

House's impeachment debate, 

I have believed that the best state-

ment a senator could make was no 

statement at all, and I have tried to 

follow that approach.

a view on how the Senate should proceed. 
1 strongly believe that the Senate's commitment must 

be to a fair, constitutional process and not to any given 

outcome. 
It seems to me that the Senate has a clear, constitu-

tional obligation to vote on whether the President is guilty 

or not guilty of the two articles of impeachment adopted in 
the House. Having been presented with articles of impeach-

ment by the House, the Senate is now responsible for fully 

performing a difficult and historic function. 
In the entire history of America under the Constitu-

tion, the Senate has never failed to vote guilty or not guilty 

on articles of impeachment. 
In 15 such cases. the Senate held 15 trials and voted at 

the conclusion of every one. History's lone exception was 

a judge who resigned before the trial could be convened. 

Sometimes the Senate has voted guilty and sometimes the 

Senate has voted not guilty, but it has always voted.
