Emergency Farm Loan
Applications Being Accepted

Applications foremergency farm loans
for losses caused by lightning, which
occurred from June 25, 1994, through
June 29, 1994 are being accepted at the
Farmers Home Administration (FmHA)
office located in Spur, Texas, FmHA
County Supervisor Larry J. Clements
said today.

Motley County isone of eightin Texas
recently named by Secretary of Agricul-
ture, Mike Espy, as eligible for loans to
cover part of actual production losses
resulting from the lightning which oc-
curred from 6-25-94 through 6-29-94.

Larry Clements said farmers may be
eligible for loans of up to 80 percent of
their actual losses or the operating loan
needed to continue in business or
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$500,000, whichever is less. For farmers
unable to obtain credit from private
commercial Jenders, the interest is 4.5
percent.

"As ageneral rule, a farmer must have
suffered at least a 30 percent loss of
pruduction to be eligible for an FmHA
emergency loan,"” Clements said. Farm-
ers participating in the PIK or Federal
Crop Insurance programwill have to fig-
ure in proceeds from those programs in
determining their loss.

"Applications for loans under this
emergency designation will be accepted
until May 1, 1995 but farmers should
apply as soon as possible. Delays in
applying could create backlogs in proc-
essing and possibly over into the new

Are you one of those people who thinks
that the winter is especially tough on you?
Then imagine how tough it is on your plants,
trees and shrubs. So, just like you might don
a parka and a scarf when Old Man Winter
starts to howl, you should do the same for
your yard as the winter approaches.

“Also known as antidessicants,
antitranspirant sprays coat the stems and
leaves of evergreens, shrubs and young trees
with a protective film that holds in moisture,
shields plants from drying winter winds and
sudden drops in temperature,” says Boyd
Thomas of Easy Gardener.

foliage of plants, how does the average
homeowner protect their plants’ roots and soil
from the ravages of winter?

Rural Housing Loans for very-low
and low income applicants are available
through County Offices of the Farmers
Home Administration (FmHA), Spur,
FmHA County Supervisor, said today.

Home ownership loans may be used
to buy, build, improve, repair, rural homes
and to provide adequate water and waste
disposal systems.

September 27 marked the first day of
field operations for Lubbock-based Plains
Cotton Growers' (PCG) High Plains Boll
Weevil Diapause Control Program.

After three days of operation PCG Boll
Weevil Program Coordinator Roger Hald-
enby called the 1994 program start one of
the smoothest ever. PCG began treating
cotton acreage in the northern portion of
its 15,500 square mile "Control Zone"
which runs along the Caprock east of
Lubbock. Control operations will then
move southward into portions of Dawson,
Martin and Howard Counties.

The purpose of the program is to re-
duce boll weevil populations as they are
preparing to settle in for the winter At this
point the weevils have shifted from a
reproductive form to what is known as a
diapausing weevil that has the ability to
build fat reserves and survive until the
following spring.

Only a fraction of the weevils that
enter winter quarters usually survive.
The prolific nature of the insect, however,
means only a relatively small number
need survive to initiate the next season's
population.

By reducing the number of weevils
entering winter quarters the PCG Pro-
gram has successfully decreased, with the
help of cold winter weather, the number
of weevils able to survive the winter
months. The PCG effort has successfully
kept the weevil from becoming firmly
establihed above the Caprock for 30 years
using this low-cost strategy.

Producers inside the PCG control zone

are also doing their part by making every
effort to get their crops out of the field as
quickly as possible. By doing so they help
the situation in two ways. First, they
remove the weevils' only food source
before they have a chance to build ade-
quate fat stores to survive all winter.

Second, the harvested cotton acres no
longer require control applications on
them allowing efforts to be concentrated
more effectively at a lower cost.

"Weare encouraging producersacross
the southern High Plains to make every
effort to get their cotton out of the field as
quickly aspossible," says Haldenby. "We
feel that by doing so the producer comes
outahead intwo ways. First, they areable
to take advantage of the excellent har-
vesting conditions we now have to maxi-
mize the quality of the crop they harvest.
Second, they are helping reduce the
weevils' available food supply, maxi-
mizing the effectiveness of the PCG
control effort.”

Haldenby adds that the combination
of harvesting the highest quality cotton
possible and the potential to reduce fu-
ture weevil populations equates to a win-
win situation for growers.

"The past three mild winters have
definitely been much better for the boll
weevil than they have for cotton produc-
ers,” explains Haldenby. "It is in every-
one's best interests to conclude this year's
crop quickly and leave as few weevils as
possgiglse adequately prepared to make ti
to 1995."

With the approach of autumn, it's time
for older Americans to take precautions
against the pneumonia and flu epidemics
that on the horizon. The cost of both
pneumonia vaccinations and flu shots is
covered by Medicare Part B (Medical
Insurance) for those age 65 or older.

TheNational Institute on Aging (NIA),
American Lung Association, and the
Department of Veterans Affairs have
launched a coordinated campaign to
encourage elderly people to be vacci-
nated this fall. Statistics show they are
twice as likely as younger persons to get
pneumonia. Only about 20 percent of
those over age 65 have taken advantage
of the availability of the pneumonia
vaccine in the past,according to the NIA.

The Public Health Service recom-
mends an annual flu shot for people over
age 65, evenif they are generally healthy.
Typically, shots are given in the fall or
winter. Medicare beneficiaries do not
need a doctor's prescription or supervi-
sion to have this vaccination covered by
Medicare Part B. And, beneficiaries do
not pay a deductible or coinsurance
amount.

Medicare Part B pays the reasonable
approved amount for either shot. If the
cost exceeds the approved amount, the
beneficiary is responsible for the differ-
ence.

Generally, the cost will be paid if the
vaccine is provided at a doctor's office of
by ahospital, skilled nursing facility,home
health agency, rural health clinic, feder-
ally qualified health center, outpatient
physical therapy provider, a comprehen-
sive outpatient rehabilitation facility, or
health maintenance organization (HMO).

However, when Medicare beneficiar-
ies get either vaccination at acommunity
clinic that normally profides the shots free
of charge to the public, the beneficiaires
should not be charged just because they
have Medicare coverage. Medicare Part B
will not pay for these shots or for shots
administered under a plan where an
employer arranges to have free shots for
all employees.

Medicare Part B pays for pneumonia
and hepatitis B vaccinations when the
beneficiary is in the hospital, even though
the hospital stay is covered under Part A
(Hospital Insurance). Flu shots now are
paid for in the same way.
