It appears
evident that the winter wheat
crop is decidedly short of last
vear's crop; so much so that the
chief conjecture throughout the
wheat growing world is now the
shrinkage in this country will
balance up against better crops
abroad.

“The outlook in the Corn Belt
is apparently good. Hogs are ere-
latively high priced and may go
higher.
