Dark Days Are Here Again For Merry
Old England; But Winnie's Here, Too

By FRED GREENE

When trouble starts, Britain need
only to holler: *“Winnle, com#é
m..i .

And Winnle comes a-running.
Trouble s, It seems, that the
Britiah people walt until dark days
arrive before their call for the
venerable leader, Winston Bpen-
cer Churehill,

Indeed, dark days age upon the
British Empire. The vast overseas
holdings of Britain are threatened
a8 In no time during the grand
ind glorious days of yore,

In Iran, an upstart Iranlan Na-
tionalist regime screamed for the
scalp of Britain’s ollmen and po
far they hold the upper hand in
the drive lo nationalize that Indus-
try. Though the Anglo-Iranian Oil
Company has not conceded defeat,
the Britishowned firm might just
as well since the mighty Abadan
refinery has shut down.

In Egypt. the British

treaty governlng rule of the highly
vital Buez Canal torn up by Egypt
and thelr Tule of Anglo-Egyptian
Sudan threatened.
But British troubles do nol end
here, At home, nationalisation of
Induatry, susterity and heavy taxes
bave long harrassed Labor Party
Leader Clement Attles and his gov-
ernment, Too, relations with (the
United States have suffered,

All these problems, needless to
say, add up to one glorious head-
ache and Churchill has his work
cut out for him. However, the
chances are that Winnle can solve
many of Britaln's worrles, If only
hecause bla presence reslores
needed confidence.

Amerien, tos, can breathe a good
bit easler, Without debating the
question of who needs who more,
it should be sufficlent to conclude
that both England and the US.
need each other., The gulf between
our preseot relationship is not
wide. Jt can be bridged very easily
for two excellent reasons: First,
Winston Churchill has repestedly
stated that Britaln sorely needs
this country's support to survive.
Second, we need England, her sea
power and bases from which to
unleash bomber blows ghould Rus-
sia move.

It is extremely doubtful In the
realm of domestic affairs thit
much of & change fh the British
esconomy will come about, at least
for the present. Nationalized in-
dustries are expected to retaln the
status quo, buf further nationaliza-
tion will most likely be out. It
would not be wrong, either, to pre-
dict that an eventual long-range
return to freg private enterprise is
planned.

Being one of the first to warn
the Western world of lmpepding
difficuliles with Russia at the
close of the war, Churchill is not
going to relax British prepared.
neas, Defense measures definitely
will take precedence over soclal-
lstic deeds, If any such deeds had
been planngd, and more burdens
are probable in the form of taxes
and additions! austerity. The rea-
sons are obvious and they all stem
from Churchill's past experience
with dictatorial powers and the
fact that he gravely fears posaible
Soviet attack in Europe. Hs saw
what Bappeded last time to Brit-
aln's citles and bome life. )

As for faging the problems in
Iran and Egypt, Churchill can be
expecied to adopPf s more firm
stand. It s n this bellef tHat
charfes of warmongering have
been unleashed. Such aceusations,
as far a3 we can see I, are un-
founded.

In the first place, Ir 0
caplract with the AIOC &#n
right to arbitrarily break it. They
sought greater diwidends which,

unquestionably, they deserved.

And, the Britlsh willingly admif
ted it. Additional revenue was
granted Iran, but the Iranlap re-
gime became more thirsty for®pow-
er, particularly to virtually take
aver the ATOC. Although this was
hardly falr to the British, and
cause enough for extreme firm-
ness, Attlee's Laborites were not
able to solve the Mssue elther by
threal or persuasiveness.

Similarly, Egypt took advantage
of Britain’s “diplomatic weakness-
es and tore up the Anglo-Egyptian
treaty governing defense of the
Suez Canal. She did it arbitrarily
and though British trdops have
fought to hold their rights, diplo-
macy hms been missing and might
not be “sufficient In view of the
Labor government's apparent
weakness.

What can Churehill do, to allev-
late these troubles? *

In the first place, he agaln re-
stores confldence ho that it con-
ceivably can have a concillatory
effect upon Iran and Egypt. Know-
Ing that Ametican backing of
Churehill will be more empimtic,
Egypt and Iran might back down
with the mbined pressure be-
ing exerted. Too, Churchill's re-
fusal to open the flood gates for
additional retallation through ini-
tinl concesslons may have an-ef-
fect.

The eotire problem has to be
solved by chaln reaction, it
seems. In other words, with
Churchill in power, the British
people could get additienal confi-
dence through his encouragement
of American assistance, This can
unite: the British people 1o such
an extent that popular support
stands firm In the nation's deal-
Ings with its forelgn and domestic
problems and, In turn, forces
Egypt and Iran to back down. And
#0 It goes with the many problems
being inherited by the Conserva-
Uves,

More than anything else. how-
ever, we must remember that Brit.
Ish Boclalism was an experiment
and however puccessful, did not
meet up to the ideals of the people,
On the dther hand, the Conserva-
tives or Torrles have long been
powerful and have kept British In-
terests strong through the years,
As a result, confidence In them is
virtually inberent,

The wpparent reason for fallure
to launch this bilg UN drive
largely Is two-fold: First, to pre-
vepl additional UN bloodshed from
being spilled which would ocome
about through an offensive.
