HEALTH Q & A 
Q. What is hypothyroidism? 
A. Hypothyroidism is a common 

medical condition that affects from 
six to seven million Americans. It 
results from the failure of the thy-
roid gland to produce sufficient hor-
mone for the proper functioning of 
cells. The symptoms, which can be 
subtle, include dry puffy skin, 
wrinkles, depression, weight gain 
despite a loss of appetite, and brittle 
hair. Fortunately, hypothyroidism 
can be diagnosed with a blood test 
that is almost 100 percent accurate. 
Those individuals diagnosed as 
hypothyroid can be treated with 
levothyroxin at an average cost of 
under ten dollars a month. Despite 
the ease with which hypothyroidism 
can be diagnosed, and the low cost 
of treatment, as many as half of 
hypothyroid Americans have not 
been diagnosed. 

Q. How could so many people 
be walking around with undi-
agnosed hypothyroidism? 

A. Good question. Part of the 

explanation lies in the apparently 
benign nature of the disease; part in 
the way the disease "fools" conven-
tional blood tests; and part in the 
confusing and often hard-to-detect 
constellations of symptoms. These 
are sometimes mistaken for early 
aging or neurosis.

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FINANCIAL HELP FOR 
CHILDREN WITH 

DISABILITIES 
A common concern among parents 

of children with disabilities is whether 
there will be enough money for their 
children if something happens to the 
parents. The Social Security and Sup-
plemental Security Income (SSI) pro-
grams can do much to lessen this 
concern. These two programs can 
assure some economic security to dis-
abled children of all ages. 

Although there are differences be-
tween the programs, both pay monthly 
cash benefits to people with disabili-
ties. And someone who receives So-
cial Security or SSI is usually eligible 
for Medicare or Medicaid which can 
help pay the costs of health care ex-
penses. 

The Social Security program pays 
benefits to the children of retired or 
disabled people receiving Social Se-
curity benefits. Benefits also can be 
paid to children of workers who died. 
Any child under 18 may be eligible for 
benefits. 

A child over 18 may receive bene-
fits if he or she is disabled and the 
disability began in childhood - before 
the age of 22. Benefits can start at any 
age. For example, suppose Joe James, 
who has a 40-year-old developmen- 

tally disabled son living with him, is 
planning to retire. Chances are Joe's 
son probably could collect benefits 
when Joe retires and probably could 
get benefits if Joe died or became 
disabled, too. 

The SSI program is somewhat dif-
ferent from Social Security. It pays 
monthly benefits to people with dis-
abilies who have limited income and 
resources. The age at which the dis-
ability started has no bearing. Dis-
abled people of any age - young or old 
- can qualify for SSI benefits. 

A disabled child under 18 who lives 
with his or her parents can qualify for 
SSI only if the income and resources 
of the parents are limited. However, 
once a child turns 18, the parents' in-
come and resources no longer count. If 
the child has little income and few 
resources, he or she will likely qualify 
for SSI. 

Sometimes children with disabili-
ties who live in institutions could leave 
and live outside the institution if they 
had an income. Often, that needed 
income could come in the form of SSI.
