Sports Afield highlighted Wyman
Meinzer as one of five outstanding
outdoor photographers in the United
States. Mr. Meinzer was recipeint of
the prestigious Distinguished Alum-
nus Award in 1995 from the School of
Agricultural Sciences and Natural
Resources at Texas Tech University.
His book The Roadrunner was the
recipient of the 1993 San Antonio
Conservation Award. He is currently
the official show photographer for the
Palo Duro musical "TEXAS".

Since 1981, Wyman Meinzer's
photographs have appeared on over
190 magazine and book covers, in-
cluding forty-five national and inter-
national covers. He is the author of the
aformentioned books and numerous
magazine articles. He is the photogra-
pher of the book Playas: Jewels of the
Plains and of the upcoming book Texas
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Lost - Vanishing Heritage. Almost
every issue of Texas Parks and Wild-
life and Texas Highways has at least
one of Mr. Meinzer's photographs.

His initial interest was almost ex-
clusively in wildlife photography, but
now his work covers abroad spectrum
of subjects from documentary to land-
scapes. For example, the November,

1995, issue of Texas Highways fea-

tures Meinzer's photography in an
article entitled "Amazing Amarillo."
His "Big Skies" article in the May,
1995, issue of Texas Highways, is
breathtaking, to say the least.

Wyman Meinzer holds a private
pilot's cetificate and has devoted count-
less hours to arerial photography in
both helicopters and fixed-wing air-
craft. His double-page aerial photo-
graph of Palo Duro Canyon in the
January, 1994, issue of Texas Parks &
Wildlife clearly shows Mr. Meinzer's
expertise with a camera in flight.

"Roy was one of those persons who
was always happy," Dr. Barrientos
described. "He made the whole atmos-
phere a happy atmosphere. His per-
sonality was extraordinary and his
medicine was very very good.

"He was well-liked by all of his
patients and his bedside manners were
excellent. He was an excellent nurse
practitioner. We miss him a lot, defi-
nitely."

Nomination effort

The presentation of the award fol-
lowed an effort spearheaded by Roy's
former co-worker, Nancy Boren, who
generously finished what Roy had
started.

"Roy was trying to accumulate some
letters on his own to send in," Patsy
explained, "and the day of his death he
talked to Nancy on the phone and
asked Nancy if her physician would
fill out one of the forms, and because
she had talked to him on that day, I
think she feltcompelled to carry iton.”

Nancy not only carried on the ef-
fort for Roy, she managed to get to-
gether over ten overwhelming letters
of nomination for Roy from doctors,
nurses and pharmacists who admired
Roy's work ethic.

Nancy noted, "Roy was an asset to
any community he worked for and I
had the pleasure of working with him

Sharp Delivers October
Sales Tax Rebates

(Austin) — "Employment in Texas
has reached another all-time high of
more than 8 million jobs, rising by 3.2
percent in the past year," State Com-
prioller John Sharp said today as he
delivered a total of $141.1 million in
Octobersales taxrebatesto 1,077 Texas
cities and 111 counties.

These monthly sales tax payments
represent a 4.9 percent increase over
rebates of a year ago.

Texas cities received $127.9 mil-
lion in sales tax rebates, an increase of
5.7 percent from the $120.9 million
they received last October. Counties
were delivered a total of $131.1 mil-
lion, down 2.3 percent from their
October 1994 rebates of $13.4 million.

This month's payments to Texas
cities and counties is of taxes collected
on August sales and reported to the
Comptroller in September by busi-
nesses filing monthly tax returns.

The Comptroller's next sales tax

allocation is scheduled to be made on
Friday, November 10.

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Proposed Medicaid Cuts Could Affect All Texas Residents

(Austin, TX) -- "Texas residents
are justa serious car accident or illness
away from needing the long-term care
protection of Medicaid," said Robert
W. Goodrich, Chairman of the Texas
State Legislative Committee for
AARP.

"Medicaid is for many Americans
the only protection against the high
costoflong-term care,"” saidGoodrich.
"“The $182 billion in cuts Congress has
proposed over the next seven years -
about30 percent less than needed based
on current health trends and inflation
in 2002 alone - could mean millions of
Americans will lose their coverage,”
said Goodrich.

According to AARP calculations
based on the Senate Finance Commit-
tee's proposal to cut Medicaid,
Goodrich said Texas would lose $12.2
billion in federal Medicaid funds over
the next seven years, almost a 20%
reduction compared to estimated
spending under the current program.

