Texas Tomorrow Fund Use Safety While Traveling

When traveling this Thanksgiving 
weekend, Trooper L.B. Snider, Public 
Information Officer for the Texas 
Department of Public Safety, asks you 
to consider that we have some of the 
best roads in the country and motor 
vehicles today have much better safety 
features than vehicles most started 
driving in. Snider states that fatal acci-
dents are lower than a few years ago, 
yet the number of injury accidents 
continue to rise 

Trooper Snider advises that nearly 
all traffic accidents are caused by one 
or more driving errors, which often 

(Austin) -- State Comptroller John 
Sharp has open the Texas Tomorrow 
Funds second enrollment period by 
noting that the pre-paid college tui-
tion program is a better bargain than 
ever-and a great holiday gift-for 
shrewd shoppers. 

"If you're one of nearly 1,000 
Texas parents whose child will be 
born today, you should know that it 
could cost you more than $46,000 to 
send your bundle of joy to college in 
18 years,"Sharp said. "And that's just 
for tution and required fees. Books 
and living expenses are extra." 

"As tuiton inflation continues to 
drive up the costs of a college educa-
tion, the Texas Tomorrow Fund will 

offset vehicle safety features. Com-
mon driving errors are: Fail to yield 
right of way; following too closely; 
wrong side of road; speed too fast for 
conditions; and cutting in too closely 
when passing along with numerous 
other hazardous errors which too often 
result in accidents with injury or death. 
Many of these errors are a result of 
fatigue, alcohol and other drugs (in-
cluding prescription and over the 
counter), trying to make time, and 
inattention. 

Motorists should be aware that 
D.P.S. Troopers along with local and 

area agencies will be on alert for these 
and other traffic violations to curb the 
rising number of injury causing acci-
dents. They will also be looking for 
motorists needing help. 

Precaution tips suggested by Snider 
are to: (1) Scheudle adequate time for 
travel (even within minutes; (2) be 
rested and alert; (3) be clear of medica-
tions and or alcohol (have a drug free 
driver if you ingest either, and (4) have 
all occupants (backseat also) to use 
safety belts. These will help us have a 
weekend of "thanks" rather than re-
grets of driving error.

years, you can still save nearly $30,000 
from the price of his or her tuition and 
required fees." 

Sharp noted that, in addition to the 
contracts going on sale today, parents 
and grandparents may order a Texas 
Tomorrow Fund Holiday Certificate. 

"It may not look like much of a toy, 
but the Texas Tomorrow Fund Holi-
day Certificate will still be around 
long after your child has outgrown a 
Power Ranger or Barbie doll," Sharp 
said. 

"Parents who wish to order a Holi-
day Certificate should call my toll-
free hotline right away at 1-800-445- 
GRAD," Sharp said. "These Texans 
will receive information packets and 
application forms within the next few 
weeks--in plenty of time for the next 
enrollment deadline.." 

The Comptroller noted that the 
newly issued contracts cover more 
credit hours than those sold during the 
program's first enrollment period ear-
lier this year. Current contracts under 
the four-year public university plan 
have been expanded from 120 hours 
to 128 hours. 

During the program's first enroll-
ment period last spring, more than 
41,000 families took advantage of the 
pay-nowjeani-later program. Nearly 
13,000 families have requested infor-
mation on the program since then. 

Sharp said that 81 percent of the 
prepaid contracts purchased during 
the program's debut enrollment pe-
riod were for the senior college plan, 
covering tuition and required fees for 
up to 120 credit hours at any public 
senior college or university on Texas. 
Another 12 percent were for the junior 
or technical college. Two percent were 
for the private college plan, covering 
the average cost of tuition and re-
quired fees for up to 120 credit hours 
at any of the state's private colleges 
and universities. 

The Texas Tomorrow Fund is over 
seen by a board chaired by Sharp.

LUBBOCK -- The Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service is looking for 
a few good agricultural marketers who 
are interested in sharpening their skills 
to an even higher level and helping 
their neighbors do the same. 

Extension is offering a series of 
intensive, in-depth training sessions 
designed to enable participants to 
evaluate all their marketing alterna-
tives, develop a marketing plan and 
gain the necessary skills to carry out 
that plan. 

Called the Master Marketer Pro-
gram, the training applies to agricul-
tural marketing the successful master 
volunteer concept combined with 
another successful educational tool: 
marketing clubs. 

Many markeing clubs in Texas have 
provided a practical hands-on oppor-
tunity for farmers to learn marketing 
skills. Though many clubs have suc-
ceeded, others lacked a key ingredient 
for success: a capable producer to be 
the leader, said Dr. Jackie Smith, pro-
fessor and agricultural economist-
marketing specialist with the Exten-
sion Service.

Master Marketer Program partici-
pants will receive training in a series of 
four two-day sessons, taught by 13 
outstanding instructors for six states.

The first two-day session will be 
January 15-16, with the other three 
held every two weeks thereafter. 
Classes will be held at the Texas A&M

The Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 

Foundation stated its case to the Texas 
Supreme Court Wednesday, Novem-
ber 20, in an effort to reverse a summry 
ruling by a Hale County judge regard-
ing the constitutionality of theTexas 
boll weevil eradication program. 

A decision by the Supreme Court is 
expected in the next one to two months. 

Lawyers for both the TBWEF and 
the Hale County Plaintiffs were given 
the opportunity to present their case 
before the Court. Attorneys for both 
sides were asked questions by mem-
bers of the Court pertaining to differ-
pnt aspects of the situation. 

Boll weevil populations continue 
to increase throughout the High Plains. 
Since the original lawsuit was filed in 
1995 by ten Hale County producers 
opposing the program, the boll weevil 
has continued its spread across the 
High Plains region. 

Hampered by a lack of collections 
in 1996, the High Plains program was 
unable to fully address the situation 
during the recently completed Fall 
diapause spray program. 

Oh what difference a week can 
make. Above average temperatures and 
low humidity accelerated the High 
Plains cotton harvest to full speed over 
the past week according to Lubbock-
based Plains Cotton Growers (PCG). 

The weather conditons might have 
been considered ideal if not for the 
gusty winds which visited the area for 
several days. Fortunately, the wind 
never kept area producers out of their 
field. 

The result is that the Lubbock and 
Lamesa USDA Cotton Classing of-
fices processed approximately 1.2 
million bales through Thursday and 
many area gins are reporting signifi-
cant backlogs. With the good weather, 
it appeas the High Plains harvest has 
now passed the halfway mark. 

Unfortunately, the pace could slow 
considerably in the days leading up to 
Thanksgiving. Forecasters are predict-
ing a drop in temperatures and an in-
crease in the chances of rain, snow or 
a combination of the two. 

Estimates for the 1996 crop con-
tinue to be very close to the 2.81 mil-
lion bales reported by USDA Novem-
ber 12. The good news for producers is 
that it appears the crop could evenwind 
up slightly larger than USDA's No-
vember estimate which is reported sta-
tistically as 480-pound bales. Cotton 
bales normally average closer to 495-
pounds. 

Combined estimates for the Lub-
bock and Lamesa classing offices, 
which reflect production in actual 
bales, shows they expect to receive 
samples from 2.75-2.8 million bales.

The course offers a wide range of 
topics to enhance marketing skills. 
These topics will be approached from 
a real-world standpoint, using numer-
ous case studies and simulated prob-
lems. 

The first Master Marketer Program 
was held last year in Amarillo. The 
1997 course at Lubbock may be the 
last opportunity to participate in the 
program in this area, since it will be 
held in another region of Texas next 
year, Smith noted.
