Temple -- "Rural Development is 
in the middle of a restructuring and 
downsizing effort in a Department-
wide reorganization aitnedatefficiency 
and customer service," said Steve 
Carriker, Acting State Director for 
Rural Development. "Unfortunately, 
this means that some of our offices 
throughout the state will be closing." 

Before the transfer of agricultural 
credit to the Farm Service Agency in 
1995, the old Farmers Home Admini-
stration (since called Rural Economic 
and Community Development and now 
simply Rural Development) had over 
600 employees in Texas. As of June 8, 

1997, Texas Rural Development has 
only 217 personnel to serve all 254 
counties and our 4.5 million residents. 
These reductions in personnel are due 
to cut-backs in many areas of govern-
ment. 

their sis-ter agenc ies, Natural Resources 
Conservation Service (NRCS) and/or 
the Farm Service Agency (FSA), are 
present but where Rural Development 
does not have a dedicated office. They 
will also schedule appointments at 
those local service centers for the 
convenience of their customers for 
whom travel to the nearest Rural 
Development office would present a 
hardship.

even when under an umbrella or porch; 
the sun's rays can reflect off sand and 
concrete. 

Next, apply sunscreen with at least 
SPF 15. Apply sunscreen 30 minutes 
before going outside, and reapply at 
least every two hours especially if 
swimming or perspiring. Provide chil-
dren with a hat that shades their face, 
tops of ears, and back of neck. Chil-
dren under 6 months of age should be 
kept out of the sun if possible. Teach 
children by being a good example. 
Practice preventive sun protection 
habits yourself as well as for your 
children. Making preventive sun pro-
tective sun protection a habit during 
childhood may carry over into adoles-
cents - a time when peer piessuie to 
increase tanning increases substan-
tially. 

To catch problems early, examine 
skin regularly for moles, dark patches, 
or long lasting pearly-looking bumps. 
Pay particular attention to the face, 
neck, and arms where sun exposure 
tends to the greatest. Promptly report 
any suspicious areas to your health 
professional.

Skin cancer is the most common 
type of cancer. The most deadly type 
of skin cancer, melanoma is increas-
ing five percent each year. If not de-
tected quickly, melanoma can spread 
quickly to other parts of the body. 
Only lung cancer is more deadly. 

Certain risk factors for developing 
skin cancer such as light, fair skin, 
blonde or red hair, tendency to freckle 
in the sun, and family history of skin 
cancer are beyond one's control. Con-
trolling the incidence of skin cancer 
requires reducing sun exposure espe-
cially before age 18. It is especially 
important to control the amount of sun 
exposure resulting in blistering sun-
burns. Blistering sunburns before age 
18 increases the risk of melanoma by 2 
to 5 times. Sun exposure is the only 
risk factor for melanoma that can be 
avoided. 

How can parents reduce sun expo-
sure and prevent sunburns for their 
children? First, limit the amount of 
time children are exposed to the sun 
between 10 am. and 4 p.m. or avoid 
sun exposure if your shadow is shorter 
than you are tall. Realize that cloudy 
days require precautions becansr 80 
percent of the sun's rays come through 
light clouds. Protect children's skin

However, if the homeowner decides to 
sell their home and purchase another, 

they must pay taxes on the value of 
their new home at the rate established 

at the time of purchase. If voters ap-
prove Propositon 1, senior citizens will 
be able to transfer the limited tax rate 
to another qualified homestead. The 
seasoned citizens of our state will no 

longer be penalized for changing their 
place of residence after the age of 65. 

Another benefit from the passage 

of Proposition 1 will be an increase in 
salary for some of the hardworking 

educators of this state. For those teach-
ers who are currently receiving the 
state mandated minimum salary, the 

companion legislation for the consti-
tutional amendment will grant them a 

modest 8% increase in salary for the 
next school year, and a 3.5% increase 
for the following year. This percent-
age increase may vary from district to 
district. For school districts that com- 

pensate their teachers above the state 
minimum pay, it will be up to the local 
school board to decide whether their 
teachers should receive a pay increase.

On Saturday, August 9, Texas vot-
ers have the opportunity to give them-
selves a tax break. The proposed con-
situtional amendment, Propositon 1 
on the ballot, will provide for an in-
crease in homestead exemptions from 
$5,000 to $15,000. Additionally, sen-
ior citizens will be able to transfer their 
tax freeze from one property to an-
other if they should move. If approved 
by the voters, the $10,000 exemption 
increase will become the largest prop-
erty tax cut in Texas history. The pro-
vision allowing our elder citizens to 
keep their taxes low will be welcome 
relief for those struggling on fixed 
pension incomes. 

The idea is simple: if state govern-
ment has a surplus of taxpayer money, 
that surplus should be returned to the 
citizens of Texas. This is how we in-
tend to pay for property tax relief. Not 
by raising taxes, but by keeping the 
size of state government in check. 

