One main item canvassed
during the meeting was the
possibilities of obtaining an
ice machine for the school
concession stand located in
the school cafeteria. After
analyzing different sizes and
prices of the ice machines,
the PTA agreed to check into

"the subject in more debth

and talk about it at the next
meeting on March 19.
Other topics of discussion
for the evening were the
policies of absenteeism,
excused and unexcused

absences, activity periods,

seven period school days,
atheletic funds, adoption of
text books and new or
improved tennis courts.

The subject of 60 per cent
being considered as a
passing grade at Motley
County was also discussed
and a display of hands
showed most of those
present were in favor of a 70
per cent grade being the
bottom level for passing.
Board members said the
subject was discussed at
length with teachers at the
first of the year and it was
desided that the 60 per cent
level offered a better chance
for the overall student body
because all students did not
have the same ability. It
was stated that if a teacher
does not think 60 per cent is
adequate for passing, he or
she can make the 60 per cent
harder for the students to
make.

It was suggested, however
that students may not try as
hard when the standards are
lower, but several teachers
said they knew when  a
student was trying at the
best of his ability and a
passing grade was usually
given to that student,
whatever the passing level
was. It was also brought out
that when parents apply
more pressure at home the
student often makes better
grades.

With the election of PTA
officers approaching, mem-
bers selected a nominating
committee which, with
School Superintendent
Charlie Johnson, will nomi-
nate those who ‘will be
elected as officers next year.

Women In Uniform

Opportunities for training
in many careers are open to
women in uniform, accord-
ing to Lt. Cloretta Yates of
Reese Air Force Base. Guest
speaker Thursday, Feb. 22,
at regular meeting of El
Progresso Club in the home
of Mrs. E. A. Day, the
lieutenant described her
duties at Reese in connection
with the military as a
profession.

The meeting was opened
by the -president, Mrs.
Franklin = Price, who
stressed attendance March
17, at the Santa Rosa District
Convention in Seymour. New
business included a report
on Enterprise Economy by
Mrs. W. C. Pallmeyer,
department chairman of
FREE (Federation Role in
our Enterprise Economy.)

Mrs. Frank Pohl was
program leader and read the
yearbook quotation: ‘‘Praise
the Lord and pass the
ammunition,” as an intro-
duction to the program
subject, ‘‘Love of Country.”
Lt. Yates was introduced by

Mrs. Carl King, for her
discussion of “Women in
Uniform.”

With a B.A. degree in
English from Christian
Brothers College- in Mem-
phis, Tenn., and ROTC
training at Memphis State
University, the young officer
came well qualified to
"resent her subject. She has
been at Reese AFB for over
a year and came to Lubbock
from Webb AFB, Big Spring,

Serving as Personnel
Officer, Lt. Yates sees many
opportunities for women in
the air force.

‘“The military is chang-
ing,”” she declared. ‘‘The
policies are changing, and
the quotas are now open to
women for entrance into the
Air Force Academy. Al-
though the number of
women in uniform is low, it
is increasing as more young
women realize the potentials
offered them. All careers

are open to women, from
mechanics, laying of bricks,
heating and air conditioning
training, to electronics,
office work and social work.
Equal opportunity is offered
to all . . . . women are not
discriminated against. The
Air Force is a ‘People’s
organization’ with an af-
firmative action plan: To
solve problems, and to train
women just as they train
men in highly technical jobs.

‘I enjoy my work, and the
position I hold. It is fulfilling,
but it has responsibilities,
especially in making deci-
sions.’”” As personnel officer,
the lieutenant’s duties in-
clude retirement of person-
nel, evaluation, consultant,
and liaison between female
recruits and supervisors in
addition to other personal
affairs, such as trouble
among supervisors and dis-
satisfaction with jobs.

“I would like to go into
Social Actions, - which
cludes treatment of drugs
and alcohol, and also human
relations education,” Lt.
Yates said. ‘“The Air Force
is a family -- closer than the
usual working unit.

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County Agent Says

All cotton producers are
urged to attend either the
meeting in Matador on
Monday night March 5th in
the Motley County School;
the Community Building in
Quitaque, Tuesday March
6th, or the Bob Wills building
in Turkey, Thursday night
March 8th, with all meetings
starting at 7:00 p.m. to hear
an explanation of the
proposed ‘‘In Season Boll
Weevil Management Pro-
gram’’ that has been
planned for the area just
under the Caprock. This
program offers producers a
chance to stay in the cotton
production business at a
price they can afford, says
Extension Agent Bill Pall-
meyer.

