Vote to keep County Trapper

A Public Hearing was held at 9:30
a.m. in the Commissioners’ Court-
room on the Proposed Budget for fis-
cal year beginning October 1, 1998
and ending September 30, 1999. Ap-
proximately 25 citizens attended.

Judge Laverna M. Price called the
meeting to order. Present were: Com-
missioner John Russell, Commis-
sioner Franklin Jameson, Commis-
sioner J.N. Fletcher, and County/Dis-
trict Clerk Lucretia Campbell. Com-
missioner Don Hughes was absent.

The proposed Budget was re-
viewed . Motion was made by Com-
missioner Fletcher and second by
Commissioner Russell to transfer

$4,000.00 from each Precinct, #1, #2,
#3, and #4, to General account to
cover amount needed to continue the
Animal Damage Control Program.
Vote was unanimous (FOR).

Motion was made by Commis-
sioner Jameson and second by Com-
missioner Russell to adopt the Pro-
posed Budget as corrected . Vote was
unanimous (FOR).

Motion was made by Commis-
sioner Russell and second by Com-
missioner Fletcher to adopt the tax
rate of $0.79/100 for 1998. Vote was
unanimous (FOR).

Judge Price declared the court
adjourned at 10:30.

USDA sets next CRP sign-up for
October 26 - December 11

Washington - Agriculture Secre-
tary Dan Glickman today announced
that the next Conservation Reserve
Program (CRP) general sign-up will
be held during a 7-week period from
October 26, 1998, through December
11, 1998, in USDA Service Centers

across the Nation.

*“ This is an opportunity for farm-
ers and landowners to participate in a
cost-effective, voluntary program to
improve their land, water, and wild-
life resources,” Glickman said. “ It
1s also an opportunity for current par-

ticipants with contracts expiring next
fall to make new contract offers.”
USDA will continue to evaluate
and rank eligible CRP offers using an
Environmental Benefits Index (EBI)
based on the potential environmental
benefits gained from enrolling the
land in the CRP. Decisions will be
made on the EBI cutoff after sign -up
18 ends. The EBI cutoff used in pre-
vious sign ups may not be used for
this one. The cutoff is decided after
analyzing the EBI numbers of all the
offers. Those who would have met

previous EBI thresholds are not guar-
anteed a contract this time around.

“CRPis ahighly competitive pro-
gram,” said Glickman. “ I encourage
all landowners to find out about the
Environmental Benefits Index before
the December 11 cutoff, and to con-
sult with local USDA experts on steps
they can take to maximize EBI points
and increase the likelihood that their
land will be accepted.”

The EBI in place for the 18th sign-
up is very similar to the EBI used for
the 16th sign-up.

USDA is authorized to maintain
enrollment of up to 36.4 million acres.
Approximately 30.5 million acres will
be enrolled in CRP contracts as of
October 1, 1998. The contracts

awarded under sign-up 18 will be-
come effective on October 1, 1999.
Just over 3.5 million acres currently
subject to CRP contracts will expire
on September 30, 1999.

CRP maximum rental rates have
been updated to reflect 1996-1998
local land rental rates. Farmers should
contact their local USDA Service
Center for current rental caps and
other additional information.

The CRP is designed to improve
the nation’s natural resource base.
Participants enter into contracts with
USDA to enroll erodible and other
environmentally sensitive land in
long-term contracts-- for 10-to-15
years. In exchange, participants re-
ceive annual rental payments and a
payment of up to S0 percent of the cost
of establishing conservation practices.

The program protects millions of
acres of American topsoil from ero-
sion. By reducing water runoff and
sedimentation, it also protects ground-
water and helps improve the condi-
tion of lakes, rivers, ponds, and
streams. Acreage enrolled in the CRP
is planted to resource-conserving
(vegetative) covers, which make the
program the major contributor to in-
creases in wildlife populations in
many parts of the country.

The Danish philosopher Soren
Kierkegaard described the way many
people conceive worship. They see
worship as a dramatic production in
which God is the prompter, the worship
leaders are the performers, and the people
are the audience. If worship is ever to
become what God intended it to be,
those roles are to be rearranged. Kierke-
gaard insisted that worshipers are the per-

formers, worship leaders are the prompters, and God is the audience.
His point is that worship is directed to Go*. Human beings are not
onlookers, but are to be active participants in worship. Even worship
leaders themselves must be worshipers.

Surely Webber is correct when he writes, “Worship is a verb”. It is
not something done to us or for us, but by us. Worship is active, requir-
ing people to get involved, to participate. Often people say, “I didn’t
get anything out of worship today.” Such a statement belies the mis-
taken belief that worshipers come primarily to receive rather than give.
As Dozier reminds us, worshipers should be uplifted and encouraged,
but as a by-product, not as an end in itself. Qur primary role in wor-
ship is to offer something to the Lord. Worship is primarily a response
to God, to all that He has done and is doing in is through Jesus Christ.

