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County Trapper program 
still in jeopardy 
Residents discuss 
possibility of Bond Election 

The County Trapper program is still in jeopardy for Motley 
County after no solutions were decided in a meeting held Tuesday 
night at the County Courthouse. 

A large group of Motley County residents met to discuss the 
problem. County Judge Laverna Price opened the meeting by thank-
ing everyone for their concern and attending the meeting. Local 
rancher, Vann Francis, explained the trapper program and why the 
meeting was being held. The County currently pays $21,600 per year 
for the Trapper program, which is 60% of the total cost. Another 40% 
is paid by the State of Texas. The trapper program is a great service 
to Motley County, as Mr. Timmons not only traps coyotes, raccoons, 
etc., but also works in the city of Matador and Roaring Springs to 
control the skunk problems, and tests animals for diseases. Mr. 
Francis stressed the importance of the program for Motley County. 
Gale Stafford, another local rancher, presented County Bank balances, 
which he had obtained from open records, and stated that he believed 
the Commissioners have the money to pay the salary for this pro-
gram to continue. 

After an open discussion, it was decided to present to County 
Commissioners in a special meeting, the possibilities of paying for 
the service for one more quarter (three months), and vote if a County 
Bond Election should be held. A Bond would raise taxes approxi-
mately 40 per $100. Commissioners must approve these propositions 
or the Trapper program will be discontinued unless interested citi-
zens can come up with another way to pay the salary. The City of 
Roaring Springs has agreed to contribute to the salary on a per acre 
basis, if the need arises.

HJR 95 - HJR 95 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would provide that the ad-
jutant general, who is appointed by the Gov-
ernor and who serves as the governing of-
ficer of the state military forces, serves as 
long as the Governor wishes the appointed 
person to serve in that capacity rather than 
serving a specific two-year term set by the 
legislature. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment to provide that the adjutant general 
serves at the pleasure of the governor." 

SJR 26 - SJR 26 proposes an amendment that 
would remove the restriction prohibiting state 
employees who receive all or part of their 
compensation from the state from serving as 
members of a governing body of a school 
district, city, town, or other local governmen-
tal district unless the state employee receives 
no salary for such service. The amendment 
would allow state employees to receive com-
pensation from the governing bodies of 
which they are members. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment allowing state employees to receive 
compensation for serving as a member of a 
governing body of a school district, city, 
town, or other local governmental district." 

SJR 16 - SJR 16 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would authorize the legisla-
ture to allow the Texas Higher Education Co-
ordinating Board to issue and sell general ob-
ligation bonds in an amount not to exceed 
$400 million in order to finance educational 
loans to students. The amendment also would 
authorize the Legislature to limit the amount 
of interest the bonds can bear and establish 
procedures for the investment of the bond 
proceeds. The proposed amendment would 
specify the method of repaying the bonds. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment providing for the issuance of $400 mil-
lion in general obligation bonds to finance 
educational loans to students." 

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE BALLOT 

FUR 58 - HJR 58 proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would require the board 
of regents of the University of Texas System 
to manage investments of the permanent uni-
versity fund (PUF) according to the standards 
of a prudent investor. Generally, earnings 
from the PUF are distributed to the available 
university fund (AUF) and then ultimately 
distributed to the public university systems 
of Texas. Under the amendment, the amount 
distributed to the AUF would consist of dis-
tributions, as determined by the University 
of Texas System board of regents, from the 
total return on all investment assets of the 
PUF, instead of consisting only of the divi-
dends, interest, and other income of the PUF 
minus administrative expenses. The amend-
ment also would provide guidelines for mini-
mum and maximum amounts to be distrib-
uted to the AUF, and require that the board 
of regents manage distributions to the AUF 
in a manner that will provide the AUF with a 
stable and predictable stream of annual dis-
tributions and maintain the purchasing power 
of the PUF investments and annual distribu-
tions to the AUF. 

