Cost Is Small

The six plane tables now in op-
eration have mapped approxi-
mately 20,000 acres of cultivated
land up to June 1. The cost per
acre of about four cents is rela-
tively low considering the irregu-
larity of terrain in this county.
The cost of making the outline
maps will not be deducted from
the 1937 payments as believed by
some, but must be completed by
June 30 in order to take advan-
tage of unused Federal funds
which will not be available after
the end of the present fiscal vear.
Approximately 80,000 acres of cul-
tivated land will be mapped in
this county by the method de-
scribed. The plane table method
is considered to be most accurate,
and a record copy will be preser-
ved showing all permanent bound-
aries on the farm.
