Justhow likely
isitthata winning number will be drawn?
Not very likely.

Millions of entries are mailed, but'
only one big winner is drawn. And even:
if the winning entry draws a promise of a
million dollars, it is very unlikely that the
winner will actually receive a million
dollars. Deception? Not necessarily. Just
the terms of the pay-out.

In one well-known million dollar
event, the winner will receive $25,000 a
year for 30 years and a one-time payment
of $250,000 in the 30th year. Although
this does add up to a million dollars, each
year the annual payment of $25,000 will
be worth less and less. Because of infla-
tion, the purchasing power of money
declineseach year. The only year $25,000
will buy $25,000 worth of goods and
services is in the first year. After that, it
will buy less each year. Accounting for
inflation, the one million dollars paid
over 30 years is only worth about
$509,381 in today's terms, assuming an
average annual inflation rate of about 4
percent.

If the million dollars were paid to the
‘winner all at once in the beginning, the
winner would have a greater chance to
maximize earnings. A million dollars
investedat3 percent more than the rate of
inflation would generate $1,427.260 in

interest over a 30-year period. In con-
trast, the $25,000paid out annually for 30
years plus the: ﬁnal $250,000 payment,
will generate ,375 in interest at the
same rate. This'means that the winner
loses inte: ‘@o!cnual of $987,885
($1,427,260 minus $439,375) by receiv-
ing annual installments instead of the
lump sum pay-out.

Finally, the age of the winner may
have alot to do with how much money is
actually received under the 30-year pay-
out. Suppose the winner does not live for
30 more years. Unless the plan pays the
balance to the recipient's estate, the full
pay-out will not be realized.

A million dollars may sound like a lot
of money. Consumners should recognize
that it won't mean they'll be an instant
"millionaire", evenif theirentry is drawn.
Consider that before spending postage
money on sending in the sweepstake offer.

It is common to hear, "The kids are
young, they'll getover the divorce." Time
does have a way of helping any person
heal or adjust to change - but children
who experience their parent's divorce do
not make it through the experience with-
out some marks or scars.

There are a multitude of feelings and
thoughts that can be experienced. The
following are but a few possibilities.

Divided loyalties between the parents
can be a big problem. If a child is under-
standing to one parent, they may feel like
they areatraitor to the other. The younger
child may be fearful of being left by both
parents. They have questions like, "Where
will I live? Eat? Am I to blame?" An
older child may be concerned about leav-
ing friends and school.

Kids often have the fantasy of their

This can even be a part of their hopes
after one or both remarry.

I suppose one of the most painful
things is telling the children initially that
the divorce is doing to occur. Generally,
it is best to inform in a honest, straight
manner - no lies, false promises or ex-
cuses. To be able to answer their ques-
tions best, separate personal problems
from family issues. One tough area would
be if they question about an "affair" (if
theirreally isone involved). Again, in the
long-run, an honest answer withoutblame
is best. It is usually best for both parents
to tell the children together. They need to
know they will be loved by BOTH par-
entsand they are free to love BOTH
parents. Research has shown that the
young boys take longer than young girls
to regain emotional balance. Divorce is
one of the most stressful experiences
faced by an individual - it is not foolish to
get professional help.

Economic Injury Disaster
Loans Available From SBA

Walter Fronstin, district director of
the U.S. Small Business Administration
in Lubbock announced today that SBA is
accepting applications for Economic In-
jury Disaster Loans (EIDLs) from eli-
gible small business concerns and small
agricultural cooperatives without credit
available elsewhere. Applicants must
have sustained substantial economic in-
jury because of their dependence upon
farmers and ranchers who suffered the
agricultural damages. Farmers and
ranchers are eligible to apply for these
SBA loans, Fronstin said.

Fronstin said that businesses seeking
loan information and loan applications
may call SBA's Area 3 Disaster Office in
Fort Worth since all disaster loans are
processed through that office. The toll-
free number is 1-800-473-0477.

Businesses located in the following
counties serviced by the Lubbock Dis-
trict Office of he SBA and which were
affected by an early freeze, high winds,
very cool weather and excessive rainfall
between June 1 and November 6, 1991

Foard, Dickens, Cottle and Childress.

The EIDL loan program is intended to
assist agriculture-dependent busi
and small agricultural cooperatives who
sustained a substantial decrease in sales
(or other forms of economic injury) di-
rectionduetolosses incurred by the farm-
ers and ranchers to whom the business
usually sells. In some cases, this may
include non-agriculture-related busi-
nesses which sustain a substantial eco-
nomic loss directly due to the inability of
the farmers affected by the disaster to
purchase goods and services at their nor-
mal level. Small businesses claiming to
have been physically injured by the speci-
fied adverse weather are not eligible for
the EIDL loans.

Fronstin said the program is available
only to those businesses that are consid-
ered small by SBA's size standards and
do not have credit available from other
sources.

The interest rate for loans processed
under this designation is 4 percent. The
loans are limited to the financial needs of
the applicant based on the actual eco-

Changes in Store for U.S. Department of Agriculture

Secretary of Agriculture Edward
Madigan declared recently that the De-
partment of Agriculture one of the least
understood organizations in our govern-
ment." Of the $62 billion budget:

1. Less the 20% ($12 billion) of the
USDA budget goes to farm price and
support programs (farm programs).

2. About 54% ($33.6 billion) of the
USDA budget supports food assistance
programs. These include food stamps,
the school lunch and breakfast programs
and the Special Supplementary Food
Program for Women, Infants and Chil-
dren (WIC).

3. Only 27 percent of the total USDA
budget is used for discretionary spend-
ing.

4. Nearly 40 percent (42,220) of the
department's employees work for the
Forest Service, which manages 191 mil-
lion acres of land and provides more than
twice the outdoorrecreation "visitor days”
of any other department.

5. Some 16,700 scientists, working
under USDA in a federal-state partner-
ship, are exploring a wide range of topics
in such areas as protecting the environ-
ment, food safety, human nutrition, crop

changes he has taken to improve the 130-
year-old Department of Agriculture. The
overhaul is meant to streamline manage-
ment, realign subcabinet dutiesand tighten
county offices operations that deliver
billions of dollars of services to consum-
ers and production agriculture.

In an era of tighter budgets, Secretary
Madigan said it is "absolutely impera-
tive" for the USDA to change the way it
does business. "I have repeatedly said
that I want my terure at USDA to be one
in which management is given special
focus,” he said. And he called on Con-
gress to work with the administration for
more efficient and cost-effective opera-
tons. Secretary Madigan began laying the

groundwork for change last

create "one-stop shopping” for farmers
and ranchers. To tighten management
and improve services, Secretary Madi-
gan has:

1. Ordered ashort-term review of local
ASCS operations. State directors were
asked to review offices, suggest changes
and report back in one month. The report
is due in late April. "I plan to proceed by
closing and consoldating those offices
that can no longer be justified," he said.
such changes will be made "with com-
passion” and be accomplished through
attrition,

2. Pledged a more thorough, long-
range review of the department's entire
field structure in each state, with an eye

toward sharing buildings, staff, tele-
phones, copiers, and other expenses.

3. Promised to seek comments from
farmers and ranchers on how to improve
through a series of town meetings. Dep-
uty Secretary Veneman is leading these
forums, the first of which was held in
Salina, Kansas, last month. A town meet-
ing isplanned in Abilene, TX on April 24.
For more information about this town
meeting,contact either the ASCS or SCS
county offices.

4. Raised the possibility that a single,
farmer service organization be placed
under the jurisdiction of a single assistant
secretary. This requires congressional
approval.
