Making Saddles
Beats Riding One

Following article is from
Mondayv's Lubbock Ava-
lanche--Journal featuring
Carl Darr and his saddle
shop in Paducah. Following
Houston Schweitzer's death
in 1956, Mr. Darr bought the
Schweitzer Saddle Shop here
and operated it for four
years, with Q. Canon as
manager. Due to Mr. Canon's
health, he resigned the
indoors work, and Mr. Darr
ran the business for a time,
then closed it in 1960 to return
to his business in Paducah

SADDLES have been a

way of life for Carl Darr
He climbed into one almost

as soon as he could walk, sal

one as a cowboy for almost

three decades and then
turned saddlemaker for
others

His first money from

saddles came at the age of 11
right after Oklahoma be-
came a state. He helped
drive 24 carloads of steers to
the railroad

He was four the year the
family moved to Oklahoma

His father and the man who
was to become Darr's
father-in-law went to Indian
Territory together - hiring
railroad immugrant cars for
livestock and household
goods while the families rode
passenger

Back in Texas, his father
raised cotton and Darr
started looking for his life
work.

“l raised dry weather
cotton, cowboyed a little,
pipelined and was a yard
clerk for the Santa Fe when
an uncle thought he'd get me
off a horse,” Darr said

Darr rode for several
brands before going with the
6666 Ranch in 1931, staying
with it until he bought the
saddle shop in 1944

At “the Sixes'' he broke a
lot of horses, riding as many
as 19 a day.

“‘“We rode 67 head of horses
five weeks and then took
them out to the wagon and

put them to work,”™ he
explained. That was back
when ‘“‘they were still pulling

the wagon out’ at roundup

Like other working cow-
boys he had five to nine grass
horses to ride and care for

“I got bucked off many a
time,”" he said, adding that
only recently did he discover
the sore shoulders he had
now and then were broken
collar bones

Darr was making bull
whips and chaps without
tools when the chance came
to buy the Price saddle shop
W. E. Price had started in
Graham in 1880, gone to
Oklahoma for a while and
settled in Paducah in 1920

Darr got the batch of
equipment except for “‘a few
pet tools Price gave his
nephews. "

Saddle business boomed
with the close of World War
I1, so Darr set about learning
to make them

He soon had some pet tools
of his own, cutting metal and
grinding it to the desired
shape. Handles, most times,
are bits of antlers cut to fit

Over the years he has

turned out 1,500 saddles,
many of them going to
celebrities

“At one time | had 20
saddles on Arthur Godfrey's
ranch in Virginia,”" he said,
recalling how he went to
Virginia once to help Godfrey
“throw a real western
rodeo.”’

He turns out a saddle a
week now. It takes eight
days, 80 hours of work to
create a Darr saddle. Each is
a distinct creation with ‘‘free
hand drawing that is hand-
tooled "’

He has a regular helper
and, when things get busy,
can double the output

Normally, a steady pace,
with time to talk to
oldtimers dropping in, a
saddle a week is ty

Making a a week
beats riding one from before
to after dark.

1 was too old to work when
I bought it anyway,” Darr
grine.
