Killed Area Youth

An eight year old Lazbuddie
youth, Raymond Riley Moore,
Jr., was dead on arrival at West
Plains Medical Center in Mule-
shoe around 9:15 Wednesday
morning.

SPS Turns Down

Breeder Reactor

Berl Springer, president of
Southwestern Public  Service
Company, said today that the
electric company is withdrawing
its offer to provide $100-million
and a plant site for building the
nation’s first gas-cooled breeder
reactor.

““This has been a hard decision
for us to make. We have been
hoping, for nearly four years,
that the plant would be built in
our service area. However, the
program has met with unusual
and continuing delays, and the
time has come for us to make
other plans to be sure that our
customers will have plenty of
electricity in the future,”
Springer said.

Southwestern announced in
September of 1974 that it had
entered into an agreement with
General Atomic Company, de-
veloper of the gas-cooled nu-
clear reactor, to provide the
plant site and $100-million for a
nuclear breeder reactor with an
electric generating capability of
300,000 kilowatts.

“When we made our offer in
1974, we made a committment
for a demonstration plant ready
to turn out electricity on a daily
basis, just like any of our other
plants. At that time, it looked
like we would get that kind of
plant in the early 1980’s. It now
appears that it will be after 1990
before a plant can be built, and
it will be a research project
subject to shutdown and testing
and not one on which we can
depend for day-to-day opera-
tion.

“One of our problems is the
big battle that continues over
the Clinch River Breeder React-
or. The President is unalterably
opposed to Clinch River at the
same time that he is vague
about what breeder technology
he would support. The Congress
seems just as insistent that
Clinch River be built and pays
little attention to gas-cooled or
other breeder alternatives. As a
result, all the breeder debate is
on Clinch River, although many
of us are convinced the gas-
cooled breeder is better. This

Yolunteer
Firemen At

A&M School

Owen Jones, volunteer fireman
with the Muleshoe Volunteer
Fire Department, is attending
the 49th annual Texas Fire-
men's Training School, July
23-28. The school, attended by
nearly 1,750 students represent-
ing about 750 cities from more
than 25 states, is being held on
the Texas A&M University cam-
pus.

Firemen choose their course at
the school from a list including
fire fighting, fire prevention,
fire department officer training,
fire department pump mainten-
ance, specialized fire protection
and disaster rescue training.

Fireman Jones is being spon-
sored by Bailey County Farm
Bureau and Texas Farm Bureau
Insurance Companies by contri-
buting toward the cost of the
school. Since volunteer firemen
are interested in attending this
school to help do a better job of
fire fighting and fire prevention,
100 County Farm Bureaus and
the Texas Farm Bureau Insur-
ance Companies in the state-
wide program have sponsored
100 firemen at the school,
according to a Farm Bureau
spokesman in Muleshoe.

““The Farm Bureau Insurance
Companies believe volunteer
fire departments have been very
effective in reducing the amount
of loss involved by fire in rural
areas,”’ said President Carrol G.
Chaloupka of Dalhart. *‘It is our
hope in sponsoring this program
that the fireman will help the
Muleshoe Volunteer Fire De-
partment to better serve the
residents of Bailey County."’

(S¢.) mini marshmellows
1 and one third cup flaked
coconut
6 T. butter or margarine
2 cups crushed Rice Krispies
1 cup chopped pecans
one half gallon brick vanilla ice

cream

In pan, melt chocolate chips in
evaporated milk. Bring to boil;
boil gently uncovered 4 minutes
until thickened, stirring con-
stantly. Add marshmallows,
heat and stir till melted. Chill so
ice cream won’'t melt when
chocolate mixture is poured over
it.

Independent Cattlemen’s As-

It was one of Wheeler's most
important actions since taking
office in June. Vice President
Walter Mondale and USDA
Secretary Bob Bergland also
talked to the men, allowing for
an exchange of information
lasting nearly an hour.

ed a significant impact on the
markets of livestock producers.

During the meeting, Wheeler
told the President that instabil-
ity in the market place has taken
its financial toll on livestock
producers just as it has hurt
agriculture as a whole. He said
troubled times for ranchers are
not over in spite of slightly
higher prices received for live-
stock recently.

“Despite higher prices, liqui-
dation is continuing,”’  said
Wheeler. ‘‘Many banks are
calling in loans on livestock for
fear of another price drop.
Ranchers are selling because

that if ranchers started rebuild-
ing herds today it would take
two years for consumers to see
any results. He said livestock
producers wanted some assur-
ance of what their products will
be worth at that time. He
warned that with the reduction
of herd sizes, the nation could
be faced with beef shortages in
the future.

According to Wheeler, the
President guaranteed he would
not let in any additional import-
ed meat this year and that he
would never place price controls
on beef. 3

Carter told the agriculture

Taxes Talked

State Senator Bob Price today
announced that he has joined
Senator A.M. Aikin, Jr., of
Paris, Texas, Dean of the Texas
Senate and Chairman of the
Senate Finance Committee, and
other members of the Senate in
sponsoring S.J.R. 14 which
proposes a constitutional a-
mendment relating to ad valor-
em taxation of agricultural pro-
perty, exemptions of certain
property from taxation, and
conditions for increases in total
property tax revenue.

This constitutional amendment
does not include such features
as initiative and referendum, a

‘cap on the amount of taxes to be
levied, nor a two thirds majority
of the legislature to raise taxes.

‘‘However,”" Senator Price said,
““this proposal does have the
support of the Lieutenant Gov-
ernor and the leadership in the
Senate, giving the measure a
greater chance of passage dur-
ing this special session of the
legislature.””

S.J.R. 14 excludes from taxa-
tion household goods and per-
sonal effects not used for the
production of income. The pro-
posed constitutional amend-
ment would further provide for
the taxation of agricultural land
according to productivity and
would raise the homestead ex-
emption from $3,000 to $5,000
of the fair market value of the
residence homestead, and up to
$10,000 for residence home-
steads of persons 65 years of
age or older. Also, the total
amount of property taxes im-
posed at the local and state level
would be limited to the amounts
of the proceeding year, unless
adequate notice is given and a
public hearing is held to consid-
er the proposed increase.

““This legislative proposal, if
passed during this session,
would appear on the ballot for
voter consideration during the
general election on 7 November
1978,"" said Senator Price.

Price concluded, ‘‘While this
constitutional amendment may
not include all of the attractive

The hear views of as many as
possible,DoE has set aside from
2 to 7 p.m. of the first day to
receive statements from any
member of the general public.

After consideration of public
comments, DoE will submit a
plan to Congress as required by
the Energy Policy and Conser-
vation Act. Both the House of
Representatives and the Senate
must approve it.

If approved, the plan would
remain on standby basis until
the President determines ration-
ing is needed to meet a major
supply interruption. In that
event the President would ask
Congress for permission to im-
plement the plan. If the plan
were not disapproved by either
House, the plan would go into
effect.

Energy Secretary James Schle-
singer said in announcing the
plan: ‘‘Rationing would be a
complex, painful action for the
Nation to take...This plan is no
panacea. It cannot solve all the
problems arising from an inter-
ruption of petroleum supplies
from overseas. It is intended to
be enforceable and fair and to
limit the impact on the Nation
and upon individuals... After
considering numerous alterna-
tives, we believe this plan is
equitable, simple, and enforce-
able.”

David J. Bardin, Administrator
of the Economic Regulatory
Administration which developed
the plan said: ‘‘All members of
the general public would be
affected if the plan were imple-
mented and the limited avail-
able petroleum supplies had to
be shared. We are asking the
public for their comments and
suggestions to help ensure that
we have the best plan possible.
