out of our wits. However, for the majority 
of us, at least, this is not exactly true. Part 
of our enjoyment comes from knowing 
that these forms of entertainment are fic-
tion - they're "just stories".

SATANISM AND RITUAL ABUSE 

Most of us share a sort of fascination

Modem satanism takes on many forms. 
Sortie satanists belong to an organized 
group, such as The Church of Satanic 
Brotherhood or LaVey's Church of Sa-
tan. These are among the more well-
known, but there are many other groups 
that maintain various levels of secrecy. 
Other satanists might be called "self-
styled"; many teenagers who get involved 
fall into this category. A self-styled sa-
tanist is one who more or less makes up 
his own version of satanism, usually 
drawing inspiration from such varied 
sources as THE SATANIC BIBLE, other 
witchcraft or occult books, movies, song 
lyrics, or original ideas. Their activities, 
particularly the rituals they perform, may 
have several factors in common with 
the more organized satanists, although 
their beliefs may vary significantly. 

Satanism has been receiving an in-
creased amount of media attention all 
over the United States as an apparent 
motive for crim inal activity, ranging from 
vandalism and animal mutilation to kid-
naping, child abuse, and murder. The 
cases in the news are isolated, but there 
are indications that these are only the 
proverbial tip of the iceberg. Victims of 
occult child abuse tend to tell the same 
kinds of stories; of being forced to drink 
blood and eat flesh, of being molested by 
adults, and sometimes masked or robed, 
as part of a kind of ceremony. Present at 
the scene or in the children's descriptions 
are common satanic symbols such as the 
inverted pentagram, the upside-down 
cross, and the like. Many of these child 010 
abuse cases are noLprovable, due to fai-
tors such as fie age of-the ciiird, their 
inability to understand what has taken 
place, and often the reluctance of adults, 
both parents and investigators, to con-, 
sider the possibility of such a horrendous.

Gradually increase your time and pace. 
You should be able to carry on a normal 
conversation while walking. Remember 
that the frequency of walking is more 
important than the pace. 

OTHER TIPS: Drink plenty of water, 
exercise at the same time each day so that 
it becomes a habit and check with your 
doctor regularly to ensure maximum 
benefit from your walking program.

Cities canhave a local tax rate of either 
one or one and one-half percent, Bullock 
said. 

Houston received a check for $12.2 
million of 11.7 percent more than last 
year. Dallas received the second-largest 
payment, with an allocationof $8.1 mil-
lion, according to Bullock. 

The state's six metropolitan transit 
authorities and one city transit depart-
ment received $36 million, an increaseof 
18 percent. Year-to-date payments are up 
14.8 percent over last year's payments 
through September, Bullock said. 

Houston's MTA received a payment 
of $13.4 million, an increase of 15.5 
percent and Dallas' DART was allocated

Self-employed farmers have been 
earning social security credits since 1955. 
Under the law, a farm operator is a person 
who farms for profit, whether an owner-
operator, partner, renter, or share farmer. 

Although all members of a farm fam-
ily may contribute to the operation of the 
farm, the person principally responsible 
for the farm operation is considered to be 
self-employed, and all income realized 
from the operation of the farm is credited 
to that person. In some cases, however, 
where members of a family operate the 
farm as a partnership, all can earn social 
security credits based on the farm in-
come. The actual arrangement for social 
security purposes is determined by the 
facts in each case. 

Farmers with net earnings of at least 
$400 a year receive social security credit 
for all net earnings up to $48,000 for 
1989; this is the maximum amount of 
which social seucity taxes are paid. The 
tax rate for self-employed persons for 
1989 is 15.02 percent; a percent credit 
makes the effective tax rate 13.02 per-

wages are considered first in determining 
payment of social security taxes. For 
example, if he or she has wages of $48,000 
or more, there would be no tax payable on 
earnings from self-employemnt. How-
ever, if the total wages are less than the 
maximum, the farmer is liable for the 
self-employment social security tax on 
the difference between the total wages 
and net earnings, up to the social security 
maximum. 

.Farmers with net earnings of $400 or 
more during a year must submit Form 
1040 (U.S. Individual Income Tax Re-
turn), Schedule F (Farm Income and 
Expenses), and Schedule SE (Computa-
tion of Social Seucitry Self-Employment 
Tax) to the Internal Revenue Service. 

Additional information about social 
security and farm work can be obtained 
from any social security office. Informa-
tion concerning taxes is available at any 
Internal Revenue Service Office.
