Woman Awaits Liver Doner In Dallas

EDITOR'S NOTE: Glendell and Nan
Smith are former residents of Matador
and were teachers in the Matador School
System. Glendell Smith is the son of
Beatrice Smith of Matador.

Each day is a waiting game for Nan
Smith, wife of the Rev. Glendell Smith,
pastor of First Baptist Church in Olton. In
Dallas to be ncar Baylor University
Medical Center, the Webb Elementary
teacher is awaiting word that someone's
"gift of life" is to become her new liver.

Waiting is not a ncw game for Mrs.
Smith. Early in December, she was wait-
ing for a phone call from Dallas telling
her she had been approved as a candidate
for transplantation. That call, instcad,
brought the message that she must un-
dergo yet more tests to determine if she
were to be accepted for the Baylor Uni-
versity Medical Center transplant list.

Just before Christmas, Nan received
the glad news that she had been approved
and the sought-for "beeper” was issued.
Candidates for transplantation are issued
radioreceivers so they might be alerted at
the first word that an organ is
available...anywhere in the U.S. or Can-
ada.

Transplant approval is given only af-
ter much testing and evaluation of the
individual patient. "They want to make
sure of everything," says Nan. "The team
includes doctors of various specialities
including three surgeons."

"When they learn there is a type A
blood, medium build donor available,
one of the tranplant suregeons will lcave
immediately to retrieve the liver. "The
hospital will beep me so I may go imme-
diately to the hospital for them to begin to
prepare me for the surgery,” explains

Nan.
"T'll get my firstinjection of anti-rejec-

tion medicine at that time and for the rest
of my life, I'll have to take anti-rcjection
drugs," she says, adding that cost will be
some ten to fifteer ihousand dollars a

year.

Southwest Organ Bank Agency works
with Baylor University Medical Center
in assisting with medical management,
recovery and transportation of donated
organs. The surgeon from the transplant
team who is sent to retricve the donated
organ will carefully check all conditions.

"If he should think there is anything
suspicious, that the organ is not for me,
he'll cancel the call and we'll start to wait
again," Nan explains.

Recent breakthroughs make it pos-
sible to preserve donated organs for a
longer period before the tranplantation
must be made.

On her first trip to Dallas, Nan was
issucd a paticnt manual filled with "eve-
rything youneed toknow." Both Nan and
Glendcll have become very knowledge-
able on what s in store for her.

"The surgery requires 12 hours," says
Nan. Following surgery, she is expected
to be in ICU for three days to a week.
Average hospital stays for liver trans-
plantation are 30 days.

"ThenImuststay in Dallastwomonths
after my release from the hospital,” she
adds.

"Transplants at BUMC are by prior-
ity, not by how long one has waited," she
explains. "I'm top priority because mine
is a life or death situation."

Although she was not told until 1988,
Nan says she was diagnosed in 1972 as
suffering from primary biliary cirrhosis
of the liver.

"I became very ill in 1988 and while
they were trying to find out what was
wrong, they oblained my records from a
1972 stay in the hospital. PBC was on
those records," she says.

Cause of the disease is not known,
Nan explains. There is no cure and no
way of stopping the progression of the
disease. Cirrhosis (or hardening) makes
the flow of blood more difficult, causing
the vessels to swell with backed up blood,
thereby weakening them so there is dan-
ger of rupture.

Nan suffered such a rupture Nov. 19
and was critically ill for several hours
before doctors were able to stop the bleed-
ing. Another rupture, Nan explains, could
be fatal.

While the Smiths remain in Dallas,
they are staying in a hospital-owned
apartment connected to the hospital by a
walkway. Provided for transplant fami-
lics, the apartment rents for $450 per
month.

"More than three out of four who
undergo successful liver transplants will
return home to live normal productive
lives" states the patient manual given
Nan. She is also encouraged by statistics
which place Baylor University Mcdical
Center as "one of the best" transplant
hospitals in the U.S.

"The national success rate is 70 to 85
percent,” says Glendell. "Dallas has a
success rate of 90 percent. Initially, the
success for liver transplants was 25 to 30
percent!"

Liver transplants are the most difficult
of all organ tranplants, he adds. One out
of three persons dics while waiting for a
donated liver.

Because the liver transplant incision,
an inverted Y, resembles the hood ecm-
blem of a Mercedes-Benz automobile, it
has been informally dubbed as a Mer-
cedes. Prior to her departure for Dallas,
Nan laughingly tested, "All I want for
Christmas is a Mcrcedes."

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Social Security Tips

If you're age 65 or older, or blind, or
disabled with limited income and re-
sources, or if you know someone who is,
this column may help. It describes a pro-
gram admm:swrcd by the Socml Security
ion called supy Isecu-
rity income, or SSI for short.

SSI pays monthly checks to people
who are aged, blind, or disabled, includ-
ing children, and who have limited in-
come and resources. And being eligible
for SSI means more than just receiving
monthly checks. SSI recipients are usu-
ally eligible for medicaid, whichcan help
pay health care expenses. They also may
be eligible for food stamps, and other
social services offered in their State.

In 1989, the basic federal SSIpayment
is $368 for an eligible person and $553
for an eligible couple. Not everyone re-
ceives these amounts, however. Some
people get more because they live in a
State that adds money to the federal
payment; some getless because they have
other income or because of their living
arrangements.

SSIisnot just for adults either. It is for

ad

anyone who is disabled or blind with
limited income and resources. A person's
age - young or old - makes no difference.

