gineering Research.

Alr-cooling of churches is more
difficult to handle than the cool-
T of commercinl bulldings
Dean Woolrich explained, because
commercial bulldings consistently
handle a five-or six-day load, while
the church load will vary, depend-
upon the nature of the church

Some denominations have more
services 8 week than others. Too
once a church Is alr-cooled, its
activities muitiply, and there are
more calls fur Its use,

In ¢considering the problem, lay-
must decide whether (helr
church is to be alr-cooled for one
day or several days a week, Pro-
fessor Woolrich emphasized. If the
church Is 1o be used once a week
the congregation may decide oo
using ice cool the sanctuary
The initial invesiment of this sys
tem is small but the operalng
cost per day Is large,

Sweden Discards The ‘Noble Experiment’

HEDEMORE, Sweden — This column
todsy is a warning to travelers who are
prone to be nervous and overwhelmed in
the presence of big hunks of pure scenery
unadulterated by bhillboards

Scandinavia is not for them. Such tour-
ists would surely bhldw thelr stacks in a
eorner of the world where bhillboards are
forbidden by law and the grandeur of
mountains, lakes, forests, {jords and flelds
ds plteousiy exposed on the half shell,

This s no place for the character who
eanaol fun a car without reading the Bill-
boarded glories of tires, autos, gasoline,
sealing wax, cabbages and things.

For the past three days I have been
face W face with the gontle beauties of
this part of Sweden known as Delakarlla,
a' district alternating between blue lakes,
volling farms, heavy forests and highly
industrialized villages,

1n that time, 1 have seen a few scalter-
ed placards in home and store windows
bearing the legend “Rosta YA Oct, 16"
This is a discroet sign’ urging voters to
g0 lo the polls on that date and vote
“'yes’” o a problem deeply agitating the
Swedes at the moment

This big problem is whether to switch
from driving on the left to the right-
hand side of the road, Together with Eng-
land, Sweden is oune of the few nalions
thet still clings to the left-hand side of the
road. Frankiy, 1 can't see that i% will
make much difference, since most Swedes

stem o prefer the middle of the road,
Anyway

However, the poliical prognosticaltors
here are pretiy sure the measure will be

defeated at the polls come Octl 168 and
for reasous dear to voters the world

arotind: Swedes aren't so much FOR the
lefthand side of the road as they are AGIN
the staggering cost of reversing all street
and highway slgns and signals.

Swedes are already coping manfully and
in good order with one tremendous e
versal in thelr lives: after 38 years of
partial prohibitdon and the most involved
liquor laws In the world, these laws In
large part were repealed just one week
ago.

It will give the W.C.T.U. no comfort to
learn that prohibition here was accom-
panied by many of the evils of America’s
“noble experiment,” including an unin-
hibited amount of moonshining. Too many
rugged individualists were making, drink-
ing and selling a local Jersey Lightning
known as Wood Star, Swedes tell me it
was an excellent brew and sold for about
one-twentieth the cost of a bottle of
schnapps In the guvernment-controlled
liquer stores. And did no more appreciable
damage,

The Swedish authorities, who were pre-
pared for Swedes (o go on a monumental
bender with the surcease of prohibition,
have been pleasantly surprised. Only a
handful of persons have cklebrated more
well than wiscly, and state stores have had
s run om beer rather than hard liquor

As a matter of [act, this is the one
gidelight on the death of .iohibition that
really alarms Swedes. For many Years,

they have been contending that it s not

Without Ike, GOP Faces Bad Split

WASHINGTON (8 — Repablican
leaders are facing up to the possi-
bility today that the party may be
ripped wide open in another slam-
bang fight for the presidential
nomination 1f President FEisen-
bower doesn't run again

There is growing bellef among
some GOP chiefs that the Presi-
dent — if he steps aside — should
vehoose' his favorite candidate for
the nomination or at the very least
point a finger to Indicate who he
thinks would be the hest man to
ciarry forward his program.

