While most
GOP lesders managed (o keep thelr skirts
elear on the McUsrthy deal, many of
them made no bones about their hope
of driving Acheson from the State De-
partment—nol thal they had anything in
partieular agalost him personally, but as
& means of \mdermining the administra-
tion. The fact that these taciica also un-
dermine the nation's foreign policy seems
not to have mattered to partisan politl-
clans.

Senator Vandenberg's voice, too long
missing because of [liness. was heard In
the midst of the brawl at week’s end, call-
ing for a commission to restudy and re-
assess our forelgn policy.

DR. KONRAD ADENAUER, CHANCEL-.
Yor of the West German government, de-
clares that “‘the temptation to make war
s greater for Russia than “ generally
belleved."

The chancellor malntalns that peace ean
be secured “only i the Soviet leaders
are convineed of the futllity of conguer-
ing Europe.'” Therefore he suggesis grest-
ar preparedness.

Russia has been bullding up her mill-
tary strength in eastern Europe. She has
consolidated her German sone of occupa-
tion, In which she nol only malntains a
great standing army bul is creating »
German military force.

MEANTIME WESTERN EUROPE, DE-
spite elaborate preparations for defense,
fan't ready for a major war. And Adenauer
points out that if western Europe were oe¢-
cupled by Russian armies ‘“‘those who
ecould contribute lo the rebirth of a west-
arn democracy. . . . would be liguidated.™

If that is & sorvect eslimate of the

sltuation, then W ls sale to assume that
Russia must a{ least have given academic
consideration to the genmeral proposition,
The idea of course would be to strike
before the western nations were fully set
for action,

So In theory, at least, the templation
for Russla to strike may be there It Is
precisely because of this that the military
leaders of the 12 Atlantic treaty allies
are meeting this week at The Hague to
consider reglonal defense plana,

SO THE TEMPTATION MIGHT BE
there for Russis to strike a quick blow
However, Moscow certainly would
strong argumedts ageiost any such move.

Perhaps the greatest deterrent would be
that Russia {sn't yet prepared lo compete
wilh the United States in atomic warfare.
Moreover, the confllet between commun-
ism and democracy in Asia ls still in its
beginnings. One wouldn't expect Moscow
to undertake a two-{roni shooling war at
thia juncture.

“Now, how are we going to prove we're
pot another do-nothing Congress!™

“Cheer up, you'll have Bob Kerr's
gas bill”" chortled a peaming Republican.

Republican complacency - about the
turn of events that bhas put Fresident
Truman on the spot is not bard to under-
stand, Bob Kerr's gas bill exempts the
great majority of natural gas producers
from regulation and forebodes heavy price
increases to the consumer, Thus it cons
stitutes pro-interests, antl-comsumer legis-
lation of the type that Democrats for ¥ ]
years have successfully identified ex-
clusively with the G. O. P.

Somewhat belatedly mealizing this fact,
the Democratic Nationak Committee has
been throwing its weight against the bill
Presidential counsel Charles Murphy has
also denied in Key West, in the Presi
dent’s presence, that Truman has indicat-
ed his approval of it

The result is that the bill nears a fi-
nal volg 1o a very different climate than
that orl created by its principal
advocates, Sedators Kerr of Oklahoma
and Lyndon Johnson of Texas. These ar-

tieuiate ge men undertook to persuade
the White se that the Kerr bill did no
more than wealfirm the orl ] intent of
the Natural Gas Act in 1938, which, they

said, exempted independent producers
from regulation

President Truman is rellably reported
to have declared consistently that he
would never, never, never weaken the
regulatory powers of the Fedcral Power
Commission over natural gas. Whether he
came 10 believe that the Kerr bill did or
did not so weaken the FPC Is In dispute

Certainly he gave the green light to a

Senate debate on the issue. When majority
leader Lucas put the Kerr bill on the
Senats calendar, it was obvious that the
President had been consuited and had
agreed. Senator Lucas may not be Danlel
Webster but he does mot put potentially

* embarrassing bills on the Senate calen-

dar without asking'his President and par-
ty leader about doing so, especially in
an election year.

What had not been foresesn was thal
a brilllant economist and able  dubater,
Sen. Paul Douglss of Ilinols, would de-
cide that this kind of legisiation complete-
ly nullified the Democratie platiorm and
the party record, Senator Douglas has
forced detailed Benate consideration of the
whole natural gas iodustry as of 1950, di-
vorced from anclent feuds, makeshifts
and mistakes.

Republicans from industrial areas have
come to Douglin’s assistance as well as
surprisingly, the two conservatives from
Missouri, Senators Kem and Donpell. 1k
seems that the President’s home state has
had an llluminating experience with the
diificulty of state regulation of a natural
monopoly

The spotlight shines therefore remorse-
lessly upon a possible Democratic devia-
tion from the party’s recent history and
President Truman's 1848 campalgn ors-
tory. The embarrassing fact s that the
Kerr bill repeats a part of the Moore-
Rizely bill exempting virtually all the nat-
ural gas Industry from regulation, and
