FRESNO'S NEW MAYOR

Last April, Fresno held an im-
portant munieipal election, put in
a8 mayor bulky shot-put star
Gordon Dunn, who campalgned
on a “closed eclty" platform.
Dunn proposed to close up the
samblers and run the houses of
prostitution out of Fresno,

A straight-shooting pewcomer
to polities, Dunn meant what he
said, but apparently certain poli-
ticians who helped elect him
didn't.

His infor-
mation came from a U._ S 18h
Air Foree patrol which took part
in a wo-week ground and air
search.

The bodles were found In the wild
mouniains of northern Luzon about
75 miles northeast of Bagulo, sum-
mer capital of the Philippines. It
is the country of the Ifugaso, tribes-
men of mixed Malay origin who
used 1o be headhunters.

The patrol sald three [fugao ad-
mitted robbing the professors, kill-
ing them with spears and burying
the bodies, The tribesmen sald
three others helped them. Philip-
pine constabularymen are hunting
the other three,

Conklin and Pitimen were éx-
change professors at the Universl-
ty of the Phillppines. Dr. Conklin,
a professor of English, was on
ieave from Springfieid Coliege,
Springfield, Mass, Prof. Pittman,
formerly of Chicago, was assistant
professor of geography at Miami
University, Oxford, O., before com-
