The tax laws now in vogue, which
have their basis in the general prop-
erty tax, date back to 1779, when
most of the wealth of the country
was in the form of real estate. Now-
adays, the wealth of the country
cannot be accurately measured in
terms of reul estate, and a tax sys-
tem which is based on property with-
out regard to its productive ability
is not fair to the farmer.

Farm land does not produce as
high interest on the money invested
as many other kinds of property. In
cases the high property tax
has about consumed the net income
from the farm.
