A conservation cropping o
tem is defined a5 the growing of
different types of crops in a
rotational system to improve the
physical condition of the soil.

A sound conservation crop-
ping system should include the
type of crops which produce a
large amount of residue, as well
as those crops which will im-
prove the structure and con-
dition of the soil.

It should also include other
special purpose crops such as
those grown primarily to pro-
duce a cover.

Other  important  factors
which should be considered in a
conservation cropping system
include: (1) How these crops
will be managed to achieve the
desired purpose. (2) How much
residue will be left on or near
the surfave for protection. (3)
The applicable tillage methods
and (4) The fertility program.

Special considerations in any
cropping system should include
the types of soil, local climate
and the availability and quality
of water.

Every operation is different
and should be tailored to meet
the needs and objectives of
individual farms.

The Soil Conservation Service
in Spearman is available to
anyone who would like any
assistance in planning a conser-
vation cropping system for their
operation.

Next month marks the be
ginning of the critical wind
erosion period in Hansford Co.
unty. This is the time of year
March thru May, when we have
the least amount of ground
cover and the greatest amount
of wind.

Each year these two factors
combine and result in tons of
valuable top soil being lost.
With the small amount of
moisture received last summer
and the cold, dry winter we've
experienced, it looks as if this
year will be no exception.

There is nothing that can be
done about the amount of wind
we receive, but there are sev
eral things we can do to
minimize its effect on the land.

For wind erosion to oceur the
wind must come in contact with
loose, unprotected soil. Fields
well protected with vegetation
will not blow severely regard
less of how dry it gets, except
when nearby blowing fields ruin
the protective vegetation.

On rangeland, wind erosion
can be eliminated by maintain.
ing a healthy, vigorous stand of
grass through proper grazing
use and sound

and by converting to grassland
those fields not suitable for
cultivation.

We will always have high
winds in the Panhandle, but if
everyone who tills or grazes
land will adopt good land use
and conservation practices we
can greatly reduce the harmful
effects of wind erosion.
