Smuts And Blights

Planting time for winter grain 
crops is at hand, and Fred C. 
Dines, extension wheat market­
ing specilaist. reminds farmers 
that amut la likaly to take a tall 
If the seed are not traated be­
fore planting.

Ha report* that amut showed 
up in damaging amounts In many
sections of the state during the 
past wheat harvest and warns
it will be worse this year unleaa 
precautions tra taken at plant­
ing time. Ha lists thasa as plant­
ing the beet variety for th* Me­
llon. cleaning the seed to remove 
weed seeds and amut bella which 
may be present and chemical 
treatment of the planting seed.

Stinking smut is the dii 
which should get major attention.
If untreated seed are planted
which are infested with the amut 
spores, a good crop of stinking 
smut will develop next spring 
in the wheat heads where the 
grain should be, aaya Dine*
Smut reduce the yield in the
field and smutty grain is docked

the market. Thia amut is hard 
to recogoixe in the field except

by lu  foul odor and the some­
what greener color of the infect­
ed grain heads. Tha kernela ol
tha infected plants change to 
xraui balls, and when tha grain 
la combined, these smut balls 
ara broken and millions of black 
spore* ore scattered over tbe 
healthy wheat seed.

Oats and barley amut. on tha 
other hand, h  easily recoguiied 
by tha black, barren heads in the 
field.
