EOGRAPHY comes down the
chimney on Christmas Eve.

In the flood of toys soon to spill
out into the nation’s living rooms
will be the touch of many different
lands. Beside a teddy bear, replica
marsupial furred
koalas, perhaps will stand a carved
wooden farm scene from German
Bavaria, a South American gaucho
doll, or a miniature pagoda made
in Japan.

Similarly, the United States, now
the world's leading toy maker,
sends abroad its wild west cos-
tumes, its shiny playtime trucks
and cars and earth-moving equip-
ment, its small-scale railroads and
y scrapers to delight children all
over the globe.

Toy industries in Germany and
Japan are on the upswing again.
Germany was among the first na-
tions in the world to make tin
horses on wheels, engines that ran,
animals that walked, birds that
sang. Now U.S. buyers go back to
cities such as Nurnberg for the out-
put of ingenious middle-aged in
ventors.

New toys that startle the world
often come from Europe.

lehem on December 25 by the
Roman Catholics and Protestants,
on January 6, by the Greek Ortho-
dox and affliated churches, and on
January 18 by the Armenians.

of the Patriarch of Jerusalem—
Cardinal of the Holy Land—who
h year brings an ancient effigy
of the Infant Jesus to Bethlehem
which he lays in the manger with-
in the cave where Christ was born.

Dramatically the procession ap-
proaches: heralded by a single
horseman, his banner -streaming
aloft. A corps of native police
mounted upon fiery Arabian horses
follow and then another single
horseman upon a prancing black
steed carrying the cross on high;
the Patriarch in his cardinal and
ermine, mitred bishops, clergy in
embroidered vestments and white
robed acolytes—swinging golden
censers—precede the jeweled pa-
vilon of the Holy Child. Magnificent
corteges of government offici
foreign embassies, bands, religi
organizations follow, and finally,
American made automobiles min-
gle with native two-wheeled car-
riages.

The procession enters the Church
of the Nativity. The public is not
permitted to witness the actual
placing of the effigy, as that part
of the Church—built above the

Cave of the Nativity—is under the
jurisdietion of the Greek Orthodox
church.

The grotto-like Cave of the Na-
tivity in no way conforms to the
modern con of a “stable;"
in biblical times, however, shelters

Yule Tree Business
Figured in Millions

HRISTMAS TREES are a multi

million dollar business
Throughout the nation, some 15 <
million trees are supplied to the |
holiday demand. Prices range
from $1 to $5, and that adds up to
real money.

A Christmas tree, in the lake
states, is usually a balsam or »
spruce. The same is true in New
England and the Appalachian sec
tion. Elsewhere in the country, vir
tually all kinds of evergreens are
used.

The lodgepole pine and Douglas
fir are frequently used in Colorado.
On the Pacific coast, it is prin
cipally Douglas fir.

In Maryland, Virginia and Wash-
ington, D. C., a scrub pine takes a
trimming.

In other localities, white pine,
southern pine, hemlock, red and
white cedar and redwood are used. | -

The business of harvesting this
annual crop begins in the fall
when cutters go into the woods
after trees. It continues as truck-
ers bring huge loads to metropoli-
tan markets,

Many land owners manage their
swamps to make them yield a crop
of trees year after year. Thinning
operations are another source of
Yule trees.

Farmers have discovered that
they can get a cash erop from
eroded acres by harvesting Christ- |
mas trees 10 or 15 years afier they '
are planted.

THE HOLIDAY TURKEY

College Station,—There will be
lenty of turkey for holiday din-
ners this year. According to F.
%4, Beanblossom, poultry market-

ing specialist for the Texas Agri-
eultural Extension Service, the
supply is adequate to furnish
turkey on every table at thanks-
giving and Christmas. Although
not as many last year, ‘the
number of turkeys on the mark-
et will be sufficient to meet
the needs of Texus families.

The specialist says wi the
plentiful  supply, families ecan
afford to be selective when shop-
ping for the turkey of their
choice. He suggests the shopper
look for quality birds, well
fleshed and finished, and process-
processed to provide meat of
good flavor. “Don't waste your
money buying a bird with too
much fat,” he advises. “Get a
large bird with enough fat to
insure good flavor.”

It the turkey has been killed
bled and dressed right, the meat
will look white instead of red-
dish in color, and there will not
be pin feathers and  bruised
marks on the flesh. “Ask to see
the dressed turkey to check for
these signs,” Beanblossom says
“Notice if the lungs, kidneys and
il sack have been removed fron:
the body cavity. These only add
weight and are not desirable
for eating.” -

“The larger bird you buy the
less cost per pound,” the special
ist comments. is wiser to
buy a 15 pound tom rather than
a 10 pound. If you have access
to a home freezer or some other
storage for the extra meat, the
turkey will come in handy for
later meals. If not, them buy a
half a turkey.

A Standardized Texas Corn

One serving of the enriched
corn bread was found to furnish
approximately one-fifth of a
man's and one fourth of a wom-
an’s allowance of thiamine and
riboflavin, and approximatelyq a
sixth of a man's ond one-fifth
of a woman's alldwances of
ulacin. Enriched corn bread con-
tributes about two times as much
thiamine, about one and a half
times as much riboflavin and
three times as much niacin as
the non enriched.

New Navy

Radio Station

The United States avy re-
centtly began broadeasts over

the most powerful radio trans-
mitter known to be operating
in the western world. The radio
station was built in the inter-
est of national security and peace
and is estimated to have cost
$14,000,000.

The radio is located between
two mountain peaks in North-
west Washington State, in the
Cascade Mountain range. It fs
supposedly the modern scientist’s

answer to the communications
difficulties caused by electrical
storms, the Northern Ligh!

The Navy believes the new
radio station will allow it to
contact submarines far below

the surface and artic outposts
and all the ships at sea all over
the world in any future emer-
gency. The station is a 1,200,000~
watt installation, and is estimat-
ed to he over twenty times as
powerful as any commercial ra-
dio station in the country. In
first test message, it flashed
a signal to all naval ships at
sea and within six minutes the
battleship Wisconsin, operating
in Japanese waters, replied to
the message.

For in-
stance, there are today almost
ninety per cent more trucks in
operation than there were just
eight years ago. at the end of
World War 1. The estimate is
that there are 9,000,000 trucks

Moreover, the net total of mo-
tor vehicles operating each year
increases by approximately 3,-
000,000 Unless highway con-
struction is boosted considerably
the need for better highways will
continue to increase at a faster
ce than those highways are
provided.

Perhaps the cost of defense is
the main reason many states, and
the Federal Government, have
not been able to make adequate
outlays for highway construction
and maintenance, Regardless of
the reason, however, the time is
approaching  when  something
must be done and Martin believes
that the traveling public should
y for mew roads. He estimates
that Federal, State and local
governments collect over $7000,-
000,000 in automobile and truck
registeration fees alone, and in
taxes from the tires, gag and
oil.

One plan advanced would be
that to use about half of this
money each year to bring the
nation’s highways up to current
needs. In ten years, almost $40.-
000,000,000 would have been
spent and the nation’s highways
might then be adequate for U.
