Bro. 0. D. Riley was the first full-time pastor, and he helped build the
Educational building that we are now using. This building was dedicated
Nov. 1, 1942, with Bro. Herbert Hughes preaching the Dedication sermon

‘The Church occupied this one building until 1949, when E. M. Weathers,
pastor at that time, led out in building program. The membership had in-
creased greatly during those years and the need of a new Sanctuary was
felt. This project was finished June 11, 1950, with an indebtedness of $11,500.
