Patterson says symptoms of 
dental troubles include frequent 
drolling; slow, deliberate chew­
ing, indicating pain; and sudden 
drawing back from water while 
drinking.

It should take a veterinarian 
but a short time to go dver teeth 
of animals. Such a check can 
mean better eating, better diges­
tion and better health for animals 
all through the winter. Pattter- 
son says.

Many people think that if _A

law is not passed by the Con­
gress. it is not a law and can­
not be enforced. This conclusion 
is basically sound and. according 
to the Constitution, is exactly 
correct. However, much as I re­
gret it, that theory seems to have 
become outmoded. It has appar­
ently been supplanted by what 
is known as 4 "Presidential Dir­
ective.” For example, the Con­
gress has never passed a law 
dictating to a man who he can 
or cannot hire in his business. 
However, under a Presidential 
directive, a business man cannot 

contrigrt with the Govern­
ment unless he is willing to com­
ply with certain Fair Employ­
ment Practice requirements that 
do not leave him free to act in­
dependently. Several other direc­
tives of the same nature concern­
ing other segments of the eco­
nomy are now in the making. It 
will be nothing less than the 
use of economic pressure to force 
compliance with rules and re­
gulations that harve not been 
enacted into law in conformity 
with the procedure outlined in 
the Constitution* This is danger­
ous business.

WHEAT

Since wheat is one of the ma. 
joi supports of our economy in 
the Panhandle, I thought it might 
be appropriate to point out a few 
of the interesting facts about its 
history. Its earliest ancestor, Ein- 
korn, was first domesticated in 
Eastern Iraq and was one of the 
earliest plants cultivated by man. 
Recently wheat kernels were 
found in Eastern Iraq under 
conditions indicating that they 
were 6500 to 7000 years old. and 
was observed that the resembl­
ance between these early kernels 
and modern grain is remarkably 

It has been interesting to notice 
that all civilizations have been 
founded on wheat and a combi­
nation cf the other cereajs such 
as rye, barley, oats, rice, and 
com. In both the old world and 
the new, the science of astrono­
my was invented by the cereal 
glowers as a part of their plan­
ning for the planting and the 
harvest seasons. Out of this sci- 

I nee. the calendar and a system 
I arithmetic was developed. Ce-

Ireal cultivation has created suf­
ficient iood supplies to permit 
some I nsure for the people. Lei­
sure, in turn, fostered the devel­
opment of arts, crafts, and sci­
ences. I am glad that the people 
in the early days did not consider 
surpluses as sinful. Had they 
followed such a philosophy, it 
could logically be concluded that 
there would have been no begin­
ning to many cf the arts, crafts, 
and sciences.

Wheat fiist served as a food 
with no more beiny done to it 
than merely the parching ol the 
grain.
