The fourth demonstration of 
the cereal program was given 
on fruit cakes. Leaflets were 
compiled by the Agent and dis­
tributed. The women were es­
pecially interested in this de­
monstration since the marketing 
chairman of the clubs had been 
able to obtain nuts and candled 
fruiu at a reduced rate. They 
thought that fruit cakes as gifu 
tor the coming holiday season 
would be a good Idea.

The main points stressed were:
1. The economy of the recipe 

to make up a pecan cake.
2. The time element of this

recipe In comparison to the
time of a large regular fruit 
cake.

Using the correct ingredi­
ents and using them finely chop­
ped. sifted, or well creamed

Beating and mixing of the
cake was stressed over and over 
again to the women. A hater 
as big as this recipe should be 
worked with twenty or thirty 
minutes.

5. Baking the cake in smaller 
sixes and thus being able 
keep the cake fresher and nicer 
over a period of time.

6. Fixing the cake attractively 
for future use was discussed such

i to decorate, how to 
glaxe. and how to keep the cake

The cake was fixed In an 
attractive package and shown 
how it would make a flue gift.

The women were very enthu­
siastic over the cake and felt 
that they could at least make a 
cake that would be economical, 
pretty, and very tasty. The 
Women have already bought 
hundred pounds of dried fruits 
for making of this pecan cake 
recipe.

This was the last year of the 
cereal program for the women 
and many wonderful things have 
been accomplished. In 1*60 the 
Home Demonstration women had 
quick breads with tout demon­
strations on this phase. In 1951 
they had yeast breads with six 
demonstrations on this phase and 
1952 cakes and pastry with five 
demonstrations on this phase.

Many women have commented 
that they have really enjoyed 
baking for the first time 
their life. They feel that many 
new and Inspiring Ideas have 

from this three years pro­
gram on cereals.

It 
in constant use and under the 
supervision of the Building Sup­
ervisor, Mrs. B. J. Garnett, It 
has been run perfect with a 
minimum of conflicts.

The town and county have ac­
cepted It as the “ meeting place” 
of any group that comes to town 
Every citizen Is proud of It and 
strive to keep it In top shape 

all times.
The Home Demonstration 

Council landscaped It very at­
tractively.

They follow the “ Extension” 
methods and have a very nice 
landscape. The Hansford Club 
have worked on the kitchen and 
bathroom and made them very 
attractive.

The Building was planned 
five year program. Each year 

the Home Demonstration Coun­
cil is to accomplish some major 
improvement. In 1952 the plans 
completed for the building and 
grounds were covering the tops 
of the serving tables with rubber 
tile, and making a complete 
driveway. This was a huge pro­
ject and It took two 18 ft. cul­
verts and a 190 ft length drive 
to complete it.

The Building is valued 
$12,000 and is debt free. If Is 
really a "dream come true”  for 
the Hansford County Home De­
monstration women.

Now If Rtalln doeen' 
think It worth while to Invade 
Western Europe, which Is almost 
defenseless, and which lies right 
across the border from Russia—  
what make* any sane man tl

who will try to kMp np the war 
preparations because they make
money out of U. But thla you 
ran gamble on— tf we do not 
get into war. aooner or inter the
war proaperity will blow up, 
becauae It will become *o burden­
some that the people will rebel
against It.

So to the answer the question: 
If the war in Korea can be end­
ed and the European warscare
ended thla country will begin 
to sink down Into a depression. 
There is no doubt about that. It 
will begin aa soon as the war 
business ends, but the impact 
will not be felt for some time—  
months, maybe a year.

But If the Korean war drags 
on and the European and Asiatic 
war scares drag on, sooner or 
later the people will get sick of 
It. Too many will be on the 
harsh end of that kind of war. 
Meantime the debt will get big­
ger— the inflation more and 
more serious and abraaire and a 
state of mind will be created In 
this country which will stimulate 
an anti-war mood which will be 
difficult for politicians I 
If the war inflation stops that 
way. the depression wilt be one 
of the greatest severity But in 
any case. 1 can say this with 
sssuranre. The end of this crazy 
war career of our* will be de­
pression of the first magnitude. 
The only point no man can pre­
dict with certainty is the time 
of its impact. But this is sure—  
the longer It I* delayed, the 
worse It will be.
