This was the seventh year of 
consecutive land tax increases, • 
according to a continuing tax | 
study being conducted by L. 
Gabbard, agricultural economist 
o f the Texas Agricultural Ex­
pel iment Station The average 
tax per acre in 1946 was 17.3 
cents and in 1953 it was 27.9 
cents.

The absolute tax per acre is 
important to farmers and ranch­
men. but it is m t as significant 
as the burden of the tax. The 
burden of faim and ranch taxes 
is shown by a ration of farm 
taxes to farm prices.
