Raises Over
33,000

Veterans Day 1978 marks the
60th anniversary of the signing
of the Armistice which ended
World War 1. It was the
eleventh hour, of the eleventh
day, of the eleventh month, of
1918 that the ‘'silence was
heard in no-man'’s land.”

This year's observance also
marks the return of the national
holiday to the November 11th
date from the fourth Monday in
October observed for a few
years as part of the '‘3-day
weekend holiday law."

It is indeed significant that
this day should be observed on
the anniversary of the World
War 1 Armistice.

On November 11, 1918, a
more innocent generation than
our own hailed the victorious
conclusion of ‘‘the war to end all
wars."’

For two decades afterward,
the observance of what was
then known as Armistice Day
was an occasion for commemor-
ating the great outpouring of
relief, of patriotism, of prayer-
ful thanksgiving, and under-
standing joy which marked the
end of the first World War. The
fact that war was not banished
from the world, that democracy
is as seriously threatended (if
not more so) today as it was
then, takes nothing from the
achievements of the men and
women who answered the na-

War has taught us that
victory can be attained through
unity of purpose, sacrifice, tol-
erance, bravery, and discipline.

Display of the Month

Cathy McClelland’s thimble
collection is the Display of the
Month at Hansford County Li-
brary.

Cathy's thimbles are ones she
inherited from her grandmo-
ther, who resided in Illinois.
Her collection consists of all
types and sizes of thimbles and
thimble cases. There are thim-
bles of ornate silver, brass and
gold ones, carved ones, woven
straw thimbles, and even an
Eskimo thimble carved of Ala-
skan seal skin.

The history of the thimble is
rather erratic. The Chinese may
have been the first to use these
small protective devices, al-
though the Dutch claim to have

invented thimbles during the 17
Century. There are, however
bronze thimbles in England that
are approximately 2,000 years
old. The first thimbles were
probably constructed of bone
wood, or leather.

Thimbles were known by var
ious names in early days. At one
time they were called ‘‘thumb
bells’’ because they were worn
on the thumb. They were also
known as thimels, thimbils, and
themels.

High Plains Productivity

Depends On
Supplemental Water

LUBBOCK--The value of the
major commodities and live-
stock produced on the High
Plains of West Texas and
Eastern New Mexico in 1977
exceeded $3.1 billion, according
to information compiled by
Water, Inc.

Included in that figure is the
market value of cotton, corn,
grain sorghum, wheat and fed
cattle raised in the 56 Texas and
six New Mexico counties on the
High Plains.
~ This information and more is
included in the Water, Inc.,
publication ‘1977 Agricultural
Production,”” whi h is available
upon request from Water, Inc.,
P.0. Box 367, Luvbock, Tex.,
7908,

Fed cattle was the leading
1977 money maker, accounting
for $1.54 billion in sales. Last
year the High Plains produced
enough fed cattle to feed 19
million Americans for a year.

Among the major crops
grown in the region, cotton was
the leading commodity in terms

—
-

of market value as sales surpas-
sed $957 million. Corn was next
in line with a value of $311
million, fellowed by grain sor-
ghum at $167 million and wheat
at $155 miilion.

“Since the productive capa-
city of the High Plains is
directly tied to the availability of
water, these figures show the
significance of adequate irriga-
tion water,” according to
Water, Inc., Executive Director
Duncan Ellison,

In Texas 66 percent of the
State’s irrigated acreage is on
the High Plains. Without that
irrigated production, Ellison no-
ted, Texas could not rank third
among the states in agricultural
commodity sales as it did in
1977,

“The High Plains, which
depends on a depleting ground-
water source for its irrigation,
must have a supplemental wa-
ter supply to maintain its pro-

. ven capacity for producing food
and fiber,"" Ellison concluded.

