New Rules For Social

Security Applicants

Beginning May 15, everyone
who applies for a social security
number will need to provide
evidence of his or her age and
identity, Don I. Wortman, Act-
ing Commissioner of Social
Security, announced today.

Most affected by the change
will be native-born applicants
under 18. To establish their
date of birth, these people will
need to submit a public or
religious record of birth. If a
birth or baptismal certificate is
not available, another document
may be used if it is at least |
year old and shows information
such as the applicant’s name,
address, age, signature, or
photograph.

They must submit a second
record such as a vaccination
record, a school record or a
driver's license, to establish
identity. Parents applying for a
social security number for their
preschool children will need to
furnish only a birth record if no
other record of age or identity
has been established for the
child.

Applicants under 18 need not
appear in person at a social
security office to apply for a
number and submit documents.
They can apply by mail, and
their documents will be return-
ed to them by mail after they
are noted on the social security
record and certified by a Social
Security Administration em
ployee.

“The new requirements are
designed to protect the appli-
cant’s social security record by
helping to assure that it is
complete and accurate,”” Wort-
man said. ‘‘These procedures
will help prevent another per-
son from misusing a social
security number, either know-
ingly or unknowingly. This is a
subject of legitimate concern
both to Congress and to the
public.”

Applicants 18 and over must
apply in person at a social
security office and bring with
them a birth certificate and
another document proving id-
entity.

Since most people 18 and
older already have a social
security number, each applicant
will be interviewed to make sure
that he or she has never been
given a number before. The
SSA interviewer will certify that
the interview took place and
that the applicant submitted
documentation.

Foreign-born applicants of
any age must submit evidence
of their United States citizen-
ship or their alien status to show
they are lawfully admitted to
the United States. Procedures
for this group are unchanged.

Anyone who has lost his

18 and older were required to
establish their identity, but
could apply by mail and send in
documentation with the applica-
tion. Persons applying for a
replacement card were not re-
quired to establish identity if
they could produce any part of
the old card, or if they knew
their social security number.

Besides helping to assure the
integrity of an applicant’s social
security number, the new pro-
cedures will help the applicant
later in life when he applies for
benefits in future years, Wort-
man said. Since his age will
have been established at the
time he received his social
security number, he may not
need to submit proof of age a
second time. People now must
submit proof of age at the time
they apply for benefits.

Under Federal law, an em-
ployee must furnish to his
employer his social security
number for purposes of report-
ing social security taxes. He
must also furnish the number to
the Internal Revenue Service as
a taxpayer identification num-
ber. State and local govern-
ments use the social security
number for tax purposes, driv-
er's license and motor vehicle
registration, and for public ass-
istance payments. Each year
social security issues 7 million
new numbers and about 4.4
million replacement cards.

People applying for a new or
replacement card under the new
procedure are urged to apply
well in advance of the time they
will need the number--at least
six weeks.

People who have questions
about the new procedures can
call any social security office.
The telephone number is listed
in the directory under U. S.
Government.

Stricter requirements on soc-
ial security numbers were re-
quired by the 1972 social secur-
ity amendments, which said
that all applicants would have to
submit evidence to establish
age, identity and citizenship or
alien status. Due to large
workloads, SSA applied the
evidence requirements only to
applicants for new numbers
who were foreign born, to
welfare recipients, and to those
18 or older. Congress was

GTE Security Dept.
Helps Consumers

Telephone customers benefit
from activjties of General Tele-
phone of the Southwest security
department, ‘yccording to Court
Soloff, former FBI agent, now
security director for'the com-
pany. But he hastened to add
that the company, investors and
employees also benefit from
security department activities.

Soloff explained his belief
this way:

““We save the company mon-
ey by preventing losses, re-
covering assets and obtaining
restitution for damages inflicted
through negligence or willful
destruction. These savings help
keep the cost of telephone
service lower than it might be
otherwise, thus helping con-
sumers. The company, invest-
ors and employees benefit when
earnings are not reduced
through losses.

