insect could be eradicated fromt
the corn crops

The severity of infestation
varies from year to year, depen-
ding on the weather and other
conditions. it seems like the
first year or two after the insect
infest an area are the worst,”
Dr. Campbell said. He added
that hot temperatures, such as
the conditions in the Panhandle
last June, promote large popu-
lations of European Corn Borets
just as they 2id Southwestern
Corn Borers.

I couldn’t advocate a quaran-
tine as an effective means to
combat the spread of the insect
on the High Plains of Texas,
since the greatest danger of
spread in that area is from moth
flight,” Dicke, a former re-
search entomologist with the
United States Department of
agriculture, said. Transmission
of the European Corn Borer to
other parts of Texas when corn
is shipped out of the area could
be reduced by a quarantine.

If the 15 affected Panhandie
counties, which primarily pro-
vide corn for feedlots, were
quarantined, crops would have
to either be fumigated or scree-
ned before they were shipped
out of the country. Sifting the
corn through one-half inch
mesh screens would eliminate
most of the inch-long borers.
The corn could still be shipped,
but it could be quite expensive
to fulfill the requirements of the
quarantine.

As part of its total research
program, Pioneer Hi-Bred In-
ternational, Inc., has bred hy-
brids for stronger stalks to
prevent diseases and insects
from destoying plants. Potential
parent lines are grown in nur-
series and purposely infested
with insects such as the Euro-
pean Corn Borer to test their
strength. Weak hybrids are
eliminated. The stronger hy-
brids are used to furnish seeds
for the sturdiest plants possible
in the farm industry

UT Austin gets
Gutenberg Bible

AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) — A
copy of one of the first books
ever printed by movable type
has been acquired by The
University of Texas, largely
through efforts of the
Chancellor's Council

Printed in Mainz, Germany,
in the 15th Century, it is a
Gutenberg Bible, which is
considered a primary land-
mark of civilization. Scholars
revere the work not only
because printing was to
revolutionize all of education
but also because the
Gutenberg is regarded as the
finest example of printing
ever produced

The two-volume set is one of
only five complete Gutenberg
Bibles in the US. The others
are at Harvard, Yale, Library
of Congress, and Pierpont
Morgan Library in New York

Companion to Wilderness
Camping

Outdoor recreation offers a
change of pace, helps keep
us in good physical shape, and
opens new vistas. Wilderness
camping can combine all
three benefits—if safety is a
constant companion

Proper preparation is a
must, and it begins at home
lackling a wilderness trip re-
quires physical fitness, If
you're out of shape, expect
an aching, tired body that will
diminish both your camping
pleasure and chances for sur-
vival if something goes wrong

Map it out—Carefully plan
your route by marking it on
a map; then stick to the route
A good map will show you
the Kind of terrain to expect
Compass and map-reading
skills are mandatory for wil-
derness travel. A copy of
your route, including depar-
ture and arrival times, should
be given to a responsible per-

son

Actual wilderness experi
ence is best gained by taking
several trips with a seasoned
veteran. A beginner can learn
the basics, though, from the
many library books on the
subject or by taking a wild-
erness camping or survival
course.

Danger—Wilderness camp-
ing can be risky. Knowing
first aid and carrying an ade
quate Kit is a must. By apply-
ing the proper techniques,
you can usually deal with an
injury until help arrives. If
you become lost, don't panic.

Be especially aware of hy-
pothermia, the number one
killer of outdoorsmen. Hypo-
thermia is the lowering of the
body’s temperature to sub-
normal levels. It strikes most
often in wet, windy weather,
when temperatures are in the
relatively mild 30 to 50 de-

UT police honored AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) — A

AUSTIN, Texas (Spl.) —
The only college police force
in the state to be cited at the
1978 Texas Crime Prevention
Conference was that of The
University of Texas at Austin.

UT Austin’s Crime Preven-
tion Unit was judged the third
most outstanding unit of its
kind, behind those of El Paso
and Odessa.

