How* 
eyer, about mid-day on April 14th, this duster struck 
the northern part of the county. Frantic mothers 
gathered up their children, headed for the cellars, and 
some thought the world had come to an end. Visibi- 

was cut to zero when the big duster hit. Some 
were unfortunate enough to be caught on the high­
ways. and had to wait out the duster, until it clear­
ed up enough to drive in. Towels, sheets, and every 
available piece of cloth rags were soaked with water 
and hung over the doors and windows, to help filter 
some of the dust out of the air. Most everyone wet a  
rag, and wrapped it around their nose, so they could 
get a  little more of the dust filtered out of the air. 
However, after only a few anxious hours, everything 
would get back to normal, and the old timeus would 
round up their stock, the women would shovel out the 
dirt from their houses, and sometimes the rains would 
follow. In 1935, soon after the big duster hit, almost 
5 inches of rain peppered down on the Panhandle, in 
May, and all the dust that blew in from the North, 
was watered down into soil, and everyone agreed 
that the big black duster on April 14th, was a blessing 
in disguise! Experts say that it dumped tons of fertile 
top soil on already rich Hansford County land.
