The
heaviest receipts at the lab lass
yvear came during the months of
April, May and June and reports
on specimens were displayed as
much as four to five weeks

Harlan E. Smith, extension
plant pathologist, offers sugges-
tions for halting these losses.
Plant. he says, when the soil
temperature, at about 7 am, is
68 to 70 degrees F. at a depth of
3 to 6 inches over a 3-day period.
