Only one TRUTH (gospel) is allowed
according to Paul. Galatinas 1:6,7.

What other thing could we wish for or
hope to find that would make us any better
or nearer our Lord and Savior. Since there
is no room for “later day revelations” (later
than the days of the Apostles) and no place
for the authority of men we need to be very
careful how we live in the light of the wamn-
ings and teachings of this greatest of all
books.

It behoves us to go to this book or rules
that we might play the game of life accord-
ing to the rules that God has written. Should
we dare to make our own rules and try to
make the Bible conform to them we reject
the authority of God. We are thus con-
demned by that very Book; "let us walk by
the same rule” Phillippians 3:16.
