SOMBER SINE ON THE BALLOT
PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
OX NOVEMBER 8. 1966. 
SENATE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 26 proposing an 
Amendment to Sections 4 and 
5 of Article V of the Consti­
tution of the State of Texas 
to provide for a Court of 
Criminal Appeal* of five 
members: prescribing their 
qualifications: elections, ap­
pointments, tenure of office 
and compensation: and pre­
scribing the term of court of 
said court.
BE IT RESOLVED RY TIIF. 

LEGISLATURE OE THE 
STATE OE TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 4 of 

Article V of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas be 
amended so as to hereafter 
read as follows:

"Section 4. The Court of 
Criminal Appeal* shall con­
sist of five Judges, one of 
whom shall be Presiding 
Judge, a majority o f whom 
shall constitute a quorum, and 
the concurrence of three 
Judge* shall be necessary’ to a 
decision of said court. Said 
Judges shall have the same 
qualifications and receive the 
same s4laries as the Associate 
Justices of the Supreme 
Court. They shall be elected 
by the qualified voters of the 
state at a general election -and 
shall hold their offices for a 
term of six years. In case of 
a vacancy in the office of a 
Judge of the Court of Crimi­
nal Appeals, the Governor 
shall, with the advice and con­
sent of the Senate, fill said 
vacancy by appointment until 
the next aucceeding general 
election.

“ The Judges of the Court 
o f Criminal Appeal* who may 
be in office at the time when 
this Amendment takes effect 
shall become Judges of the 
Court of Criminal Appeal* 
and continue in office until 
the expiration of the term of 
office for which each has

been elected or appointed un­
der the present Constitution j 
and laws of this stats, and un­
til his successor shall have 
been elected and qualified.

“The two members of the 
Commission of Appeals in aid 
of the Court of Criminal Ap- ; 
peals who may he in office 
at the time when this Amend­
ment takes effect shall be- ! 
come Judges of the Court of 
Criminal Appeals and shall 
hold their offices, one for a 
term of two years and the 
other for a term of four 
years, beginning the first day 
of January following the 
adoption of this Amendment 
and until their successors are 
elected and qualified. Said 
Judges shall by agreement or 
othe .-wise designate the in­
cumbent for each of the 
terms mentioned.

"The Governor shall desig­
nate ore o f the five Judges 
as Presiding Judge and at the 
expiration of his term and 
each six years thereafter a 
Presiding Judge shall be 
elected.”

Sec. 2. That Section 5 of 
the Article V of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended so as to hereafter
read as follows:

The Court of
Criminal Appeals shall have

“ The Court of Criminal Ap­
peals and the Judges thereof 
shall have the power to issue

1 nal Appeals sha’ l have power 
upon affidavit or otherwise to 
ascertain such mat'eni of fact 
as may be necessary to the 
exercise of its jurisdiction.

Tlie Court of Criminal Ap­

peals may sit for the trans­
action o f business st any time 
from the first Monday in Oc­
tober to the last Saturday in 
September in each year, at 
the State Capitol. The Court 
of Criminal Appeals shall ap­
point a clerk of the court who 
shall give bond in such man­
ner as is now or may here­
after be required by law, and 
who shall hold his office for 
a term o f four years unless 
sooner removed by the court 
for good cause entered of rec­
ord on the minutes of said 
court.

“The Clerk of the Court of 
Criminal Appeals who may be 
in office at the time xvhen this 
Amendment takes effect shall 
continue in office for the 
term of his appointment."

Said proposed Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote o f the 
qualified electors of this state 
at an election to be held 
throughout the state on the 
first Tuesday after the first 
Monday in November, A.D.

If .t appears from the re­

English, and Social Studies.

n*- Smith said the program will 
differ from any project ever att­
empted in the country and will 
allow the secondary md elemen­
tary edjeotors to work with res­
earch material and technical in 
struments converting them into 
langurge that can then be taught 
in public schools.

Headquarters of the TCD project 
will be with PESO at 1601 Cleve­
land in Amarilo, and a portion of 
the build ng for the project's use 
the money will he spent to remodel

The TCD project is different 
from the Title I. of the 19̂ 5 leg­
islative act in that it deals with 
all teachers, pupils and subjects, 
instead of only with those children 
which were economically and edu­
cationally deprived, especially in 
reading capabilities.

Accord,1:2 to Dr. Smith the bui- 
ld-ng will contain a laboratory in 
which the inovations in technical 
teaching will bo demonstrated to 
participating teachers. An informa­
tion center will be at the office.

Activating the TCD w'll be a 
central stalf to include elementary 
and secondary teachers drawn from 
the region to serve as consultants, 
and a specialists staff of West 
Texas State University professors 
from various academic areas.
