AUSTIN--Wheat production
in Texas established ‘‘record
yields'’ in 1979, with Hansford
County second in the state’s
total production, Agriculture
Commissioner Reagan V
Brown has announced.

Hansford County trailed only
Ochiltree County in total wheat
production. Hansford County

reported a yield of 6,464,900
bushels from 160,000 harvested
acres, Brown said.

Wheat production statewide
totaled 138,000,000 bushels,
more than doubling 1978's yield
of 54,000,000 bushels. Harvest-
ed bushels per acre also rose
considerably, from an average
of 20 bushels per acre in 1978,
to 30 bushels in 1979.

Peggy’s Pointers

BE A 'SUPER’ CONSUMER --
KNOW LIFE-CYCLE COSTS

Be a “‘super’’ consumer --
know the life-cycle cost of each
appliance you buy.

Life-cycle cost is the ‘‘real”
cost of your appliance -- over its
lifetime, rather than just the
store’s price tag.

Appliances drain away much
of our money, so their total cost
is a major factor in each family’s
budget.

Recent research showed that
in one year consumers spent
$12 billion to buy appliances,
plus $19 billion to run all their
appliances, and $3 billion more
to have them repaired and
serviced.

HOW TO FIGURE

To figure life-cycle cost, start
with the life expectancy (in
years) times the yearly energy
cost. Then add the purchase
price plus the estimated repair
and maintenance costs.

LABELS TO HELP

New labeling rules will
help consumers figure life-cycle
costs of appliances.

Labels will tell you the aver-
age annual energy cost of an
appliance -- based on average
utility rates.

They'll also include a chart to
help you estimate the yearly
cost of running the appliance --
based on local utility rates, and
they will tell you the range of
energy costs for similar models.

Ask your dealer for life-ex-
pactancy figures and the cost
estimate for repair and mainte-
nance.

ATTIC VENTILATION

Avoid completely closing

off all attic ventilation openings
during the heating season.

Although rising heat loss and
cold air gain mean money lost,
covering attic vents -- turbine,
automatic, eave (or soffit) and
gable -- may cause problems.

Trapped, warm, attic air does
decrease the temperature dif-
ferential between outside and
inside air, resulting in less
interior heat loss.

However, that same trapped,
warm air is generally moist as a
result of washing dishes and
clothes, cooking, bathing and
even breathing.

In homes without moisture
vapor barriers in the ceiling,
this warm, moist, interior air
rises to the attic space.

Also, some homes have range
hoods and bathroom fans which
are incorrectly vented into the
attic space.

In the cold attic space, trap-
ped moisture begins to con-
dense from the warm air. This
moisture reduces the effective-
ness of insulation and can cause
wood structure rot.

Ventilation is necessary to
move the moisture from the
attic.
