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onvalescent Home Act Good

But We're Rehearsing'-Taylor

To understand the problem
encountered by members of the
Hansford Hospital District
board in a recent meeting with
members of the review commit-
tee of the Panhandle Health
Systems Agency (PHSA) re-
garding a certificate of need for
a convalescent center here,
there must be a recap of certain
“historical’’ facts.

The health systems agency
exists by federal law. Its
fabrication began back in 1975.
After much travail, both at the
federal level and in the com-
munities involved, health sys-
tem agencies were born across
the land, ostensibly to deter-
mine health care needs at the
crossroads.

Therefore, when the local
hospital districted elected to go
the certificate of need route to
build a convalescent home --
there are certain long-term
benefits to this route -- an
application was submitted
which was, in turn, subject to
the action of the review com-
mittee

At the end of a lengthy
hearing with that committee,
the Hansford representatives
were told to ‘‘go back and get
their act together."”

Queried as to just what the
“act"” consisted of, Hansford
Hospital Administrator Jerry
Taylor explained:

“One thing, we tried to save
some money by going with the
computer read-out we had. The
new material we are submitting
today (Tuesday) includes a new
computer read-out.”’

Taylor went on to explain that
the question of the *‘failure’’ of
Pioneer Manor was cited as
reason that Spearman and
Hansford County would not
support such a convalescent
home.

““Pioneer Manor did not fail
for lack of patients,”’ Taylor
said. "It was, at the time it
closed, running better than 70

percent occupancy. The health
department closed Pioneer
Manor."

There also seemed to be some
misunderstanding on the part of
the review committee concern-
ing taxes.

“We have been steadily
reducing taxes,’’ Taylor pointed
out. ‘‘What we have been
reducing is the rate of taxes.
The committee interpreted this
that our tax BASE was being
reduced and felt we did not
have enough tax base to draw
from to operate a convalescent
home. We are going back
before the committee with more
clearly defined tax figures as
well as other supportive mater-
ial.”

Another area of confusion
that will, hopefully, be cleared
up, is the difference between
general obligation bonds and
revenue bonds.

““We might be charged as
fault in one area,’”’ Taylor
surmised. ‘‘After the success-
ful bond election, we did delay
the start of the work necessary
to construct the nursing home.
Interest rates born by bonds
have gone up but if we move in
the very near future, the rise
has not been high enough to
hurt us seriously.”

So, the Hansford Hospital
District is putting a new ‘‘act”’
together and it appears impres-
sive. If the PHSA review
committee find it so, then
Spearman and Hansford County
will have a convalescent home.

““We will need the support of
home folks every step of the
way,"’ Taylor warned. ‘‘But I
feel there are enough people in
Spearman and Hansford County
who have loved ones scattered
all across the Panhandle in such
homes that want to bring them
home, that we will have home
support--and will have a clear-
cut mandate to lay before
PHSA."”

The number of cases of rabid
dogs took the biggest jump with
an 811 percent increase. A total
of 82 dogs were found rabid in
1979 compared to only 9 in
1978. More rabid skunks were
confirmed than any other ani-
mal with 857 skunks reported
rabid compared to 447 in 1978,

A large number of foxes,
raccoons, horses, cattle cats and
bats also made the rabid list,
Barton says. Reports so far for
1980 indicate the incidence of

either be confined and observed
by a veterinarian for 10 days or
killed immediately and examin-
ed by the fluorescent antibody
technique, says Barton. If the
owner opts for observation and
signs suggestive of rabies de-
velop, the animal should be
humanely killed immediately
and its head submitted for
rabies examination.

Signs of rabies in wild
animals cannot be interpreted
reliably, Barton warns. There-
fore, any wild animal that bites
or scratches a person should be
killed at once for evidence of
rabies.

April 12 & North Carolina

Though the Boston Tea Party, Bunker Hill, etc., get
more notice in national histories, the first major and
significant state action in behalf of independence from
Great Britain in the American colonies occurred in
North Carolina--on April 12, 1776.

This was in the form of resolutions passed at
Halifax, N.C. by a provincial congress in favor of
American independence and a convening of delegates
from the various states.

The boldness of delegates at Halifax stemmed in
part from a major battle fought at Moore’s Creek
Bridge on February 27. Sensing the swell of public
opinion for sovereignty in North Carolina, the Royal
Governor suggested a British force be sent to join
loyalists in the state, which would then repress that
tide.

Sir Henry Clinton was duly dispatched by sea with
a force of soldiers. He was to land at Cape Fear.
Loyalist forces, about 1500 strong and well armed,
marched to meet Clinton’s force. Patriots, informed of
the plan, met the loyalist force at Moore's Creek

_Brjdgc, defeating them and taking seven hundred
prisoners.

This strikingly reflected the determinations and
spirit of the patriots, and their ascendancy. When the
Continental Congress met later in the year, and on July
4, 1776, adopted the Declaration of Independence, it

was following an example and recommendation from
North Carolina.

SPRING CLEANING

You can brighter up some
lampshades -- with a bath.

Many are washable, expecial-
ly those of fabric that is sewn,
not glued. First remove any
trim -- those in color or those
pasted on. If you can’t remove
the trim, then don’t wash the
lampshade.

Here's how to give your
lampshades a bath:

Vacuum the shade inside and
out to remove surface dirt.

Immerse it in a bathtub or a
sink filled with detergent or
soap suds.

Agitate the shade by moving
it from side to side and up and
down.

Rub with a well-lathered
soft-bristled brush, for stubborn
dirt.

Rinse the shade in several
changes of clean water.

To dry the shade, tie a string
to the middle of the frame.

