Food plays an important part 
in the growth and development 
of preschool children. During 
these years a child will learn 
to know and like moat of the 
common foods he will eat 
throughout life.

Make mealtime a happy time 
for children. Give the child •  
chance to quiet down before 
mealtime. Allowing some free­
dom in the choice of foods 
served enables your child to 
develop independence and feel 
grown up.

Food habits are learned early 
in life and are hard to break 
whether good or bad. The 
second year is often the hardest 
year for a child in eating. He is 
being offered new and different 
foods; he is trying to feed 
himself tnd  develop independ­
ence, and he is often frustrated 
by what he cannot do.

One of the most common 
problems amoung preschoolers 
is their refusal to eat. This is 
normal, and the child should not 
be forced, bribed or punished. 
Perhaps he ate too many snacks 
or s  sweet snack before meal­
time.

Empty-calorie foods, such as 
most candies, cakes and soft 
drinks should not be served as 
habitual snacks. These foods 
supply calories, but very few 
essential nutrients. Gtildren 
may develop a strong liking for 
these foods and prefer to eat 
them rather than more nutri­
tious snacks.

A child often dawdles over 
meals. Because his attention 
span is short, he may lose 
interest after the first pangs of 
hunger are satisfied. If the 
child learns that this will make a 
scene at the table he may use 
this as a way of getting

attention.
After a reasonable amount at 

time remove the food aod do not 
offer any until the next meal.

Copiea of the free fact sheet 
(L-937) Feeding the Preschooler 
are available at the County 
Extension office. The bulletin 
provides a table illustrating 
nutrient functions and needs at 
children ages 1 to 6. painters for 
making various foods fun for 
children to eat, and offers 
solutions to feeding problems 
common at this age.

Feed Grain Program Non-Participants People's Natural Gas
Celebrates 50th AnniversaryMay Place Corn In Reserve

WASHINGTON-Corn farm­
ers who did not participate in 
the 1979 feed grain program 
will be allowed to place a 
limited quantity of corn in the 
farmert'wned grain reserve, ac­
cording to Secretary of Agricul­
ture Bob Bergland.

Bergland, who took the action 
following the April 11 signing of 
authorizing legislation by Presi­
dent Carter, said he did so to 
help fanners isolate additional 
corn stocks from the market 
place and strengthen market 
prices.

Bergland said this option for 
previously ineligible corn farm­
ers will be available on a 
first-come, first served basis 
until approximately 29S million 
bushels (7.3 million metric tons) 
of previously ineligible com 
have been placed in the reserve,

or May 15, whichever comes 
first. This offer may be 
terminated at any time. Berg­
land Mid.

Bergland said fanners who 
did participate in the 1979 feed 
grain program and who current­
ly have com under a regular 
9-month price support loan will 
continue to be eligible to enter 
their grain into the reserve, 
regardless of how many bushels 
of previously ineligible com go 
into the reserve.

Fanners who wish to take 
advantage of this change should 
contact their local county office 
of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture’s Agricultural Sta­
bilization and Conservation Ser­
vice. Program non-participants 
will receive the same reserve 
loan rate for their com ($2.10 
per bushel) as do program

participants, but will not be 
eligible for the waiver of 
first-year interest charges. 
Non-participants will remain 
ineligible for USDA’s regular 
9-month price support loan, 
Bergland said.

USDA has been purchasing 
com to help support prices, 
following the Jan. 4 announce­
ment by the president to 
suspend grain shipments to the 
Soviet Union in excess of 8 
million metric tons per year. 
Since that announcement, the 
department has purchased ap­
proximately 59 million bushels

Hightower Asks Loan Levels Increase
Washington-In a speech be­

fore the House of Representa­
tives Monday, Congressman 
Jack Hightower called on the 
Administration to make good 
the promise that the “ American 
Farmer would not suffer an 
unfair portion of the cost of the 
suspension of grain sales to the 
Soviet Union.”

Hightower, a member of the 
Agriculture subcommittee of

the House Committee on Ap­
propriations, went on to point 
out that the prices today are far 
below the levels that existed 
before the January 4th an­
nouncement. “ On January 3, 
the day before the suspension, 
wheat was selling for $4.40 per 
bushel in Kansas City and for 
$3.95 per bushel in Sunray and 
$3.77 in Kansas City.” 

Hightower again, as he had in

January, shortly after the sus­
pension of Russian grain sales, 
urged the Administration to 
raise the loan levels for the 
effected commodities equal to 
pre-embargo price. "If we were 
spending the two to three billion 
dollars that is estimated to be 
spent on underpinning the 
existing farm program, the 
effect would be tremendous,” 
Hightower stated.

CHICAGO--Natural Gas 
Pipeline Company of America, 
one of the nation's oldest and 
largest interstate natural gas 
transmission networks, will cel­
ebrate its 50th anniversary on 
April 25.

