4-H CLUB BOYS
RAISED MONEY PIGS .
LAST YEAR

Texas' 4-H club boys were in
the hog business in-1939 with
5,678 boys raising 13,541 swine.

Boys inm 189 counties took part
in the work. These figures, ac-
cording to E. M. Regenbrecht,
swine husbandman of the Texas
A. & M. Extension Service, do
not include the large number of
pigs still on feed, but only the
number of demonstrations com-
pleted in 1939.

The demonstrations were aim-
ed at the economical production
of pork through use of practices
and rations as rccommended by
Regenbrecht and county agents,

Totals |for 1989 represent a
44 percent increase in the num-
ber of completed demonstrations
over 1938.

Most of the hogs produced

were marketed through commer-
cial channels, but 5,172 pigs were
exhibited in the 170 club live-
stock shows held in Texas during
the past year.

Almost 3 million acres of
Texas farm and ranch land went
under the soil and water conser-
vation banner for the first time
in 1939,
That brings the figures for the
24.year-old campaign to 16 mil-
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lion acres of crop land protected
against loss of soil and rainfall
while some 14 1-2 million acres
are still in need of protective
measures,

760,211 ncresiéf cr6p land ter-
raced, 420,624 acres protected
by furrow damming, and 1,254,-
699 acres pit cultivated. Around
1,600,000 acres of crop land were
farmed on the contour for the
first time.

Once Croppers, They
Now Own Plantation

Federal Plan Makes For-
mer Tenants Prosperous.

LA FORGE; MO.—There’s chick-
en in every skillet, lotsiot eanned
food in the celleraiand:the 00 fam-
illes. of: the :6,700-acre. co-operative |
reseitlement projeet here, are:looky
iag forward to.a,winter.of pleaty.

Within two years this area, once
despaired of as productive of noth-
ing but cotton and indigent share-
croppers, has been transformed into
a co-operative community of small
landowners who are well on their
way to a relatively fair degree of
prosperity.

The families, taken indiscrim-
inately as they came by the Federal
Farm Security administration,
which loaned them money and su-
pervised construction of the com-
munity, have rchabilitated them-
selves until they are now taxpayers
on the same land on which most of
them were destitute ‘‘croppers’ two
years ago. Properly owners now,
they are gradually assuming the
roles of substantial citizens.

Hans Baasch, supervisor of the
project, says each family put up
about 400 jars of foodstuft' during
the summer. He says the commu-
nity's 2,000 acres of'cotton will pro-
duce a yield of at least 1,500 bales,
which will mean a minimum of $300
in cash for each family.

Additional cash will come from
the sale of surplus hogs and calves,
from farm conservation benefit pay-
ments by the government, and divi-
dends from the co-operative store,
cotton gin and sire service.

One reassuring condition that
adds to the welfare of the group,
Baasch says, Is the lack of fear that
the families. will have to move In
the spring—a fear that is ever-pres-
ent with the sharecropper.

The project has caused the fed-
cral government no financial loss,
Baasch says. Project members, for
whom the government invested
$758,000 in land, buildings and live
stock, are meeting all payments reg-
ularly. On the land and buildings,
he says, the government will receive
a fair return on its investments.

GOOD.DAIRY. COW
PAYS ITS ‘BOARD’

High Producing. Animals
Proye More Profitable.

By ELMER J. MEADOWS

One dairy cow. that produces 543
pounds of butterfat a year will re-
turn as much money above feed
cost as two cows that produce 350
pounds, or more than 13 cows that
average 152 pounds of butterfat an-
nually, That's what experiments at
the Colorado State college indicate,
says Elmer J. Mcadows.

One 545-pound cow will return $108
above feed cost during a year, ac-
cording to figures Mecadows has

1 compiled from actual experience.

This figure is based on butterfat sell-
ing at 40 cents a pound.

Two cows cach producing 350
pounds of butterfat a year will re-
turn only $4 a year more above the
feed cost than the 545-pound cow
and will cost $168 to feed, compared
to $110, the feed cost of the large
producer. Thirteen 152-pound cows
will return $101.40 above feed cost
during a year, and it will cost $689
to feed them. 3

1t the ‘extra labor required to milk
and care for 13 cows producing 152
pounds of butterfat each compared
to 2 producing 350 ds each, s
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figured, it would further emphasize
the necessity of keeping and breed-
ing only cows with the ability to
produce large amounts of milk and
butterfat.

And s0 the question evolves—
‘‘Why not take a few cows that pro-
duce at least 350 pounds of fat a
year rather than a whole corraltul of
the 152-pound group that produces
only about 20 pounds less than the
! average dairy cow in the United
States?"

Skim Milk Used in
Making of ‘Wool’

It has long been a wonder to many
that when a black cow ate green
grass it gave yellow milk, but it's
even more of a wonder nowadays
when a chemist takes the skim milk
and makes wool out of it. The
chemists extract the casein, soften
it in water, and dissolve the result.
ant compound in a solution of caus-
tic alkali. Itbecomes a thick, sticky
mass.

After working into the proper con-
sistency by aging and adding other
liquids the mixture {s forced through
a' spinneret, hardened, and it is
ready to be spun.

The cost of the finished product
will be about 50 cents a pound when
put on a'commercial basis. It may
be used in preparing garments for
persons allergic to natural wool and
for other uses in which natural prod.
ucts have been undesirable.

Population Is Shifting
From Cities to Farms

It has been apparent for some
time that the population trend is
away from the cities and toward the
farm, Now the fact scems to be
officially proved by the advance try-
out in the 1940 federal census. Two
counties in Indiana were selected
by the government for the prelim-
inary count. The first figures have
been released, showing that while
St. Joseph county has gained some-
what in its rural areas, the two
principal cities, South Bend and
Mishawaka, have decreased by a
few thousand. The difference was
slighter in the case of Marshall
county and its county seat, Plym-
outh. The town gained a little, but
the county gained more. These are
only two small straws, of course, but
they show which way the wind is
blowing and the fact is significant
after a long period when the ‘‘drift
to the cities”” was regarded as a se-
rlous social problem.

This custom of comparing the best l
of urban life with the worst of rural |
existence is an injustice to farm
boys and girls and a threat to the
welfare of the nation. Young men
and women exposed through forma-
tive years to literature, art, mov-
fes and drama which distorts the
true picture of city and country are
Hkely to believe they can be happy
cnly where success {3 measured In
terms of millions.

The glare of city millionaires hides
slums and poverty that are more
typical of great cities than the im-
mense wealth s0 often cited. The
average amount of property accu-
mulated by farmers is greater than
the average for city workers.

Rural parents can counteract the
publicity favorable to city life by
teaching their children to share ear-
1y in the responsibilities and the re-
wards of farm life. Encouragement
for the boy or girl to raise live
stock, gardens, or crops, and owner-
ship of the profits help in making
farming brighter for children.

GET CHICKS
EARLY

There are good reasons why
chicks should be hatched at a
certain season of the year, For
Oklahoma conditions the best time
to hatch hcavy breed chickens,
such at Rhode Island Reds, Ply-
mouth Rocks, Wyandottes, is from
February 15/ to April 1, and from
March 15 o May 1 for Leghorns.
By hatching on the above dates,
the pullets are given sufficient
time to mature properly by early
fall when egg prices are the high-
est, It normally takes from five
to six months for leghorns to
reach maturity and from five to
six months for the heavier breeds.

Experience has also shown that

carly spring chicks grow more un-

iformly and better than latc hatch-
ed chicks. The cockerels also will
usually bring more broilers. The

hot dry weather of June and July
Hoes not encourage rapid igrowth.