"In the year 2002 alone, Texas
would lose $3.2 billion, or 27.8% in
federal Medicaid spending,” said
Goodrich. "That's money that Texas
will have to replace if we want to
continue to care for our most vulner-
able citizens."

Without these federal dollars, Texas
is left with few options, according to
Goodrich. Texas could replace those
lost federal dollars by using funds from
other programs such as education,
highway or prison programs, or shift-
ing the burden to local governments
which could result in increased prop-
erty taxes. Texas could also decide to
reduce spending on Medicaid by cov-
ering fewer people or dramatically
reducing the services provided and
payments to providers.

"Medicaid is not just for low-in-
come families," Goodrich explained.
"nearly two-thirds of all program funds
go to the elderly, disabled and blind.
The program also provides health care
coverage to more than 15 million chil-
dren of aging parents will be in an
private health insurance."”

"The seriousness of these proposed
cuts will be felt across all genera-

tions," Goodrich added. "Adult chil-
drenof aging parents will be in an
especially tough situation. If parents

need nursing home care, but cannot
afford it - and Medicaid is not avail-
able - will their children have the money
to help out?"

Goodrich observed, "Most middle-
class families have a tough enough
time making ends meet. With the cost
of a nursing home averaging $37,000

a year, how many will be able to help
their parents?"

"Americans of all ages should take
these proposed cuts seriously,
Goodrich added. Each and every one
of us should be calling our representa-

‘tivesin Washington torespectfully but

firmly insist on answers to tough

questons concerning Medicaid reduc-

lilflms. because these cuts will affect us
all."

for Dr. Gordon and for Dr. Michael
Neal,and any and everytime there was
a situation, he was always the utmost
professional.

"He also showed bedside manners
which made you feel like you were the
most important thing right then and
also you felt like that no matter what,
he would be there for you."

Her nomination, along with many
others, showed the AANP nomination
committee that Roy had left a lasting
impression on those whose lives he
touched.

"Every one of them protrayed Roy,"
Nancy said. "They were all like little
puzzle pieces, and some of them were
the same puzzle pieces, but they all
came together and made a good por-
trait of Roy."

One particular traitnoted more than
once on the nomination forms that
eamed Roy recognition was the way
he treated his patients.

"Nomatter whether youhad money,
didn't have money, whether you had
insurance, Medicaid, Medicare - what-
ever the situation, you were treated the
same," Nancy stated.

"Any patient that walked into the.
office, whether it was during lunch or
close to the lunch hour or time for him
to leave, he still took the needed

amount of time. He didn't try to rush
them through.”

Rural healthcare

When Roy began his quest for
confirmation, he used as his platform
something he knew a lot about - rural
healthcare.

Nancy noted, "Tknow he spokealot
on the smaller communities and the
rural areas, that those individuals
needed just as much medical care
because of financial situations, back-
grounds - whatever the situation was -
they needed as much medical care and
he wanted to be there for them."

Patsy echoed her husband's beliefs
concerning nurse practitioners in rural
areas, "In a rural area, they can do
more things than they can, say, in a
dermatologists office in a big city -
they're steered to that one thing. Butin
a rural area, you're exposed to every-
thing from Norplant to the care of
infants. He loved emergency room
medicine and children.

Well-known statewide for being a
man in a mostly female-dominated
career. Roy wanted to stress the mes-
sage to those nurses and others inter-
ested in health care that there is a great
demand for nurse practitioners in the
rural areas of Texas.

Rural healthcare clinics, such as
those in Monahans and Kermit where
Roy worked are considered underser-
ved by the government because of the
ratio of doctors per capita. Each clinic
then must have one nurse practitioner
since traveling doctors cannot stay all
day.

Roy devoted the majority of his life
to caring for his rural area patients, a
platform that helped him earn the Texas
State Award for Excellence for 1994.

The Award

Patsy received anotice in May from
the AANP Texas State Representative
Terry Dickey announcing Roy'saward
and ending Nancy's quest to recognize
the outstanding nurse practitioner.

Dickey's letter noted, "The awards
committee was overwhelmed and
touched by over ten letters of
nomination....I am terribly grieved the
award must be given posthumously,
but I strongly believe his example will
carry on in all those whose lives he
touched and provide inspiration to all
nurses including those in advanced
practice.”

Patsy and family were unable to
make the long trip to Los Angeles for
the national convention this summer,
but were in Austin on October 7 to
receive the award Roy had wanted so
much.

"I told them about the day he died,
December 15 when he came home and
had one of the official nomination
forms in his hand completed,” Patsy
said. "So it was almost like a dying
wish - he had a strong desire to have
that.”