The 75th Legislature, challenged 
by Governor George W. Bush's call 
for property tax relief, struggled for 
140 days to find a way to reduce the tax 
burden of all Texans. After numerous 
attempts to overhaul the antiquated 
Texas tax system failed, legislators 
decided the quickest way to give prop-
erty tax relief to homeowners was to 
refund the $1 billion budget surplus 
This budget surplus will be used to 
replace the revenue school districts 
will lose as a result of the increased 
exemptions. Overall, this represents a 
progressive average tax refund of $140 
- $150 per homestead. 

The proposed constitutiona amend-. 
ment will also provide relief for senior 
citizens. Currently, property taxes are 
frozen at the rate in effect when a 
homeowner reaches the age of 65.

Social Security 
Tips

WIDOWS AND WIDOWERS 
MAY BE ENTITLED TO A 

HIGHER SOCIAL SECURITY 
BENEFIT 

Some widows -- and widowers --
who begin receiving Social Security 
survivor benefits before they reach 
retirement age may qualify for a higher 
retirement benefit later on. This is why 
we tell them check with us when they 
reach age 62 or 65. Unfortunately, not 
everyone does. 

Here's how it works: Let's say your 
spouse dies and you apply for a survi-
vors benefit as a widow or widower at 
age 60 (or at age 50 if you're disabled). 
Then, when you reach age 62 or older, 
you could switch to retirement bene-
fits if you have worked and your earn-
ings were high enough to entitle you to 
a benefit amount larger than the survi-
vor's benefit you presently receive. 
When a person is entitled to more than 
one type of Social Security benefit, 
Social Security always pays the higher 
amount. 

When widows and widowers file a 
claim for survivors benefits, we ask 
them to contact us when they reach the 
full retirement age. Unfortunately, as 
the years go by, some people forget to 
check back with us to see if they are 
entitled to higher benefit. 

However, when the surviving 
spouse doesn't contact us upon be-
coming eligible for full retirement, the 
person is not disadvantaged. In fact, 
when people betwee age 65 and 70 
delay receiving retirement benefits, 
they actually increase their eventual 
Social Security benefit amount. For 
example, let's say a widow was born in 
1930. Each year she delays receiving 
retirement benefits on her own earn-
ings record, her potential retirement 
benefit amount increases by 4.5 per-
cent. These increases are added in 
automatically from the time she reaches 
her full retirement age (65 in her case) 
until she begins collecting monthly 
benefits or she reaches age 70. 

Because the rules on switching to 
another benefit are somewhat compli-
cated, we suggest you talk with a Social 
Security representative about the op-
tions available to you. You can call our 
toll-free number, 1-800-772-1213, to 
make appointment to speak with a 
representative. Our lines are busiest 
early in the week and early in the 
month. So, if your business, can wait, 
it's best to call at other times.

Ever hear of the Caribbean Basin Ini-
tiative (CBI)? 

Not many cotton producers have, 
but that doesn't mean it hasn't had a 
tremendous impact on the way their 
crops are bought and processed. 

The key to the CBI is the recent 
expansion of cotton textile imports 
from the Caribbean nations that make 
up the CBI and Mexico. 

The important distinction for U.S. 
cotton producers is that CBI and 
Mexico cotton apparel imports con-
tain about 80 percent U.S. raw cotton 
and cotton products such as fabric and 
yarn. 

By contrast, Far Fastem cotton 
apparel imported into the U.S. is 
composed of only about 20 percent 
U.S. cotton. 

Until recently Far Eastern imports 
accounted for well over 60 percent of 
the cotton apparel coming into the 
U.S. During the first five months of 
1997 this wend has taken a significant 
turn. 

Since 1990 CBI nations and Mex-
ico have been making tremendous 
strides towards becoming competitive 
in the U.S. import arena. This turn-
around has been the result of numer-
ous factors, including the North Ameri-
can Free Trade Agreement and strong 
re-investment programs by U.S. tex-
tile firms. 

So far in 1997 the CBI and Mexico 
have accounted for 38 percent of U.S. 
apparel imports compared to the Far 
East's 32 percent share. 

For the U.S. cotton producer it 
means that more U.S. cotton is being 
purchased, processed and returned to 
the U.S. for consumption. 

Efforts are underway to further 
enhance this effort and with additional 
progress the ultimate beneficiary will 
be the U.S. cotton producer. 

*************** 

High Plains cotton producers aren't 
ready to throw in the towel on the 1997 
cotton crop even thought the calendar 
appears to be working against them. 

Early season rainfall helped get the 
area off to one off the better starts it has 
had in recent years. Unfortunately, 
those same rains brought a variety of 
detrimental side-effects. Trying to 
overcome everything from hail and 
blowing sand to below normal tem- 

mulches may have limited eftective-
ness because many insects can simply 
cross them. "Many insects can fly or 
hop considerable distances," he said. 