Do not confuse this
program with the Diapause
Program, states Pallmeyer.
The two will help each other,
but for the producers below
the Caprock, help is needed
before the Diapause Pro-
gram starts, therefore the
formulation of the In Season
Management Program.

Basically the In Season
Management Program con-
sists of a starting planting
date; scouting of trouble
spots during the summer;
and recommendations for
control if infestations war-
rant treatment.

Emory Boring, Area En-
tomologist from Vernon, will

Tower said the actual
growth in the new defense
budget amounts to only
about 1.7 percent, not 3
percent. According to To-
wer, the Administration
derives its 3 percent growth
statement from its estimate
of the dollars expected to be
spent on defense in FY 80
which totals $122.7 billion.
The new budget request for
$135.5 billion in Total

Obligational Authority falls
short of the 3 percent.

“If the Administration
truly wanted a 3 percent
increase in real terms in the
defense budget, it would
have requested that increase
in Total Obligational Au-
thority. This would assure
the growth necessary in our
national defense budget for
those systems needed to be
approved this year but not
paid for in 1980.

Tower, who is the ranking
minority member of the
Senate Armed Services
Committee said he would do
everything possible to insure
the defense budget contains
real growth, not merely the
appearance of growthl
through manipulation of
budgetary figures.

“I am_particularly con-
cerned that the development
and modernization of our
strategic forces, especially
the MX missile, proceed
rapidly enough to overcome
the expected vulnerability of
our land based ICBM’s in the
mid-1980’s. In addition, the
Administration has again
shortchanged the Navy’s
shipbuilding program with a
request for only 15 new
ships, including the smaller
mid-sized aircraft carrier
rather than the 90,000 ton
conventional carrier the
President promised after
vetoing the nuclear carrier
last year.” Tower
cluded.

ATTENTION TEXAS
WORKFORCE:

In the Los Angeles
Times on Sunday, January
28th, 1979, the following
article appeared -- quoting:

“Late in 1977 the Social
Security law was amended
in a move to keep the whole
system from going bank-
rupt. Hidden among the 56
pages of rules and regula-
tions, the amendment
singled out a particular
group of women to be
VICTIMIZED and virtually
no one noticed.”

“Section 334 of the law
(PL95-216) is subtitled ‘“‘Re-
duced benefits for spouses’’
receiving government pen-
sion”’. The key word is
“SPOUSE”. The govern-.
ment pension is one the
spouse earned by working
for ‘‘the federal government
or any state or political
subdivision thereof.’’
(Teacher Retirement Sys-
tem of Texas or California is
a “political subdivision.”)

“A spouse may be either
a man or woman. Histori-
cally it has been the woman
who was insured under
Social Security as a depend-
ent of her husband. The
burden of the reduced
benefits will therefore fall

most heavily on the wo-
man.”

“Before the law was
passed, a retired woman
could collect her own
government pension and still
be entitled to Social Security
Benefits as a spouse, in an
amount based on her
husband’s contributions to
the Social Security fund. In
1976 the typical widow over
60 was collecting $159 a
month as her husband’s
beneficiary.

“Nora Graham, a Los
Angeles school teacher,
accidently discovered how
the new (law) regulations
will slash her planned
retirement income. Because
the . Los Angeles school
district carries Retirement
benefits through a California
teachers’ pension system
(as does Texas. M.K.)
rather than Social Security,
Graham'’s status is the same
as that of nearly one million
female federal employees,
NONE of whom is eligible
for Social Security, not even
as a spouse any more.

““When Graham’s husband
died four years ago, she was
notified by Social Security
that under his account her
benefits at 60 would be $272.
She was confident that the
combined benefits of her
teacher’s pension and Social
Security would keep her
from living out her last
years on near-starvation.

Question: I have worked
under social security all my
life, but I've always had low
wages. Isn’t there some kind
of sepcial retirement benefit
for people like me?
Answer: There is a special
minimum retirement benefit
for people who worked under
social security at least 20
years. This helps people who
had low earnings, but still
above a specified level, in
their working = years. The
amount of the special

minimum depends on the
number of years of cover-
age. For a worker retiring in
1979 at 65 with 30 or more
years of coverage the
minimum would be $230. The
special minimum benefit
will increase automatically
in future years as the cost-of-
living rises.