Internet Access to its patrons. At this
time I would like to review our poli-
cies in regard to the use of the Internet.
We do charge for the following types
of Internet use: general browsing, E-
mail, business-related searches. Our
charges are $2.75 per hour or $1.50
per half hour.

We do not charge for school-re-
lated searches. For instance, if a stu-
dent, high school or college, is writ-
ing a term paper or has a research
project, he or she may search for that
information for no charge.

In fact, if students will give me at
least 24 hours notice, I will do the
searching on the Internet for them. All
I need to know is the subject matter
of the student’s report or project.
There is no charge for this. I will print

and it will be ready to pick up here at
the Library.

We do not charge for specific-in- -

formation searches if the Library has
no other information on the topic you
are looking for. However, no matter
what use is made of the Internet in the
Library, there is .$.25 per page charge
for any printing done for the Internet.

Our policy also excludes Library
Internet use for chat rooms and for
pornography We have not had any
problems in this area, and I don’t think
we will.

If you would like to come in and
browse, but you don’t really know
how to use the Internet, I will be glad
to sit with you and get you started. It
is not hard and can be a lot of fun and
very informative.

Continuing efforts by Plains Cot-
ton Growers, Inc. (PCG) to bring
much needed assistance to High Plains
cotton producers appears to be pay-
ing off.

PCG efforts, which began back in
the summer when it became apparent
that the area was headed for a major
economic setback, have been driven
by the overriding need to get help to
producers as quickly as possible.

PCG Executive Vice President
Steve Verett, recently returned from
Washington DC, notes that the wheels
are turning with a new sense of ur-
gency and Congress should vot
within the next two weeks. The di-
saster package, which is going to be a
combination of tax relief and disaster
assistance, is to be expected to be
added to the FY 1999 Ag Appropria-
tions Bill which is currently being
considered by a House-Senate Con-
ference Committee.

Latest news from Washington in-
dicates disaster assistance for agricul-
ture will total approximately $3.9 bil-
lion dollars.

House Republicans announced
their plan Thursday and it echoes
many of the points PCG officials have
been making with members of Con-
gress and officials at USDA over the
past three months.

The package being considered at
this time will address the current prob-
lem via a two-prong approach. An es-
timated $1.5 billion will be made
available to producers who have suf-
fered direct crop losses in 1998.
Growers who suffered primarily eco-
nomic losses because of increased
production costs or low commodity
prices will be included through $1.65
billion in supplement Agriculture
Market Transition Act (AMTA) pay-
ments.

The package is rounded out with
$675 million earmarked for areas af-
iected by multiple year disasters and
$75 million in livestock feed assis-
tance.

The tax relief part of the package, -

introduced by Congress man Bill Ar-
cher of Texas, includes many provi-
sions that will aid producers. Among
the key provisions of the Archer plan
for producers is making income aver-
aging permanent and increasing the
loss carry back period for producers.

Any plan to assist agriculture is
primarily possible because of the far-

TxDOT

reaching effects of the current
drought. As growers in the Texas High
Plains are well aware, localized crop
disasters will probably never receive

type of assistance that was possible
before the Freedom To Farm Act was
passed.

For producers this means efforts
to create long-term, affordable risk
management tools must continue.
PCG notes that efforts will continue
to obtain tax relief and age lending re-
forms as well as crop insurance im-
provements that will provide a more
secure safety net for producers on an
individual basis.
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Legislation working its way
through the House of Representatives
could have a positive impact on agri-
cultural finances if approved.

The legislation in question is “The
Farm and Ranch Risk Management
Act” (FARRM). This bill would al-
low farmers and ranchers to defer up
to 20 percent of their before tax in-
come by placing it in a revolving
FARRM account.

Taxable income could be deferred
a maximum of five years, at which
time it would have to be withdrawn
and taxes paid.

PCG Executive Vice President
Steve Verett noted in testimony before
the House Committee on Small Busi-
ness that FARRM accounts could pro-
vide producers with a powerful cash
management tool that would allow
them to even out the tax burden be-
tween often wide fluctuations in in-
come.

Verett testified that combined with
the tax relief provisions being consid-
ered with agricultural disaster relief,
FARRM accounts could prove very
beneficial to all sectors of agriculture.
He also encouraged legislators to con-
sider adding the provisions in the
FARRM BIll to current disaster/tax
relief legislation so that FARRM ac-
counts could be made available to
growers as quickly as possible,

. The goal of the accounts is to pro-
vide farmers an effective way of
smoothing out their tax expenditures.
One of the primary things it would do
is prevent a grower who follows a
large crop with a loss from having to
pay taxes on income from the previ-
ous year’s production that was not
marketed before the end of the year
in which it was produced.