PROPOSITION NO. 1

HJR 44 - HJR 44 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would ensure a clear suc-
cession in event of vacancies in the offices 
of Governor and Lieutenant Governor. Spe-
cifically, the amendment would provide that 
if after qualifying for the office, the Gover-
nor is temporarily unable to serve, the Lieu-
tenant Governor shall act as Governor until 
the Governor is able to serve; but if the Gov-
ernor is permanently unable to serve, the 
Lieutenant Governor shall become the Gov-
ernor for the remainder of the unexpired term. 
The amendment would require a Lieutenant 
Governor who becomes Governor to forfeit 
the office of Lieutenant Governor. The 
amendment would also provide similar suc-
cession procedures when a vacancy occurs 
in the office of Governor before the newly 
elected Governor qualifies for office, and 
when the newly elected Governor is tempo-
rarily unable to take office. The amendment 
also would provide that if there is a tempo-
rary vacancy in the office of Lieutenant Gov-
ernor, the President pro tempore of the Sen-
ate will fill the position; but if there is a per-
manent vacancy in the office of Lieutenant 
Governor, the President pro tempore of the 
Senate shall serve as Lieutenant Governor 
only until such time as the whole senate can 
convene to elect one of its members to per-
form the duties of Lieutenant Governor. Fi-
nally, the amendment would provide that if 
the Lieutenant Governor, while temporarily 
exercising the powers of the Governor, be-
comes temporarily disabled or unable to 
serve, the President pro tempore of the sen-
ate shall exercise the powers and authority 
of the office of the Governor until such time 
as the Governor or Lieutenant Governor re-
assumes those powers and duties. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment to revise the provisions for the filling 
of a vacancy in the office of governor or lieu-
tenant governor."

an odd number of three or more board mem-
bers (for example, 5, 7, or 9 members). The 
proposed amendment would allow approxi-
mately one-third of members of boards 
whose membership is not evenly divisible by 
three to be elected or appointed every two 
years. The amendment also would allow the 
Legislature to set the composition of consti-
tutionally required boards, whose members 
serve for a term of six years, to a number 
divisible by three so that exactly one-third 
of the board members may be elected or ap-
pointed every two years. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment authorizing the legislature to provide 
that a state board, commission, or other 
agency shall be governed by a board com-

SIR 22 - SJR 22 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would increase the maxi-
mum size of an urban homestead, which is a 
homestead in a city, town, or village, from 
one acre to ten acres and require the urban 
homestead to be composed of either a single 
lot or several lots that are adjacent to one an-
other. The amendment also would provide 
that the urban homestead must be used as a 
home or as both a home and place of busi-
ness, whereas current law does not require 
that an.urban homestead that is used as a place 
of business be used also as a home. 

SJR 12 - SJR 12 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would resolve conflicts be-
tween the Texas Constitution and federal law 
relating to the definition, rules, and proce-
dures of reverse mortgages. The amendment 
would define "reverse mortgage" in part as 
an extension of credit made against the home-
stead of a person who is 62 years or older, or 
whose spouse is 62 years or older. It would 
expand the list of circumstances under which 
payment of principal and interest become due 
and the procedures involved in foreclosure, 
and would require certain advances to be 
made according to specific terms in loan 
documents, including advances by the lender, 
on behalf of the borrower for payments nec-
essary to protect the lender's interest. Finally, 
the amendment would require the Texas Su-
preme Court to promulgate rules of civil pro-
cedure expediting court-ordered foreclosures 
of reverse mortgage liens. 

The proposed amendment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The constitutional amend-
ment relating to the making of advances un-
der a reverse mortgage and payment of a re-
verse mortgage."

figure of 18.3 million bales. 
How the new crop report will af-

fect markets is anybody's guess. Pro-
ducers should be aware of the situa-
tion and prepare to take advantage 
of any price rally that might occur. 

Congress Gets Back To 
Business After Break 

Congress returned to Washing-
ton this week fresh off of its month-
long August break and is now prepar-
ing to tackle many important agricul-
tural issues. 

With commodity prices continu-
ing to languish, the situation in agri-
culture continues to demand a high 
priority in the nation's capital. 