People can get SSI even if they own
the home where they live: Social Security
will not put a lien on it. Under certain
conditions, people can also own a car,
insurance policies, burial funds, and per-
sonal or household goods. People also
can have other income - a Social Security
check, or earnings from a job, for ex-
ample - and still get a payment.

In addition to having limited income
and resources, people who get SSI must
live in the U.S. or Northern Mariana
Islands. And the person must be a
U.S citizen, ora lawfully admitted immi-
grant, or an alicn permanently residing in
the U.S. "under color of law."

If you think you might be eligible for
SSI, it's easy to apply. Just call Social
Security. The phone number is in the
telephone directory under "Social Secu-
rity Administration" or "U.S. Govern-
ment."

HEALTH TIPS

AMERICA'S YOUTH
AN UNFIT GENERATION

American adults today arc a health-
conscious generation, but a major con-
cern for manyhealth educators is the
unhealthy state of the younger genera-
tion.

An American Health Foundation study
more than 10 years ago indicated that as
many as 40 percent of school children
between 11 and 14 had onc or more of the
arteriosclerosis risk factors: overweight,
elevated cholesterol, cigarette smoking,
poor physical fitness, hypertension or
diabetes.

"The situation has not improved since
that study was completed. Children today
arc fatter than children in past decadcs,”
said Darra Bullard, a fitness specialist at
Methodist Hospital's Centre for Cardiac
Rchabilitation and Fitness. "Recent esti-
mates indicate that 15 to 25 percent of
American school children are obese.”

In addition, obese children often be-
come obese adults. If obesity remains
untreated in childhood, only one in 28
overweight children will maintain nor-
mal weight as adults, Bullard said.

The answer is a combination of a

healthful dict and regular physical activ-
ity.
"Establishing healthful behaviors with
respect to nutrition and exercisc should
be a goal within the family unit. Prepu-
berty and adolescence are the critical
periods for developing thes¢ habits,”
Bullard said.

Hecre are some suggestions for insprir-
ing youngsters to be active:

* Take family walks or cycling trips;

* Participate in organized sports or
physical activitics offered through com-
munity organizations;

* Encourage participation in physical
games and creative play;

* Encourage walking to and from
school when possible; and

* Limit television viewing.

"Results reported in the National
Children and Youth Fitness Study indi-
cated that children who watch great
amounts of television tend to be less
active and are less likely to participate in
physical activities. Other studies have
found that children who watch a lot of
television are fatter than those who watch
less television," Bullard said.

TIME TO PLANT
PRUNE TREES

Now is the time to plant and prune
trees. Established pecan trees needa good
deep watering. If you are planting pecan
trees, purchase trees that are 4 to 6 feet
tall. Smaller trees are likely to have a
weak root system while larger ones are
usually less likely to transplant well.

Try to plant your new trees as soon as
you get them, in a sunny well drained
spot. The hole should be dug slightly
larger than the tree's rootball and deep
enough so that the tree can be set at the
same depth it grew in the nursery. To
determine how deep that was look for a

dark-brown soil line in the trunk. The
hole should be refilled with the same soil
that was taken out. The use of potting soil
may cause the tree tobecome waterlogged
in wet weather.

Cutone half of the tree off at planting.
Wrap the lower 18 inches of the trunk
with aluminum foil to prevent shoot
growth, sun scald and rabbit damage. On
large plantings, use white latex paint and
water. A 1:3 ration of paint to water is
adequate.

Water the tree thoroughly after plant-
ing.

GARDEN CHECK LIST
FOR JANUARY

1. Plant a tree on Arbor Day. Texas
Arbor Day is always the third Friday in
January. This year it falls on January 19.

2. Now is an excellent time to trans-
plant mature or established trees and
shurbs while they are dormant.

3. Make your flower and vegetable
garden plans now before the rushof spring
‘planting. Time spent in armchair gar-
dening before the fireplace will pay off in
improved plant selection. Besides, it is

fun to page through the garden catalogs.

4. Sow seeds in flats or containers to
get a jump on plant growth before hot
weather arrives. Petunias, begonias and
the slow growing transplants should be
sown in early January. Warm tempera-
ture plants such as tomatoes, peppers,
marigoldsand periwinklesshould be sown
later this month.

5. Apply a light application of fertil-
izer to established pansy plantings. Use
1/2 pound of ammonium sulfate per 100
square feet of bed arca. Repeat the appli-
cation every 4-6 weeks depending on
rainfall. Dried blood meal is also an ex-
cellent source of fertilizer for pansies.

6. Prepare beds and garden area for
spring planting.

7. Check junipers and other narrow
leaf evergreens for bagworm pouches.
The insect eggs overwinter in the pouch
and start the cycle again by emerging in
the spring and begin feeding on the foli-
age. Hand removal and buming the
pouches is an excellent means of reduc-
ing the potential damage next spring.

8. The life of the flower pot plant
received as a Christmas gift can be pro-
longed with proper care. Keep the soil
moist but provide drainage so excess
moisture can flow from the pot. Keep the
plant out of range of heating ducts and

- away from heating units. Keep in a cool

room at night, preferably at 60-65 de-
grees F.

9. Don't fertilize newly set outtrees or
shrubs until after they have started to
grow, and then only very lightly the first
year.

10. When buying plants, the biggest is
not always the best, especially when
dealing with bare-rooted plants. The
medium to small sizes (4-6 foot) usually
becomes established faster and will be-
come effective in the landscape much
quicker than the large sizes.