As far as most of the “‘old pros”
are concerned, there's little doubt
that they would favor a nod ta Vice

President Richard M. Nixon
During these past two critical
weeks of the President's [(llness,

the Republicans have shied away
from public dlscussions of what
might happen if Elsenhower fin-
Ishes out his term and then retires
to his farm at Gettysburg to enjoy
the life of an "e¢lder statesman®*
and country squire,

But in private the GOP strate.
glsts are dlscussing the practical
facts of political life and what the'
political scene will look Uke with-
out Elsenhower They are not as
optimistic tn private about Eisen-
hower running as they have been
in publie.

One man who sits In the GOP
councils, and knows whereol he
speaks, has this to say:

“A lot of us think Eisenhower
will have to pick the nominee if
we are to avoid a fight. Unless .be
does, we will be cutting ourselves
to pleces by next spring In’ the
maneuvering to line up convention
votes, and In the presidential pref-
erence primaries

*“This kind of fight lsn't golng to
do the party any good. We'll need
all the unity we can get. and it
will b¢ up to Elsenhower to see
that we are united

“I'm not saying Fisenhower can
name his man and get him the
nomination without a contest, I'm
not sure any presldsnt ever can
do that when be's retiring and
leaving the ficld open

“But { Eisephower Jlels his
cholve be known early in the yesr,
it would scare off some hopefuls
and make It mueh ecasler for us
to get behind The's man, This is
the only way 1 know to aveld a
fight.™

At this stage, it sppears Nixon
Is in the best strategic position
desplte some formidable handi-
caps, Elsenhower picked Nixon Lo
be his running mate In 1952 and

seems to have a real affection for
him — but it remains to be seen
whether the President thinks the
42-yearwold Callfornisn Is ready for
the run for the presidency.

The biggest and blackest political
cloud over Nixon's chances is that
he probably won't be able to com-
mand control of his own state's
delegation to the convenlion

Calffornla Gov. Goodwin Knight
has brought the state's GOP feud-
ing right out into the sunlight by
declaring that I Elsenhower
doesn’t run, he intends to lead the
California delegation to the nation-
al convention even at the risk of

an open fight with Nixon.

The Nixon camp has accused
Knight of ‘‘fantastic pretensions
as a bona fide contender for the
office of president.' But Knight,
as governor, is In a good position
to do what he savs.

And so 1t would seem that Elsen.
hower — assuming he doesn’t run
— has a big decision ahead of him:
remain silent and let the presiden-
tial hopefuls in his party fight it
outy or apeak out in favor of a
candidate and thus try to preserve
a unified front as far as it is pos-
sible

That Phony ‘Spirit Of Geneva’

WASHINGTON—The so-called “'spirit of
Geneva' |y dead. The Russinng have killed
it, The big mews Is at last coming out—that,
desplite the polite phrases of restraint with
which western government officlals have
been expressing themselves, they now re-
alize that the Soviet tactics at Geneva con-
stituted a bold attempt to make it appear
that the Communists were peacefully in-
clined. The evidence now shows that since
the Geneva conference the Communists
have stepped up the “cold war."

The latest development is the Commu-
nist-controlled election in Indonesia which
is demonstrating the Communist pattern—
the local infiltration by the Communist
technlclans. A similar pattern will be re-
vealed if Indochina holda an election.

Throughout Asia and North Africa, more-
over, the Communists have redotbled their
efforts. They have infiltrated into Morocco
to make that lssue a perplexing one for
the French government to handle.

Likewise, in Algeria the Freanch bhave
been up against Communist interference
in & local problem. On the broader stage,
the Communists have mustered a majori-
ty in the United Nations not only to discuss
the Algerian problem but to get the sub-
ject of Western New Guinea—a colonial
possession of The Netherlands—on the
agenda. The objective Is to mix into the
strategic situation In Southeast Asia. For,
by depriving the Dutch navy of a base in
Western New Guinea, the whole of South-
east Asia is easler for the Communists
to overrun.