Thanksgiving Day Safety -

‘““Roast turkey--the favorite
Thanksgiving entree--is a per-
ishable food'' reminds nutri-
tionist Evelyn Spindler of the
U.S. Department of Agricul-
ture.  ‘“‘Practice these four
important points so you can
enjoy your Thanksgiving dinner
safely."’

--Always thaw frozen turkey
in the refrigerator. Or--if you
must thaw it more quickly--put
it in a waterproof plastic bag,
seal it tightly and defrost it in
cold water. Never thaw com-
mercially frozen stuffed poultry
before baking. Put it directly
into the oven.

--Cook turkey thoroughly to
an internal temperature of 180-
190 degrees F. Never partially
cook it for final cooking later.
Bacteria can survive in partially
cooked poultry.

--Cook stuffing completely.
It's safest to cook it separately
from the turkey because stuff-
ing inside a warm turkey is a
breeding place for bacteria. If
you're preparing stuffing for a
large group, cook it separately
and insert a meat thermometer
into the stuffing until the tem-
perature reaches at least 165
degrees F. Never stuff a turkey
the night before cooking it.

--Refrigerate leftover turkey
immediately. Remove the meat
from the bones to make it easier

to store. If you cut it into small
pieces, even cubes, the turkey
will freeze fast and defrost fast

for future use.

Food borne illness can cause
diarrhea, vomiting, stomach
cramps, and other unpleasant
symptoms which can last for
several hours or even days.
Food that is improperly hand-
led, prepared or served is
usually the cause.

Veterans News

The Veterans Administration
is making a special effort to
acquaint a quarter of a million
surviving spouses of veterans as
to their possible eligibility for
an additional monthly benefit
payment just authorized by
Congress.

Waco VA Regional Office
Director Jack Coker said the
new added payment of $45 a
month will go to Texas widows
or widowers now on VA Depen-
dency and Indemnity Compen-
sation rolls who are so disabled
as to be confined to their homes

or immediate premises, yet not
so ill as to requrie nursing home
care or the aid and attendance
of another person.

Coker said VA’s problem is

that, although the
knows the identity of those
receiving DIC and aid and
attendance payments, it has no
way of knowing how many of
the DIC recipients are sufficien-
tly disabled to be elibilble for
the new benefit,

“Prior to passage of this new
benefit, these individuals were
not covered for a confining
disability that did not require
nursing home care or aid and
attendance, so they have never
applied,” he said.

To alert potential beneficia-
ries, Coker said his agency has
enclosed a notice of the new
benefits category with its Nove-
mber DIC checks.

The VA official also said he's
asking national veterans organ-
izations to assist the agency in
locating widows and widowers
of veterans who may be eligible
for the housebound benefit.

And he urged any surviving
spouses of veterans who have
further questions concerning
eligibility to contact the nearest
VA office veterans county ser-
vice office, or a member of one
of the veterans organizations in
their community.

However, 4-H goes back further
than that. It actually had its
beginning in 1908 in Jack
County when a boys' corn club
was organized to help youth
grow better corn. Shorlty there-
after, girls got involved in such
organized groups as tomato
clubs, canning clubs and poulty
clubs.

“4.-H in Texas has
from an organization for farm
boys and girls to one that offers
a wide range of learning oppor-
tunities for all youth,” points
out Dr. John T. Pelham, state
4-H and youth leader with an
Extension Service

Girls now consistently out
number boys. Current figures
show 72,472 girls to 65,028

boys. More than 19,500 4-H'ers
come from towns and cities of
more than 10,000 to 50,000
population. Almost 28,000 still
live on farms and ranches while
the remainder live in small
towns under 10,000 population

According to current figures,
the number of organized clubs
and groups has also increased
from 2,699 to 3, 136.