‘“We are no cloak and dagger
operation, Soloff commented.
““It’s just a lot of hard work by
our professional staff trained to
obtain and correlate relevant
information and to work effect
ively with law enforcement
people.”

“Our customers and employ-
ees also play an important role
in reducing losses by reporting
to police or the telephone
company damages or suspicious
activities involving telephone
facilities. We want to hear
about unauthorized long distan-
ce calls on customer bills, too.
Often customer reports are the
first solid clue we have to
fraudulent activities,”’ he stat-
ed.

Soloff pointed out the De-
partment of Commerce esti-
mates over $16 billion in assets,

facilities and funds are lost each
year through illegal activities
against businesses.

General Telephone of the
Southwest estimates $500,000
in comparable losses in 1977.

Soloff summarized examples
and activities most often en-
countered which are costly to
the company:

"“The theft of a bulldozer,
truck and tractor trailer valued
at $90,000. Four groups, the
FBI, Texas Rangers, local police
in several towns, and General
Telephone's security staff, were
involved in solving the case
when the equipment was found
scattered in northern Texas and
a foreign country after being
sold by a ring of professional
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thieves.

“If our staff had not been
professionals, they could not
have worked as effectively with
law enforcement officials on this
complex case.

“Toll fraud--any scheme used
to defraud the company of long
distance revenue--is another
area of security department
activity. Unauthorized use of
credit cards or third numbers
and calls from a telephone
temporarily left in a residence
between occupants fall in this
category.

“‘Theft of long distance serv-
ice is like any other theft. It is
taking something without pay-
ing for it,”” Soloff emphasized.

General's centralized ticket
investigation (CTI) group works
with the security department on
toll fraud. “‘Techniques for
tracking are specialized and
endless,”’ Soloff said. ‘‘Few
escape detection and restitution
is frequently ordered in addition
to the punishment.”” Toll fraud
is punishable at federal, state
and local levels.

Electronic toll fraud, which
allows the caller to duplicate the
electronic sounds routing calls
through long distance switching
facilities, is described by Soloff
as ‘‘a more sophisticated form
of theft, but still stealing.’”” The

telephone company is well
equipped to detect this type of
fraud and the penalties upon
conviction are severe.
Coin telephone vandalism is

probably the most frequently
occuring problem costing the
company--and ultimately the
consumer--money and incon-
venience, according to Soloff. It
falls into three general categor-
ies: the juvenile who, when
reported and caught, seldom
repeats the offense; the adult
who is angry and takes that
anger out on the telephone; and
the thief, often a professional,
who wants the money out of the
coin box.

Identifying people who make
harrassing or threatening phone
calls does not save money, but
the company feels strongly that
customers should be able to
have and use the phone without
fear or inconvenience. ‘It is
our goal to prevent such calls
where possible or give the
victim peace of mind by working
with the local police to identify
and convice such callers,”’ he
said.

Soloff’s advice to people re-
ceiving harassing calls is to
hang up immediately without
comment. If the calls continue,
report them to the police and
the phone company. Threats to
life or property should be
reported immediately, he em-
phasized.

Soloff has trouble under-
standing why people want to
take the chance of making
annoyance or threatening calls.
Apprehension is likely and
punishment can mean fines
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and/or imprisonment.

The latest effort on the part of
General Telephone to further
reduce losses which affect the
cost of telephone service to the
consumer is the addition of a
claims division within the secur-
ity department responsible for
investigating and  settling
claims brought by or against the
company.

Local employees throughout
the company's operations in
Texas, Oklahoma, New Mexico
and Arkansas work with the
claims division by reporting
within 24 hours damage to
telephone facilities, thus expe-
diting investigative action and
increasing the likelihood of
identifying and billing the re-
sponsible party.

““We expect this new claims
division to save the company an
estimated $500,000 from acc-
idental or negligent losses this
year, again saving the company
and ultimately the consumer
money because it reduces the

cost of doing business,"” Soloff

stated.