The UT unit has helped keep
campus crime significantly
below the national average
through a wide range of
programs such as slide shows
on personal security (‘Lady
Take Warning™'), an escort
service for students traver-
sing the campus alone at
night, crime-alerting posters
in dormitories and crime-
prevention workshops.

University of Texas psy-
cholegist says repetition is not
an effective way to learn.

Dr. Robert K. Young, an ad-
vocate of memory prompting
strategies as an aid to lear-
ning, says persons who use
imagery when learning to
associate two words do 60 per
cent better than those who
learn by rote memorizatien.
The more bizarre your images
are, he says, the easier they
are to recall.

Dr. Young notes, for exam-
ple, that his daughter was
having trouble memorizing
the capitals of states until he
told her to make up a litle
story about each. Now she
remembers Oregon with the
imagery of ‘‘I smoked a
Salem cigarette on the Oregon
Trail.”

Natural Gas: No Solution At All

What price would you be willing to pay for an assured
supply of energy?

Or a winter free of dire warnings about insufficient
heat for the home and fuel for the factory?

What price would you consider justified for the knowl-
edge your family would be warm and your job secure?

Questions of energy supply are of less immediate con-
cern to most Texans because energy here is plentiful.
Texans pay a high price for their natural gas, electricity,
and other energy forms, but most of us take for granted
an assured supply.

But ask these questions of people in the Ohio River
Valley or in other midwestern states who suffered through
last winter’s cold, worsened by crippling natural gas short-
ages. The answer from most would likely be: we will pay
more if it will assure supply.

Supply and price were precisely the issues involved in
the summer-long tug-of-war in Congress over a compro-
mise version of the President’s natural gas plan.

In that tug-of-war, we all lost.

By approving the conference committee report on na-
tural gas, the Senate proved it still does not understand
the nature of this country's natural gas problem. It is one
of supply-—first and foremost.

Price means nothing without supply. Assure the supply,
and the price will stabilize through marketplace mechan-
isms. It's that simple.

Any natural gas solution, if it is to work, must point this
country in the direction of increased development incen-
tives to increase supplies. Unfortunately, the Senate passed
a plan pointing us in the direction of higher prices, with no
real assurance of more supply.

In fact, passage of this measure could very likely mean
paying more for less, particularly in Texas.

Though a deregulation measure in theoretical terms, it
virtually assures that the regulation responsible for present
shortages will continue. And for the first time, ensnarling
federal regulation will work its injustices on Texas intra-
state gas producers. The bill's administrative requirements
alone were sufficient justification for its defeat. Establish-
ing 17 or more different pricing categories for wells, with
the need then for hundreds or thousands of new federal
bureaucrats to administcr a well-by-well pricing approval
orocess, the compromise measure promises a regulatory
burden of staggering dimensions.

The state and federal agencles responsible for adminis-
tering the new measure, if it is finally signed into law,
will be in an uncomfortable position: between a rock and
a hard place.

The Texas agency responsible terms the compromise bill

a “devastating administrative burden.” The federal regu-

lators will be expected to make the law work with :

minimal delays. But at the same time, they will be under
great pressure to insure that not one cubic foot of gas
from any of the 11-12,000 new wells drilled yearly re-
ceives a price greater than the law permits. It will be a
thankless job and a costly one, for which government and
industry—and ultimately the consumer—will pick up the
tab.

But for all the cost. the compromise gas measure in-
sisted upon by the Administration likely will do little, if
anything, to increase overall gas supplies. And that was
the real test of its worth,

Sales Tax On Utility Bills
To Stop On Cetoher 1

The state’s four per cent sales
tax on utility bills for residential
customers will be dropped after

ct. 1, but an overlap for billing
periods beginning during the
month of September will cause
the tax to appear on all bills
recieved during October and on
some received in November.
~ Fred Foy, supervisor of stat-
istics and state taxes for west

'xas Utilities Co., said the
.~ structions issued by the State

'mptroller are specific on how
the recently approved tax ex-
emptions are to be applied.