Then, Hang it over the tub --
or from a clothes line -- to drip
dry. Or Pat it dry with a towel.

On the other hand, shades
made of plastic -- or plastic-
coated, laminated or parchment
shades -- can be cleaned by
sponging with thick suds.

To rinse, wipe with a damp
cloth. Dry with a clean cloth.

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"Drylines”” Important In Forecasting Severe Weather State Receives

LUBBOCK--Most people
don’t know what to call them,
but West Texans can feel the
“Drylines”” that weathermen
believe important in forecasting
severe storms.

Because drylines are particu-
larly prevalent in the Lubbock
area, atmospheric scientists at
Texas Tech University have
designed a geographical honey-
comb of 17 weather shelters,
housing special instruments to
continuously measure tempera-
ture, pressure, relative humi-
dity and wind with a 1,000
square miles area.

Dr. Richard E. Peterson of
Texas Tech's atmospheric
sciences group said the shelters
will be palced in the Lubbock
area. Data gathered from the
instruments will be analyzed in
an attempt to find patterns
conductive to outbreaks of
severe weather. Of special

interest are the form and

movement of drylines.

These lines develop as a
sharp boundary between very
moist air moving up from the
Gulf of Mexico and very dry air
moving in from the West. The
boundary between the two may
be less than a mile wide,
Peterson said.

On the day of the Lubbock
tornado of 1970, a dryline was
perceived moving through the
city before the storm. After it
had passed, it was believed that
the threat of severe weather had
passed. The dryline, however,
backed up and atmospheric
scientists believe this contribu-
ted to the severe storm develop-
ment.

Peterson said that before
tornadoes struck Vernon and
Wichita Falls last year, a
dryline was noted moving
through Lubbock about 1 p.m.

The storm struck Wichita Falls
about 6 p.m.

The most numerous passages
of these lines occur across this
area in April and May, Peterson
said. Storms appear to develop
just ahead of the drylines.

One clear evidence of the
occurence, he said, is the dew
point. That can be 60 degrees
Fahrenheit in the moisture-
laden Gulf air and drop to 20
degrees as the drylines passes.

Peterson said that the Nation-
al Severe Storms Laboratory at
Norman, Okla., is lending the
equipment for the pilot study of
drylines. If results obtained in
April and May this year indicate
that sharp transition zones
between dry and moist air are
important measurements need-
ed to forecast severe storms,
efforts will be made to continue
the research.

Acquisition of sites for the
weather stations was greatly
facilitated, Peterson said, by
the collaboration of Bob Steph-
ens, Lubbock television weath-
ercaster.

Carter Extends Emergency Farm Loan Program

PERRYTON, TX - President
Carter has signed legislation
extending the Farmers Home
Administration Economic Em-
ergency Loan Program until
September 30, 1981.  The
program was due to expire on
May 15 this year.

W. H. Pieratt, FmHA Texas
State Director said, '‘President
Carter's action will enable us to
continue the Economic Emer-
gency (EE) program. Not only
through the remainder of this
year but through the next Fiscal
Year as well. Although the EE
program was not due to end
until May 15, we were just
about out of funds when the
President signed the bill on

March 30."

The EE program provides
direct or guaranteed loans to
farmers and ranchers who suf-
fer economic hardship because
of area or national economic
conditions beyond their control.
FmHA provided $115 million in
economic emergency assistance
to Texas farmers last year.

Pieratt said the new law
immediately increases the ceil-
ing on outstanding principle for
EE loans nationwide from $4
billion to $6 billion. FmHA has
already obligated the $4 billion
authorized under the Agricul-
ture Credit Act of 1978. The
additional $2 billion will be

himself. ‘‘We talk with a lot of
farmers who tell us they wish
they had gotten the facts about
insurance six months or a year
earlier,”” Jordan adds.

"‘There are two questions
every farmer owes it to himself
toask: First, what is his current
risk ‘exposure’ and, second,
what is his current risk ‘toler-
ance.” The first is a matter of
looking at how much risk he
faces and the second is a matter
of deciding how much risk he is
willing and able to afford. Both
of these can change from one
year to the next."

One of the most useful
approaches is to make cash flow
projections. ‘‘Even a rough set
of projections is helpful and
easy to prepare,’’ Jordan sug-
gests. ‘‘Start with a ballpark
estimate of what your costs will
be, what your production would
be in a good year and what price
your crop would bring. Then
make another projection that
assumes a one-third crop loss,
another that assumes a two-
thirds loss and still another that
assumes a total loss."”

With these kinds of figures in
front of him,"” says Jordan, a
farmer can quickly see what his
risk exposure is and whether it
exceeds his risk tolerance.'

“‘Some of the things to be
taken into consideration include
the potential cost of additional
interest if a crop loss delays
repayment of loans on a timely
basis, the effect that a loss
might have if it limits the
amount of money that can be
borrowed in the future, and the
impact it might have on the
growth of the farm business if
future profits had to be ear-
marked to pay off past losses."

Jordan points out that even
farmers with similar financial
circumstances can differ sub-
stantially in their risk ‘‘toler-
ance.” He notes that it is not
just a question of how much a
particular person can afford to
lose ina gtven year but also how
much he is willing to lose. A
farmer with college tuition bills
to pay might make a different
decision than a farmer without
such expenses. A farmer
nearing retirement might make
a different decision than a
younger farmer. And farmers
differ, too, in their willingness
to cut back their family’s
standard of living.

Once exposure and tolerance
to risk are considered, the next
step is to consider what -- if any
-- insurance to purchase. Start
by finding out what protection is
available on the crops you grow
where you grow them and what
it would cost. In Texas, this