The pipeline company, a 
subsidiary of Chicago-bated 
Peoples Energy Corporation, 
began its pioneer role in 
long-distance pipelining in 1930 
with construction of a 900-mile 
pipeline from the Texas Pan­
handle to Chicago. Originally 
chartered as ‘'Continental Con­
struction Company,”  the firm 
adopted its present name, Nat­
ural Gas Pipeline Company of 
America, on Dec. 8, 1931.

Natural's pipeline system to­
day covers some 11,600 miles 
and extends into all of the major 
gas producing areas of the 
United States mainland. The 
pipeline delivers over one tril­
lion cubic feet of natural gas 
annually to 49 utility companies 
and municipalities serving 12 
million consumers in the upper 
Midwest.

Commenting on his com­
pany’s golden anniversary, 
George L. Morrow, president, 
said that while Natural ex­
perienced phenomenal growth 
during its first 50 years, the 
firm's future looks even more 
promising. "Last year we 
idded more gas reserves to our 
system-over l '/ i  trillion cubic 
feet-than we have in any year 
during the past decade, and we 
continue to aggressively seek 
new long-term dedications of 
conventional domestic gas re­
serves. We also are pursuing 
programs to contract for new 
Canadian and Mexican sup­
plies," he said, "and to develop 
such non-conventional sources 
is tight sands gas, LNG imports 
from abroad, and synthetic gas 
from coal and other material.”

Furthermore, Natural cur­
rently is participating with four 
other pipeline companies in 
plans to construct a new pipe- 
line-to be known as "Trail- 
blazer” -which will be the first 
major east-west pipeline system 
to transport gas being develop­
ed in the Overthrust Belt of the 
Rockies to large population 
centers in the Midwest and 
East. Construction of the 
Trailblazer project is expected 
to get underway next Spring, 
with gas to begin flowing in the 
fall of 1981.

Reflecting on Natural's color­
ful past, Morrow emphasized

the value of people throughout 
the pipeline company's half- 
century of service. “ We have 
been fortunate through the 
years to attract many extra­
ordinary pipeliners who have 
made our company an industry 
leader," he said. "Our em­
ployes have pioneered concepts 
and programs in underground 
gas storage, in microwave com­
munications, in gas supply 
exploration, and in system 
design, among others, that are 
now gas industry norms."

Natural currently lists 2,331 
employes working at a variety of 
facilities and offices in central

Fertilizing pastures this 
spring offers many benefits to 
forage producers, u y s  Layton 
Barton. County Agent with the 
Texu Agricultural Extension 
Service, T exu AAM University 
System.

One of the most attractive 
advantages of a sound fertili­
zation program is to improve 
the quality of pu tu re  this 
spring and summer, notes 
Barton. While fertilizer helps 
produce more forage, it can 
greatly improve quality through 
the growing season.

Forage producers should fer­
tilize putures for insurance 
against dry weather, suggests 
Barton. With uncertain rainfall 
conditions later this summer, 
fertilization to enhance forage 
production during drought 
would be desirable.

Producers can use fertilizer to 
replenish hay supplies by har­
vesting excess pu tu re  growth 
during spring and early sum­
mer. Much hay w u  fed lu t  
winter, so fanners and ranchers 
should plan toward rebuilding 
hay supplies.

And producers may wish to 
fertilize a pasture u  a basis for 
rebuilding forage supplies and 
beef cow numbers. Increuing 
the beef herd on a farm or ranch 
means increuing forage pro­
duction before expanding herd 
numbers.

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Warmer Weather Brings Ticks g|B[[ VERSE Rodeo Club M o n te  M ille r  Bowling News Brent Biles Participating In
Tick populations increase 

dramatically with warmer 
weather, causing inconvenience 
and health hazards for home­
owners and pets.

Ticks are biting, blood-suck­
ing parasites, and their bites 
may become inflamed and 
infected due to toxic secretions, 
points out Layton Barton, Coun­
ty Agent with the Texas Agri­
cultural Extension Service, Tex­
as AAM University System. 
Tick paralysis, tularemia and 
Rocky Mountain Spotted Fever 
may be transmitted through tick 
bites.

Brown dog ticks and Ameri­
can dog ticks are the most 
common in Texas home land­
scapes. Brown dog ticks are 
reddish-brown while American 
dog ticks are yellowish-brown 
when unfed and slate gray when 
engorged. The brown dog tick 
rarely occurs in rural areas; 
instead, it hides in crevices 
around buildings. American 
dog ticks are most often found 
along roads and trails.

A female tick may lay several 
thousand eggs, beginning a 
two- to four-month life cycle. 
Remaining stages-six legged 
larva (seed tick) and eight-leg­
ged nymph and adult-generally 
develop on separate host ani­
mals. After each feeding, the 
tick drops off the host and 
temporarily hides until the next 
developmental stage.