Roy's son, Russell, also spoke to
the group, telling them how blessed he
was to have had a father that was such
a hard worker and a good provider.

Russell went on to say that he knew
his daddy was proud of his title and
told how it has steered him to want to
be in the medical field.

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Texas Voters Have A Chance
To Cut Government Down To Size By
Abolishing The Texas Treasury

If you are like most Texas taxpay-
ers, you believe that state government
has grown too big, too bloated and too
quick to reach into your pockets. On
November 7, you have a unique op-
portunity to do something about it.
You can vote to eliminate an entire
state agency - the Texas Treasury.

Proposition 10 on next month's
ballot, if approved by you and other
voters, will do away with the agency
by September 1996 and merge its most
im{)onanl functions into the Comp-

ler's office. By the year 2000, when
the transition is complete, it will take
164 fewer people to do the job -- with
a savings of more than $21 million in
the bargain.

This is the only constitutional
amendment you will vote on that will
actually reduce the ratio of state bu-
reaucrat to taxpayer.

The Texas Treasury once served a
purpose that justified both its exis-
tence and the election of the person
who holds the office there. No longer.
While some of its functions are still
very important, others are duplicative
and will be done away with by the
merger.

We should know. One of us is the
current State Treasurer. Two of us
have served as State Comptroller for a
combined 20 years. All three of us
believe that Texas can get along just
fine with one less state agency.

Here are the three basic jobs per-
formed by the Texas Treasury. Itserves
as the state's bank, investing and

managing public funds. It collects the
tobacco tax, the single largest source
of tax revenue that hasn't already been
transferred by the Legislature to the
Comptroller. And it administers the
unclaimed property program, which
collects cash, securities and other valu-
ables abandoned in private accounts
and, after attempting to return them to
their owners, turns the rest over to the
state.

These important tasks can be
handled at least as efficiently, and for
far less money, by the Comptroller or,
in some cases, by a private firm under
contract with the state. We don't need
an extra state agency to do the job.

Opponents of Proposition 10 claim
that abolishing the Treasury would
undercut an important "check and
balance” over the state's money.
They're wrong.

Nowhere in the law is there a word
about the Treasury being a "check and
balance" with the Comptroller’s of-
fice. In all our years here, none of us
has ever looked over the others' shoul-
des. Internal and independent outside
auditors keep a constant eye on the
state's money, and taxpayers already
foot the bill for a completely separate
agency -- the State Auditor -- 1o make
sure that state government funds are
handled honestly and effectively.

Companies large and small have
long-established procedures for inter-
nal auditing. Ford Motor Company
has never had to hire Chrysler to look
at its books. Motorola has never bal-
anced a single ledger at Texas Instru-
ments, nor has the Mexican restaurant
on the corner ever audited the barbe-
cue pit down the street. These compa-
nies use up-to-date accounting prac-
tices and strict internal controls to
safeguard their money.

So does Texas. The Comptroller's
office and the State Auditor have na-
tional reputations for efficient and
effective internal auditing procedures.
Some of the best financial managment
firms in the nation will continue to
conduct independent, outside audits.
The state's money is safe and sound --
and will continue to be.

The truthis that the Treasury can be
disposed of with no harm and lots of
savings. Enforcement of the state to-
bacco tax has already been outsourced
to the Comptoller’s office, forexample,
where 8 people now do what 24 people
used to do. That move alone has saved
Texas taxpayers nearly $600,000 so
far.

Texans now have the chance to
save even more and at the same time
prove that they're serious about cut-
ting waste and duplication in the state

bureaucracy. It's a simple choice - a
Yes! vote on Proposition 10 will re-
duce the size of state government and

A wind erosion pilot project put
into place in 1994-95 for Martin County
has been expanded to include three
additional High Plains Counties ac-
cording to Lubbock-based Plains Cot-
ton Growers (PCG).

PCG officials note that the inclu-
sion of Borden, Dawson, and Howard
Counties is welcome news.

The first year of the study was
designed to demonstrate the effective-
ness of tillage operations in reducing
wind erosion. Under the pilot project
producers in the four county area who
are operating under an approved con-
servation plan can contact the National
Resources Conservation Service of--
fice in their county to add this new
feature.

Results of the project’s first year are
being finalized by the Agricultural
Research Service for proposed incor-
poration into the NRCS Field Office
Technical Guide.

Under the pilot project the surface
roughness conservation practiceis
modified to allow farmers to perform
tillage operations when adequate
moisture is present to help reduce wind
erosion.