Even fire ants, whose queens 
swarm,can get across these barriers, 
he said. Worker fire ants could be 
repelled for a short time, Gold added. 

Mulches also have to completely 
surround a home in order to be effec-
tive, he said. 

Overall, mulches add a lot to land-
scaping - they can add beauty, weed 
control and moisture-retention for the 
soil during long, hot Texas summers. 
However, on the other hand, they can 
add to insect problems if not used 
properly, Gold added. 

"Mulch is generally used to control 
weeds around buildings and to make 
them more attractive," he said. 

Unfortunately, when landscapers 
use bark, sawdust, grass or other vege- 
tative types of mulches, it creates an 
environment that's very attractive to 
insects, particularly during the drier 
months of the year. Termites, roaches 
and crickets thrive in this types of 
environment, Gold said. Other close 
relatives, such as millipedes or centi-
pedes, like to call mulches home. 

For that reason, pest control opera-
tors are paying close attention to what 
types of mulches are used around 
homes. In some cases, they are recom-
mending that homeowners use xeris-
caping -- a form of landscaping that 
uses rocks or gravel for mulch mate-
rial. 

Another form of insect control that 

College Station -- Low-impact in-
sect controls are available for those 
who may want an alternative to tradi-
tional types of products used in and 
around the home. However, there are 
pros and cons to these products, ac-
cording to Dr. Roger Gold, urban en-
tomologist with the Texas Agricul-
tural Extension Service. 

One - cedar mulch - has attracted a 
lot of attention in recent years, he said. 
Cedar is one of the woods that has 
resin or oils associated with it, he said. 

"Many people believe oils in fact 
do repel insects or inhibit their devel-
opment," he said. For that reason, 
people have had cedar chests and cedar 
lined closets to protect against clothes 
moths for generatons, he said. 

As long as the oils are present, the 
insects do not prefer that type of envi-
ronment, he explained. "But cedar, 
just like all other woods, when ex-
posed to the air, loses those oils and 
natural resins and they have to be 
renewed periodically." 

Cedar mulch can be effective for a 
short time, but again, as mulches are 
exposed to outdoor de men ts of air and 
water, they lose those resins rather 
quickly, he said. 

"It helps if you have these types of 
mulches to turn them over and to 
rework them periodically to try to stir 
them up and get whatever resins and 
oils that are there recycled back into 
the base. Or you can buy some of the 
natural oils and reestablish them," Gold 
said. 

Additionally, Gold said, cedar 

Alternatives Available For Insect Control 

has attracted attention in recent years 
is boric acid, a natural cleaning agent 
used in eyes and wounds. It also has 
been used as a flushing agent and 
sanitizer. When it comes to insect 
control, boric acid works as a stomach 
poison. 

"Most people don't think of roaches 
and other insects as being clean organ-
isms, but in tact they are very fastid-
iuos," Gold said. When insects walk 
across a surface that has boric acid and 
is Sandy or gritty, they will clean thcir 
feet and antennae, getting the poison 
into their stomachs. It's relatively slow 
as a poison, however, taking four to 
seven days to work. 

Gold warned that boric acid can be 
lethal to humans or pets if in jested in a 
high enough dosage. 

A third method that has been pro-
moted is diatomaceous earth. Diatoms 
are aquatic organisms. As they die, 
diatoms leave a hard licone shell. In 
areas of the world where these have 
occurred by the billions, they actually 
leave a deposit of diatomaceous earth. 
Its sharp edges break the wax-like 
coating on the exoskeleton and dehy-
drating the insect. 

The grit size of diatomaceious earth 
is small and if used outdoors, has a 
tendency to blow away. There have 
been concerns expressed about it get-
ting into the eyes of applicators. 

Diatomaceous earth , as well as boric 
acid, has a tendency to clump up if 
exposed to high humidity and mois-
ture, he said, and loses its effective-
ness.

ern areas. South of Lubbock the crop is 
still behind schedule, but the calendar 
is a little more favoreable to the pro-
ducer.

The most immediate problem across 
the area right now is a shortage of soil 
moisture in the top 2-4 feet of the soil 
profile. Apparently plants have already 
used most of the moisture in this layer-
and are beginning to show signs of 
stress and cut-out. 

Irrigated producers are having a 
difficult time keeping up with the 
moisture requirements of the crop as it 
blooms and sets bolls. 

The key to the 1997 crop will be 
conditions during the month of Sep-
tember. Producers in Northern areas 
can still make an average crop with 
favorable weather in September and 
some timely rainfall in the near future. 

Producers in the Southern High 
Plains are also looking for an open 
September and timely rains to help 
carry melt crop through harvest