Enhancing Cattle Feeding
Research in Texas Panhandle

AMARILLO-- Efforts to expand and
increase animal nutrition research by
scientists at Bushland's U.S. Depart-
ment of Agriculture-Agricultural
Research Service Laboratory and the
Texas Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion have gained momentum in a very
short time , said Dr. John Sweeten,
resident research director at the Ex-
periment Station Lere.

Station personnel along with
USDA's Agricultural Research Serv-
ice , Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, and West Texas A&M Uni-
versity's Agriculture Division are
working to expand those studies at
Bushland as never before.

"This truly is a multi-agency ef-
fort," said Dr. R. Nolan Clark, director
of Bushland's USDA Conservation and
Production Research Laboratory.

The research team includes: Texas
A&Mnutritionist Dr. L. Wayne Green,
who holds a joint appointment with
WTAMU; Dr. N. Andy Cole, USDA
animal scientist; Dr. C.W.Purdy,
USDA veterinarian; Dr. T "Ted"
McCollum III, Extension Service beef
cattle specialist, Dr. Norbert K.
Chirase, also with a split appointment
between the experiment station and,
WTAMU, and Dr. Brent Auvermann,:
Experiment Station Engineer and Ex-|
tension Environmental Qualities Spe-
cialist.

The research team collaberates
closely with WTAMU's Feedlot Re-
search Group comprised of Dr. Louis
Perino, veterinary immunologist; Dr.
David Parker, enviromental engineer;
Dr. Ted Montgomery, meat scientist;
and beef cattle nutritionist to be hired
in the near future.

"We're confident that steps taken
now will increase the benefits to this
region's cattle feeding industry," said
Greene.

"Sharing our expertise and facili-
ties helps everyone, especially the
industry we want to help," said Cole.
The team uses the metabolism labora-
tory, feedyard, barn, animal handling
and processing facilities, and pasture
and grazing lands in all aspects of their
work.

."Right now, our metabolism labo-

-ratoryconsists of approxiamtely 5,000

square feet of space for animal studies
a chemistry laboratory, a small room
for sample preparation, and an area for
diet preparation,” said Greene. The
animal studies area contains six me-
tabolism stalls for cattle and 12
metabolism stalls for sheep along with
several individual pens forsmall cattle.
The diet preparation room is equipped
with a portable experimental diet
mixer, storage space for premixes,
small batch diets and liquid supple-
ments.

"Support for this work and the
specialized feedyard labcomesthrough
industry partnerships and our efforts
to increase the number of research
grants and contracts," said Sweeten.

The experimental feedyardis inthe
final stages of completion, according

to Greene. The unique 30-pen facility
has room for 10-15 head of cattle per
pen. The enclosed barn has an animal
working area used to process cattle
and sort them into individual pens.

The facility can be further subdivided
into six "group" pens, designed to feed
12-15 head per pen. Another 18 envi-
romental pens are under construction,
designedto collectnutrient-laden feed-
lot run-off from individual pens. This
unique layout permits upwind and
downwind air quality sampling for
studies led by Dr. Auvermann, who
specializes in feedyard odor and dust
control. Twelve of these pens have a
hard surface base, and six contain a
clay loam base.

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"Most feedyards traditionally have |
areas set aside for convallescent pens -

in time of sickness," said Chirase. Four
such units are part of Bushland's ex-
pansion. Three more pens are reserved
for shipping and recieving animals.

" A specialized feeding bamn is
equipped with 12 Calan gates where
cattle are rationed individually,” said
McCollum, A Calan gate is an elec-
tronically controlled door to a feed
bin, capable of being opened by only
one animal per pen. The apparatus
enables scientists to record the precise
feed intake per animal. In additio, four
small ruminant pens have been con-
structed to house10-15 animals each.

The team also runs grass and forage
studies on native range pastures con-
tained on more than 1,000 acres. "The
acres has been divided into four main
areas for our research needs,” said
McCollum.

One unit, dubbed the "East Pas-
ture,” has over 140 acres of native
range. Another has a playa lake, and
more than 240 acres. A third or "South
Section,” contains over 300 acres,
subdivided into three 100 acre cells. It
features a cattle working facility.

The fourth pasture is located on
more than 240 acres of native range at
the James E. Bush Farm, 1.5 miles
north of Bushland on FM 2381. The
farm is operated by the Texas Agricul-
tural Experimant Station . Here the

~ team works with agronomists in stud-
ies involving cattle performance on
wheat pasture. Some 250 acres of
cropland also are available to grow
wheat intended for pasture, using a
flood irrigation system.