Already, there have been a num-
ber of calls for both economic and 
disaster relief programs to be en-
acted to help farmers and ranchers 
weather the current down cycle. 

The top item to be considered at 
this time is the FY2000 Agricultural 
Appropriations legislation. Both the 
House of Representatives and the 
Senate have passed versions of the 
funding Bill. 

The devil will be in the details 
since Conference Committee mem-
bers from the House and Senate will 
have to figure out how to deal with 
an additional $7.4 billion in economic 
aid that was included in the Senate's 
version of the Bill. The House passed 
their version much earlier in the 
Summer and did not include any ex-
tra money for economic relief. 

The best guess at this time is that 
the House will name its Ag Appro-
priations Conference Committee 
members sometime this week. Real-
istically, it appears that the confer-
ence committee is still a week or two 
away from beginning its work in ear-
nest. However, the possibility still 
exists that work could begin as early 
as next week. 

The Senate Bill includes funding 
for a supplemental Ag Market Tran-
sition Act payment equal to the 1999 
AMTA payment rate (about 7 cents 
per pound of cotton), funding for the 
Step 2 portion of the Cotton Competi-
tiveness Program, a doubling of the 
marketing loan gain/loan deficiency 
payment limitation (from $75,000 per 
person to $150,000 per person), and 
additional money for crop insurance 
premium subsidies. 

USDA ESTIMATE REFLECTS 
COTTON CROP DECLINE 
Confirmation that High Plains 

cotton acreage will likely fall short of 
most peoples early season yield ex-
pectations has arrived. 

The National Agricultural Statis-
tics Service's (NASS) just released 
estimate of 1999 cotton production, 
indicates the Texas cotton crop is 
getting smaller. NASS's September 
10 report shows a 300,000 bale de-
crease from the previous month's 
prediction. The report was released 
today by the Texas Agricultural Sta-
tistics Service TASS), reflecting crop 
conditions through September 1. 

On August 1 NASS indicated 
Texas would tally 5.3 million bales of 
Upland cotton in 1999. The new esti-
mate drops that number by a whop-
ping 300,000 bales. Of the total de-
crease 50 percent is allocated to the 
Texas High Plains region. 

A big reason for the statewide 
decrease is that yields, estimated to 
average 509 pounds per acre on Au-
gust 1, were lowered 29 pounds to 480 
pounds per acre in the September 1 
estimate. 

Nationwide the picture is much 
the same. Overall U.S. production is 
estimated at 17.534 million bales, 
16.846 million bales of Upland and 
688,500 bales of Pima. The average 
yield for U.S. Upland cotton was low-
ered 31 pounds, from 641 pounds on 
August 1 to 610 pounds per acres on 
September 1. 

For all cotton the September 1 
crop estimate of 17.534 million bales 
is 4 percent lower than the August 1 

"Participation involves a three 
step process" said John McNeill, 
beef cattle program leader with the 
Texas Agricultural Extension Service 
in College Station. 

First, producers must enroll their 
cattle. To sign up, contact your 
county extension agent or call 
McNeill at 409-845-3579. Enrollment 
forms for this year must be submit-
ted this month. 

Next, producers should identify a 
minimum of five steer calves to en-
ter the feeding trial. 

"Only steers are excepted, but 
there is no age restriction. We rec-
ommend that they weigh between 500 
and 800 pounds," McNeill said. Indi-
vidual identification will be main-
tained on each calf for the length of 
the program, he added. 

The final step may be the most im-
portant. "These calves should be pre-
pared for the feeding program," the 
specialist said. "Although a precon-
ditioning regimen isn't required, it is 
highly recommended. Ideally, the 
calves should be weaned a minimum 
of 45 days before shipping. 

Today's beef producers must be 
knowledgeable about the product 
they market-now and in the future. 
Ranch-to-Rail offers producers a 
chance to learn more about the per-
formance and marketability of their 
calves, and a chance to gain wider 
knowledge of the industry to boot.