The Communist activily In selling arms
ta Egypt and in Uning up a number of the
Aslan and African nations which attended
the Bandung conference is significant of
the new policy of fomentng trouble be-
tween the western powers and the middle
eastern countries, The whole purpose is to
weaken the military lneup of the West,

The American awareness of the trans-
parent duplicity of the Kremlin In talking
peace at Geneva while intensifying the
‘eold war” has been officlally revealed
in a speech delivered Monday by Allan
W. Dulles, director of the U.S, Central
Intelligence Agency. and a brother of the
Secretary of State, John Foster Dulles.

The CIA chief pointed out that the Soviet
expenditures “In training, support and op-
eration of ita over-all subversive mech-
anism may approach 10 per cent of its
expenditure on lts over-all armament pro-
gram.,” He added:

“Today, of course, not only intelligence
officers but millions of men and women
throughout the world are trying to form
thelr own Intelligence estimate of the real
{ntentions of the Soviet in the light of the
recent Geneva conference, Together with
them, the Intelligence agencies are scan-
ning the reports and analyzing the signs
and trends as well as the statements
and sctions of the Soviet leaders them-
pelves,

A few davs ago, al a banquet for the
East German Communists, Nikita Khrush-
chev, the head of the Soviet Communist
party, made soine interesting statements,

It was one of his informal and likewise
revealing speoches. He remarked, as re-
ported by the radio and press servites,
that U anvone belleves that our smiles
involve abandonment of the teaching of
Marx, Engels and Lenin—the name of
Stalin was added, nccording to the official
East German broadceasts, but does not ap-
pear in the Moscow reporis—he decelves
himsell poorly. Those who wait for that,
he said, must wait untll a shrimp learns
to whistle,

“There s some debate among the ex-
perts whether the word should be shrimp
or- crayiish for there is an old Russian
proverb that says: “I will do It when the
cerayfish whistles on the mountaintop.” This
1 understand, is a Russian way of saying
*never'—although I learn on good authori-
ty that In the deep reaches of the sea, as
detected by modern sclence, the crayfish
or the shrimp do make some gurgilng
nolses,

““There is no hard evidence as yet, which
we as Intelligence or law-enforeing offl-
cers can accept, that the dangers we
face from the secret underground subvers
slve activities of Communism have ceased.
Lot us hope it does, Let us hope that
Khrushehev hears the shrill cail of the
shrimp.”’

The most painted comment that Mr,
Dulles made, however, was in his refer-
ence to the prospective sale by the Soviets
of armament to countries throughout the
world. He sald:

“While 1 am on the mibject of Com-
munist technigques, T might menton a
somewhat recent development in their

program of sowing international discord-
the Kremln's new Trojan borse—bul one
that will Jovk quite attractive to many
countries which are under pressure (o
build up their military establishments."

The CIA chief declared that the boviets
have planes and tanks which are grow-

ing obsolete and that 4,000 (o 5,000 MIG-154
“could be off-loaded as an adjunct 0 &
general program of causling trouble

throughout the worid.”" He said that, of
course, a goud share of this equipment
already has gone to Communist China and
to Indochina “with results that are now
clearly seen.”” lle added

“There remains nmple for other parts of
the world, and we now hear ‘of advanced
negotiations with several countries of the
Middle East. 1 should not be at all sur-
prised If we soon heard that countiries in
this hemisphere were being approached.'’

Mentioning last year's experience with
a Communist regime in Guatemala, which
got a shipload of arms from Czechoslo-
vakia, Mr, Dulles snys that “once again
Czechoslovakia looms up as the front for
the delivery of Communist arms—this time
in the Middlie East."

Meanwhile, there are rumors of renowed

fighting around Formoss.
Thus, the “cold war” goes on' and the
“spirit of Geneva™ recedes (nto past hls-

tory as another phony tactic attempted by
the Communists ls exposed.