Assisting professional Exten-
sion staff members in carrying
out effective learning activities
and programs are 22,552 volun
teer leaders, 843 more than a
year ago. Of these, 16,175 are

WASHINGTON, Oct. 30
Agencies of the U.S. Depart
ment of Agriculture have been
directed to avoid proposing or

assisting actions that could
reduce the amount of land
available for food and fiber

production. In signing a revised
departmental land-use policy
memorandum here today, Sec
retary of Agriculture Bob Berg
land said he expects depart
ment agencies to step up their
assistance to local residents and
local agencies in their efforts to
retain important farmland, for-
estland, rangeland and wet-
lands and to avoid encroach-
ment into flood plains.

“We will continue to recog
nize and respect the rights and
responsibilities of landholders
in making private land-use deci-
sions,”” Bergland said. ‘‘But
federal agencies oversee num-
erous programs that affect and
sometimes encourage the ir
reversible conversion of impor-
tant agricultural land to other
uses.

"*We want land-use decisions
to respond to social and econo

mic needs of local residents, but
we also want to help protect the
natural environment, develop
high quality living space and
assure adequate supplies of
food, fiber, wood and water."’

'he memorandum orders all
department agencies that ad
minister grants, loans, regula-
tions or technical assistance
programs to review their actions
and make any changes neces
sary 10 minimize program im
pacts that might reduce the
amount of agricultural land

Bergland also said the de
partment will intercede in deci
sion--making by other federal
agencies where conversion of
important agricultural lands is
caused or enabled by those
agencies’ programs. “‘We will
participate in planning when
invited,”” said Bergland, "‘and
we will review and comment on
draft environmental impact sta
tements and proposals for ac
tion."”

““Responsible levels of gov-
ernment must encourage and
facilitate the use of our nation’s
land resources with wisdom and

foresight,” the memorandum
asserts. “'This statement re-
flects the department’s concern
with the serious challenges the
nation faces in retaining an
adequate natural resource base
and in meeting environmental,
social and economic needs.”’

The added payments are
authorized by ‘‘The Veterans
Disability Compensation and
Survivors Benefits Act of
1978, which was signed on
October 18, by President Car
ter.

In general, veterans eligible
for the additional payment are
thos who suffered the service-
connected loss, or loss of use, of
one extremity, and who have
subsequently lost the paired
extremity from non-service-con-
nected causes

The veteran must have been

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Consumers Cost To Rise
With Energy Bill

(WASHINGTON)---Consumers
will be paying more-not less--
for their utility bills now that
President Carter's energy bill
will be passed into law, Rep.
Jim Collins said.

Congress passed the energy
bill in the final hours of the
session and it is due to be
signed by the President after
the November election.

“This bill simply calls for
price controls on natural gas.
Price controls create shortages
and shortages force consumer
prices to rise. The government
insists on establishing artificial
limits on the price of energy
instead of letting the free
market take care of itself,”’ the
Texas solon said.

Collins noted some of the
key ways consumers will be
affected by price controls on the
producers of natural gas:

In 1973 Congress established
price controls on domestic oil at
$5.25 a barrel, while foreign
oil's market price rose to $14.50
a barrel. In 1973 we imported $5
billion of foreign oil, today we
import $50 billion. We are now
repeating the same mistake
with natural gas.

Producers will not be allowed

to reflect the difference in
drilling costs. For example, it
costs an average of $157,000 to
drill a well 15,000 feet or less,
but it costs $2 million to drill a
well below 15,000 feet which is
where most of America's reser-
ves are. If not allowed to reflect
cost differences, producers will
not be albe to drill those deeper
wells and domestic shortages of
oil and gas will result.

The red-tape and regulations
involved in the creation of 20
new categories of natural gas
will delay the production of new
gas wells for months and years.
Producers will have to wait for
state agencies, the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commission
(FERC) and the courts to decide
under which category gas
should be classified. All the
while costs to the producer will
rise.

““We can already see what
the effect is of importing great
amounts of oil from the Arab
OPEC countries. The more oil
and gas we import from Canada
and Mexico the more the value
of our dollar will fall on world
markets and our inflation will
rise,”’ Collins said.