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Texas Crude Oil Production Declines

DALLAS -- Texas’ crude oil
production declined last year for
the fifth consecutive year. The
downward trend continued in
spite of another year of procuct-
jon at or near the maximum
effective recovery rate in nearly
all fields.

The output of the nation’s No.
1 oil producing state in 1977 was
just over 1.i-billion barrels and
pushed the state’s cumulative
production since 1889 to almost
42.7-billion barrels. But, last
year's production was almost
S1-million barrels below 1976
production and more than 162-
million barrels below the all-
time peak production year of
1972,

The following table shows the
amount of yearly decline in
recent Texas crude oil product-
ion:PRODUCTION (BARRELS):

Hansford County, which has
had recorded production since
1937, last year produced S21,
831 barrels of crude oil at the
rate of 1,430 barrels per day.

Equity Annual Meeting Held

An estimated 700 persons
attended the 59th annual stock-
holders meeting of the Perryton
Equity Exchange Thursday
night ‘held at Perryton High
School. Stockholders learned
that the fiscal year of April 1 to
March 31 saw a decline in net
earnings more than two-fold as
compared with the previous
year and for the first time in five
years net earnings were less
than $1 million.

The operating statement for
the fiscal year showed net
earnings to be at $933,065.86.
The prior year showed net
earnings to be over $1.88 miil-
ion and two years ago the
Perryton Equity Exchange had
its best year ever as far as net
earnings, bettering 1974’s re-
cord of $3.3 million by more
than $500,000.

The stockholders meeting
opened at 6:30 p.m. with a
barbecue dinner catered by
Dyer's of Pampa. The first
order of business was the
election of Board of Directors.
Reelected were William Gray as
president, Don Williams, Carl
Morris, Jim Latham, Clefton
Lynch, Jimmy Brown, Thane
McCloy, and Ron Englebrecht,
Dean Leighnor was elected to
replace Marvin Gross of Waka,
a former past president and
longtime Equity board member
who retired.

Kenneth J. Allen followed
with an abbreviated manager’s
report. In prepared remarks,
Allen said that while the year
had produced about one-half of
a wheat crop, 90 per cent of a
milo carop, and 75 per cent of a
corn crop, farmers of the coop-
erative ~ were holding more
grain than ever before.

In fact, as
far as I know it is unprecedent-
ed.”

In h is president's report
Gray reported that the Equity
board had elected to add about
400,000 bushels of concrete
space at keyes; bolted steel of
about 180,000 at Turpin, along
with a new 8,000 bushel per
hour leg; about 180,000 bushels
of storage at Floris; and about
1.1 million bushels of reinforced
concrete added to the Twitchell
elevator. The president, serv-
ing in his first year at that
capacity, predicated that the

Gray also outlined other
works.

Admittedly, some of
the necessary changes did not
impress me as a board member
that we would have a better
operation, however, they were
necessary to comply with these
regulatory bodies.”’

The president also pointed
out that during the year the
board discussed the operation
of feed mills and decided to
close or to curtail the operations
substantially. ‘“We did not
close the Perryton mill. We did,
however, offer fewer services
and apparently we offered ab-
out all that was needed as it is
working reasonably well at this
time,”’ he said.

The speaker for the night was
Ed O’Rourke, vice president in
charge of export marketing with
Union Equity in Enid, Okla. His
talk was entitled ‘‘Exports,
What About Them?"’

Often at
the end of a shot, he would say to
them, ‘How was it?' and if they ap-
proved, he'd say, 'OK, you can print
that,’ trusting their judgement.”

Brooks says that directing a film as
well as starring in it would not be pos-
sible without the video playback sys-
tem he employs during shooting. "It
allows me to look at the scene within
moments of filming it," explains
Brooks. “I wouldn't know where | was
at without it.

“Basically, I'm a writer, not a per-
former, director or producer,” says
Brooks, “but if | turn all those chores
over 1o other people,” he is quick to
add, "it means my material will never
reach the screen the way | envisioned
it. So | act, direct and produce in self-
defense.”