“A lot of people apparently
think that October bills will not
include the tax,”” Foy said,
“‘but this is not eh case."’

“The law states that the
exemptions shall apply to each
regular monthly billing period
beginning on or after Oct.
beginning on or after Oct. This
means that if we bill a customer
for service from any time prior
to Oct. 1, the four per cent slaes
La;(l Yill be applied to the total

il

Citing an example, Foy siad
that if a meter is read on Sept.
29, that particular customer will
be taxed on the bill he received
in October and also on the bill
he receives in November, since
hsi November bill is for service
for Sept. 30-Oct. 29.

The tax exemption was en-
acted during the special session
of the Legislature this summer
and applies to residential use of
electricity and natural gas. Res-
idental use is defined as ‘‘a
family dwelling, a multi-family

apartment, a housing complex,
or building or portions of a
building occupied as home or
residence."’

The Legislature provided a
local option on the one per cent
city sales tax on utilities, but
most of the towns in the West
Texas Utilities service area have
indicated they will continue the
tax. Foy said that so far,
Junction is the only WTU town
which has announced it would
abolish the tax.

*‘Our company will continue
to collect the tax for the cities
that wish to keep it,”’ Foy said.

The estimated
carry-over for the coming year
is 1.5 billion bushels,”” High-
tower explained.

Hightower also pushed for
increases in the loan and target
levels. “‘If the program does not

have some financial incentives
we will have another year of 40
percent of the farmers in the
program,  Hightower contin-
ued.

“If the Administration will
commit to an attractive program
with a realistic set aside, the
actual budget expenditures will
be kept to a minimal. If they do
not, we are going to see as
many corn farmers go broke this
year as we saw wheat and cattle
people go under over the past
three years."”’

2. Covering the ventilation
openings by putting the
TV set too close to the
wall, radiator, or piece of
furniture—Excessive heat
can build up within the TV
cabinet and start a fire.

3. Electrical shock—Shocks
can occur when people
contact TV parts which
cary hazardous voltages.

Another frequent problem is

spilling hquids (such as water)

into the TV cabinet. This can
cause a short circuit and start

a fire.

Numerous reports of fire
and shock hazards have been
made to the Commission by
manufacturers and consum-
ers, and these were instru-
mental in the March 1974 de-
cision of the Commission to
proceed with the development
of mandatory safety stand-
ards.

The Consumer Product
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Safety Commission offers the
following suggestions for the
purchase, use, and mainte-
nance of TV sets:

Purchase

The “instant-on” feature
has been suspected of caus-
ing some TV fires. If you do
not desire this feature, don't
buy a TV set with “instant-
on,” or buy one which has an
“instant-on defeat switch,”
which can be switched to the
off position.

Many TV-related fire inci-
ents have involved portable
slor TVs with plastic cab-
ots.

Use

Follow ali operating in-
uctions that may have
en furnished with your TV.
Always turn the TV off if

is necessary to leave the

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powerline surges. However,
it is not recommended to
routinely unplug the TV from
the wall outlet after each
viewing session because this
can cause the stranded wires
within the cord to break and
develop a fire hazard, or you
could be seriously shocked if
the plug is carelessly removed
or inserted into the wall out-
let.

Warn children never to
drop or push objects into the
TV cabinet because they
could contact a part carrying
hazardous voltage and receive
an electrical shock.

Don't cover the ventilation
openings in the TV with
cloth or papers, or by placing
the set close to a wall or piece
of furniture; this can cause
the heat inside the TV cabinet
to build up and cause a fire.

Don't put containers of
water or other liquids on the
I'V cabinet because these can
spill and cause short circuits
which can create fire and
shock hazards.

Never clean the face of the
picture tube while the TV is
on because excess liquid may
drain inside causing a fire or
shock hazard.

If you own a set with “in-
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stant-on” your set does not
have a defeat switch, you
should use a wall outlet which
can regulate current to the
TV. Be sure to turn the wall
switch oen before turning the
TV on, and turn the TV off
before turning the wall switch
off.