Regardless of the species, 
control is basically the same for 
all ticks, says Barton. Heavy 
infestations in the home may 
require treatment by profes­
sionals. Household sprays 
containing 0.5 percent diazinon 
or ronnel will control light

infestations.
Outside the home where 

vegetation is thin, use 5 percent 
carbaryl (Sevin) dust at 20-25 
pounds per acre. Increase the 
rate as vegetation thickens. If 
using a spray, mix five table­
spoons of 25 percent diazinon 
emulsiviable concentrate (EC) 
in one gallon of water. Apply on 
gallon of spray per 1,000 square 
feet. Carbaryl gives the best 
residual control. When spray­
ing, pay particular attention to 
raodsides, animal trials and 
paths.

Most species of ticks can’t 
survive in cleared areas where 
they are exposed to excessive 
sunlight and predators, points 
out Barton. Keeping areas 
clear of debris is important in 
tick control.

Barton advises pet owners to 
examine their animals frequent­
ly. Light infestations can be 
controlled by rubbing carbaryl 
dust into the pet’s hair. Also, 
treat the animal's sleeping 
quarters every week.

If a tick becomes attached to 
the skin, remove it with a slow, 
steady pull. Be careful not to 
break off its mouthparts. A 
drop of chloroform, isopropyl 
alcohol, ether, acetone or fin­
gernail polish rubbed over the 
tick may help remove it. It can 
be removed a half-hour later 
with less damage to the skin 
because its oxygen supply is cut 
off, says Barton.

Always apply an antiseptic to 
tick bites, adds Barton. If your 
hands touched the tick, wash 
them thoroughly with soap and 
water to reduce the risk of 
spreading disease.

Why Staubach Quit
Roger Staubach. star quarterback of the Dallas 

Cowboys, recently decided to quit pro football after a 
brilliant career. Staubach is 38 and has guided the 
Cowboys for eleven seasons.

But in doing so he has suffered far too many 
concussions-five in the last season alone, which says 
something about the brutality and physical toll of pro 
football. (Staubach's w ife became concerned about his 
condition last year after he had suffered his third 
concussion of the season.) 1

In I<r9. Stauback consulted a neurologist, who 
warned him that the cumulative effects of concussions 
could be a serious health problem. Boxers, of course, 
sometimes get "punchy" because of repeated concus­
sions from head punches over a long period.

It s too bad that U.S. pro football is so excessively 
violent that necks are broken players paralyzed, and 
occasionally killed. Something is wrong with any 
"sport" that takes such a toll-for the benefit of fans 
paying to see the violence.

WASHINGTON-U.S. agri­
cultural exports were $8.2 bil­
lion greater than agricultural 
imports during the first four 
months of fiscal 1980, resulting 
in an agricultural trade surplus 
about 55 percent ahead of the 
same point in fiscal 1979, 
Thomas R. Hughes, administra­
tor of the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture’s Foreign Agricul­
tural Service, reported today.

Trade data for October 1979- 
January 1980 show total export 
value was $14.3 billion, up 34 
percent from the same period 
last year. Export values rose for 
all commodity categories except 
tobacco. Leading value gainers 
were cotton and linters, up 73 
percent, and grains and feeds, 
up 65 percent from the year- 
earlier level.

Hughes said that although 
the United States produced a 
large cotton crop in 1978/79, 
strong world demand has push­
ed prices well above last 
season’s level. In addition, 
cumulative (October-January) 
u.s. cotton eiports of 2.8 million 
bales are far ahead of the 1.7 
million shipped during the same 
iperiod a year ago. At 238,000 
bales, U.S. exports to Europe 
luring January were 2-86 times 
hose of January reflecting the 
JSSR’s absence from the mar- 
at
Both the volume and value of 

J.S. grain and feed eiports are 
ontinuing strong, Hughes said, 

lespite the suspension of grain 
-ales to the Soviet Union.

The total value of leaf tobacco 
rxports decreased nearly a fifth 
luring the first four months of

fiscal 1980 as slightly higher 
prices only partially offset a 
drop of nearly one-fourth in 
volume.

Local Men Take Trophies In Demo Auction
Raises $2400Silhouette Match M illion  Bushels 

O f W heat
Two Spearman men took 

trophies for their shooting skills 
during a regular long range 
silhouette match at Lake Fryer 
last Sunday.

Jim Sterling won a second 
place in the G ass A event while 
Ken Schneider took the unclass­
ified trophy and fell only a few 
grains of powder short of taking 
the overall match trophy in an 
almost unprecedented "jump” 
of classification.