The initial pilot project was the
result of work by Rep. Charles Sten-
holm, the National Cotton Council and
others who worked with producers in
Martin County to set up the project.
The goal of the effort is to provide
additional stragies to farmers for the
reducton of wind erosion.
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Members of the 1995 Cotton Lead-
ership Program class concluded their
yearly visit to the Texas High Plains

this week according to Lubbock-based
Plains Cotton Growers (PCG).

This year's participants included
two individuals from the High Plains
Pete McCleskey, Warchouseman, of
Seminole, and Mike Hughes, South-
west Producer, of Lamesa.

Other members of the 1995 Lead-
ershp class are: Rae McDaniel, South-
east Producer, of Bishopville, South
Carolina; John Rodgers Brashier, Mid
South Producer, Indianola, Missis-
sippt; David Francis, Westem Pro-
ducer, Phoenix, Arizona; Jeff
Balentine, Ginner, Phoenix, Arizona;
Kenny Jabbour, Merchant, Memphis,
Tennessee; John Stewart, Crusher,
Greenwood, Mississippi; Jeff Th-
ompson, Cooperative, Prattville, Ala-
bama; and Jay Self, Manufacturer,
Greenwood, South Carolina.

The Cotton Leadership Program is
in its thirteenth year and is sponosred
by DuPont through a grant to The
Cotton Foundation. The Program is
designed to provide future leaders
within the cotton industry with a better
understanding of the cotton industry
and how each of the seven segments of
the industry relate to each other. Ap-
plicants to the program must be be-
tween the age of 27 and 40, demon-
strate leadership ability and agree to
attend all scheduled activities during
the year. Each participant is also re-
quired to complete reports and evalu-
ations throughout the yearlong course.

The Cotton Leadership Program is
administered by the Cotton Leader-
ship Development Committee and the
National Cotton Council.

ing upon these producers. Farmers and
ranchers are not eligible for this loan
program but may be eligible for disas-
ter assistance through other Federal
agencies.

To obtain an application or receive
additional information, interested
businessowners may cailtheSBA toll-
free at 1-800-366-6303 or TDD 817-
267-4688 for the hearing impaired.
The deadline for filing applications is
June 10, 1996. Due to the flooding,
hail, excessive rain, lightning, high
winds, tomadoes and below normal
temperatures, many producers experi-
enced crop losses and were not able to
purchase goods and services at normal
levels. Businesses that are dependent
upon these producers may have exper-
ienced decreased sales, reduced gross
profit margins, increased accounts
receivable or difficulty in moving
inventories at normal levels. To the
extent these problems have caused the
business difficulty in meeting its nor-
mal obligations, these loans may be of
assistance. The loan can help a busi-
ness meet installments on long-term
debt, accounts payable and overhead
expenses that would have been met
had the disaster not occurred. Refi-
nancing of long-term debt, however, is
not eligible under this program.

The loan is designed for those busi-
nesses with substantial dissaster-re-
lated needs and is intended to supple-
ment monies the business owner can
provide from other sources.

Loans may be approved for up to
$1,500,000 for actual disaster-related
financial needs of the business. Inter-
est rates are four percent (4%) and
terms may extend to thirty (30) years,
depending upon the repayment ability
of the individual applicant. To qualify,
businesses must be small by SBA's
size standard. Businesses which can
meet their financial needs through other
sources are not eligible.

Low Interest Emergency
Disaster Loans Available

(Austin) -- In response to a request
from Gov. George W. Bush, the U.S.
Secretary of Agriculture has desig-
nated Cottle County as a natural disas-
ter area and has designated seven
contiguous disaster counties. The
declaration makes those counties eli-
gible for assistance through the Con-
solidated Farm Service Agency
(CFSA).

Gov. Bush's request came on the
heels of damages and losses caused by
high winds, hail and flooding which
occurred onJune 4. The contiguous
counties are: Childress, Dickens,
Foard, Hall, Hardeman, King, and
Motley.

The designation allows family-size
farm operators in both primary and

contiguous counties eligible to be
considered for low-interest emergency
loans from CFSA. Each application is
considered on its own merits, taking
into account the extent of losses, secu-
rity available, repayment ability and
other eligibility requirements. CFSA

will receive and process emergency
loan applications through May 13,
1996, for physical and production
losses related to this designation.

CFSA has a variety of farm-loan
programs available, in addition to the
emergency loan program, (o assist
eligible farmers to recover from peri-
ods of adversity. Additional informa-
tion and assistance isavailable through
local CFSA county offices.