Never expose the set to
rain or water. If the TV be-
comes damp or wet, pull the
plug and have it inspected by
a service technician before
further use. Rain or excessive
moisture—even as a result of
extended exposure on a back
porch—may cause electrical
shorts which can result in fire
or shock hazards.

Maintenance

If abnormally loud or con-
tinuous snapping or popping
noises are made by the TV
set, unplug the TV and con-
sult your dealer or service
technician.

Have your service techni-
cian verify that replacement
parts have the same safety
characteristics as the original
parts.

If your TV power cord has
been subjected to numerous
flexings because of plugging
into and unplugging from the

Health
Views

rvery year, literally thou
sands of health problems
which are prevalent in
students of grade and high
school level are first recog-
nized by their teachers
Likewise, coaches and
physical education instruc
tors watch for and often
detect health irregularities
which might interfere with a
child’s physical performance
and learning ability
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Part of their jobs? Not
really. It's that extra sense
of dedication that makes
these already overworked
public servants give your
child that extra attention
All because they really care.

The “school guardian” is
responsible in many cases
for the detection of poten-
tial health problems and the
funneling of children to
proper health authorities.
Many of the children that
visit medical doctors’, den-
tists’, eye doctors’, and doe-
tors’ of chiropractic offices
have been referred by con-
cerned schoolteachers and
coaches. Thus, many health
problems are pin-pointed,
hopefully before they be-
come serious.

Through a combination of
experience and extreme
awareness to a child’s reac-
tion to work and play sit-
uations, teachers are very
helpful. Yet, the school au-
thorities’ dedication gives
rise to another problem—a
pervading attitude among
parents that they can rely
lotally on the school. Be-
cause of the guardianship
portrayed by the school of-
ficial, many parents figure
that if the child has a health
problem, the school teacher
or coach will notice it.

What most people don’t
know is that most health
problems are far too com-
plex for the teacher to note.
And with a busy schedule
(and in many cases more
children than the teacher
can efficiently handle), the
educator can’'t be expected
to have the time to screen
problems that are beyond
his or her scope of training,
no matter how conscien-
tious the teacher may be.

The result: many children
have health problems that
retard their ability to learn
or engage in sports effec-
tively. And unfortunately,
many of these problems go
unnoticed until they be-
come serious. It is estimated
that three out of every ten
school children have health
problems that could affect
their futures—if not direct-
ly, certainly in terms of
diminished abilities.
Concerned parents should
consider that before they
admonish their children for
lack of performance in
school, lack of coordina-
tion, and poor work and
play habits. Not every child
can be expected to be an
Einstein in the classroom or
a Joe Namath on the play-
ing field, but every one
should be able to make the
most of his or her abilities,
with ease and comfort.

Sure, the school teacher
cares. So does the coach and
the physical education in-
structor. And that's why
they, along with the con-
cerned health professions,
urge parents to take more
responsibility for their chil-
dren’s health. Some health
problems can be obvious—
but some are much more
remote to the non-expert.

For example, consider the
structural balance of your
child’s body. The school
teacher would no doubt
note your child's posture,
but that does not always
indicate the structural in-
tegrity of the body. It
would be best to see a
doctor of chiropractic for a
comprehensive chiropractic
examination, including ex-
aminations of the spine,
pelvis, neck and limbs. This
is especially important dur-
ing the growing years. And
if the child engages in sports,
this would be all the more
important.

Let’s be thankful for all
those teachers and coaches
that are so dedicated. And
let’s all urge them to con-
tinue to keep their eyes
peeled for potential health
problems. But let’s not let
our children down by shirk-
ing our own responsibilities.
Remember, you are dealing
with your child on a one-
to-one basis, and therefore
must take prime responsi-
bility for health matters. To
be safe, make certain your
children, and your family,
practice preventive health
care with regularly sched
uled examinations.