To recap for the layman, 
silhouette shooting began in 
Mexico some time ago and is 
currently taking the United 
States and most of the shooting 
world by storm. There are 
metal silhouettes of a chicken at 
200 meters, a pig at 300 meters, 
a turket at 385 meters and a ram 
at 500 meters.

A competition shooter has 40 
shots alloted overall. Of these, 
10 shots are allowed at the 
chicken, 10 shots at the pig, 10 
shots at the turkey and 10 shots 
at the ram. A competitor is 
allowed one point for every 
metal silhouette knocked off the 
stand upon which it is sitting. 
Total points are added at the 
end of the shoot and the shooter 
is graded or scored accordingly. 
Under the system 0-10 hits fall 

in B class; 11-16 hits in A class; 
17-22 hits in AA class; 23-40 
hits in AAA Gass.

A beginning shooter starts 
"unclassified" which was Sch­
neider’s rating at the start of if 
shooting Sunday. A shooter is 
upgraded when he shoots two 
scores in the next highest class.

Downgrading is hard come by 
since a person must shoot eight 
consecutive matches with a 
score below his or her rated 
class.

According to Sterling, an 
experienced shooter, only a 
shooter of several years exper­
ience and at least in the AA 
class has taken the match 
trophy. Yet, Schneider came 
within a turkey and two rams -  
hit but failed to give up their 
perches -  of taking the overall 
trophy starting from an unclas­
sified position in the standings.

-And he was shooting a 25-06 
sporting rifle!

Back to the layman’s under­
standing, that is a cartridge in 
the neighborhood of about a 
quarter-inch diameter which is 
not a very powerful neighbor­
hood in relation to the venerable 
30-06 and some of the larger 
hulls becoming regulars at 
silhouette matches across the 
land. The larger the hull, the 
more powder it holds which 
equates to more knock-down 
power, -And that is the name 
of the game in silhouette 
shooting.

Thus it is a tribute to 
Schneider’s skill to amass the 
points he did with the light­
weight cartridge he was shoot­
ing. Particularly considered a 
first was Schneider's six turk­
eys, small targets on a calm day 
in the middle of summer-to say 
nothing of last Sunday's extra

windy conditions and unpleas­
ant temperature. Of the 15 
shooters to turn out for Sun­
day’s competition, most totals 
ranged from 0 to six. Don 
Standish, the only AA class 
shooter took the match trophy 
with 12 hits while Ken Schneid­
er was dose behind with 14 hits 
netting 11 knock-downs.

Jim Sterling said there had 
been interest shown in estab­
lishing some sort of shooting 
club with events in Hansford 
County. Among the alternat­
ives mentioned are a rifle and 
pistol turkey shoot with frozen 
turkeys or hams as prizes, or an 
outdoor .22 silhouette course 
and a short range pistol silhou­
ette range. Cost would be 
minimal with club dues handl­
ing most of the expense with 
enough reserve to apply toward 
an indoor range at a later date.

According to Sterling, some 
sites are being considered. One 
goal in location is to benefit 
both Gruver and Spearman 
shooters. He said those foster­
ing the Hansford County Gub 
concept will be open to sug­
gestions for both site and nature 
of the shooting events. Inter­
ested parties can contact him.

WASHINGTON-The Com­
modity Credit Corporation 
(CCC) accepted all responsive 
bids from farmers to sell soft 
red and white wheat And 
accepted approximately 86 per­
cent of all bids for hard red 
winter and spring wheat offered 
under CCC’s purchase invitat­
ion issued April 3, according to 
CCC executive vice president 
Ray Fitzgerald.

Wheat purchased includes 
approximately 51.1 million 
bushels (1.4 million metric tons) 
of hard red winter, 36.3 million 
bushels (1.0 million tons) of 
hard red spring, 5.9 million 
bushels (0.2 million tons) of 
white and 1.2 million bushels 
(32,698 tons) of soft red winter. 
Offers from farmers for hard 
wheats were 61.2 million bush­
els (1.7 million tons) of winter 
and 42.7 million (1.2 million 
tons) of spring.

Fitzgerald said CCC has now 
purchased approximately 156 

million bushels (4.2 million 
tons) which fulfills the current 
purchase plans. Therefore, 
there will be no posting of 
wheat purchases prices in coun­
ty offices of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture's Agricul­
tural Stabilization and Conser­
vation Service this week, Fitz­
gerald said. Also, the April 3 
purchase invitation from the 
Kansas City Commodity Office 
has been cancelled, he said.

cents. Forrest drew dramatic 
word pictures of the Senator’s 
chagrin if he found that a GOP 
momento had raised consider­
able money for the Demos and 
the bidding went to a final $120.

Leading Panhandle Demo­
cratic figures had donated items 
to be treasured by Democrats 
but in most instances made the 
buying bid to get them back and 
add to Demo coffers, too.
