WHERE THE MONEY WENT

Approach of another Presi-
dent’s Birthday ‘Celebration which
Presumably will be utilized for
renewed support to drive infintile
paralysis, adds timeliness to the
report on the use of fands raised
at such occasions in the last 2
years. The National Foundation
for infintile paraylsis reccived all
of the net income from 1938 cele-
brations and half the net income
of 1939, the remainder going to
the local communities for direct
relief.

In its first twenty-one months
this foundation has approved ex-
penditures of $463,972, some of
which remain to be disburged. Of
this money, $130,219 has gone
into virus research, $284,880 in-
to rescearch for the prevention
of infintile paralysis and the’ tre-
atment of aftereffects, $:40,843
into education and $8,389 into
public health work and splints
for use in epidemics. The foun-
dation has a cash balance of $1,
270,017 remaining to be spent.

It was just about a year ago,
on January 19th, 1939, that
Governor O'Daniel sent his first
message to the Legislature, and
in view of some of the things that
bavge happened since and some
things that have been printed re-
cently, I think it highly approp-
riate to reprint a few pertinent
paragraphs from that message.

“Whatever obligation the Smfe
has to pay old-age pensions,” said
Gov. O'Daniel in that message,
*“is not an obligation which I
have created. The amendment to
provide for the payment of old-
age pensions was written into
the Constitution of this State
long before 1 had any part in
public life. In my campaign for
Governor, at every opportunity,
I expressed the belief that this
obligation of the State should be
met, and I am determined to do
everything in my power to
that this obligation is
full.”

| No Bill Was Passed
|

Well, it will be recalled that
the Legislature did not pass the
measure that Governor O'Daniel
recommended to it. As a matter
of fact, that measure got very
little consideration from the leg-
islators. In saying this I am only
stating a fact, and am not passing
judgment on them. However, it
is in order to say that at.the
time I favored giving the pro-
posal careful consideration. Here
is what I wrote about it in The
Texas Weekly of Jan. 21st, 39:
“Our own first impression of the
proposal is that the 1.6 per.cent
tax would be pyramided several
times before it reached the ul-
timate consumer of any goods
figuring in taxable transactions,
and also that such a tax at the
stated rate would yield much
more than the annual $45,000,-
000 estimated by Gov. O'Daniel.

This, ‘however, would ‘not nec.
essarily «xclude a transactions
tax ‘from) consideration entirely,
We do not know what a: careful
investigation of the matter would
show, but it is possible that such
a tax at a lower rate than the
suggested 1,6 percent would yield
adequate revenue, and that such
Jower rate pyramided might not
be more burdensome on the ul-
timate consumer®than a moder-
ate retail sales tax—We hold no
brief in favor of this kind of
taxation, but we are not inclined
to dismiss the Governor's specific
proposal without more careful
consideration than some of the
Austin critics seem willing to ac-
cord 'it."”

That's what we said a year ago,
and that’s what we thought. But
as everybody in Texas knows,
the proposal was not given much
consideration, and the Legislature
proceeded to consider its own
measures for raising revenue,
The house passed a revenue bill,
which the Senate rejected. But
the Senate adopted, by the nec-
essary two-thirds vote, a pro-
posed amendment to the State
Constitution providing for a
retail sales tax and an increase
in taxes on natural resources.
Governor O'Daniel accepted this
measure as meeting the two pro-
visions he had suggested in his
message that it should be put in
the Constitution and that the tax
should be one which everybody
would pay and know he was pay-
ing. The House took several vot-
es on this measure, a big majori-
ty of the members voting for it
on every ballot. But it never did
receive quite the 100 votes neces-
sary to adopt it On the last ballot
the vote stood 94 for and 56 no.
The Legislature remained in ses-
sion 163 days, the longest ses-
sion in the history of the State,
and it did not send to the Gover-
nor a single bill providing for
the raising of revenue for old-
age assistance.

No Special Session

The members of the Legisla-
ture knew that the Old-Age Com-
mission was obligated to begin in
October to pay off loans at the
rate of $200,000 a month, loans
that were authorized by the pre-
vious Legislature and_under the
administration of Gov. O'Daniel’s
predecessor. But they adjourned
after being in session for 163
days, without making any provi-
sion for the payment of these
loans and without passing any
kind of a bill to raise revenue
for old-age assistance. Gov. O'
Daniel was not given the oppor-
tunity to sign or to veto any kind
of a revenue bill for this purpose.
In view of this, the Gov. took the
position that if the Legislature
could not pass a revenue mea-
sure in 163 days, it would not
be likely to pass one in a special
session of 30 days. Indeed, he
declared in a radio talk while the
Legislature was still in session

‘regular session has been dramati-

BUDGET CUT HITS
SOIL CONSERVATION
WORK IN THIS AREA

AMARILLO—Reduced federal
appropriations for soil conserva-
tion work during the next fiscal
year recommended in the Presi-
dent’s “‘economy budget” to Con-
gress means that Dust Bowl farm
ers will need to coordinate and
expand local efforts if gains of
recent years in checking soil
erosion are to be maintained, ac-
cording to H. H. Finnell, regio-
nal conservator of the SCS in
the southern great plains.

Enactment of the recommend-
ed reduction in funds will re-
sult in 'appropriate reduction in
Service personnel and means that
the SCS will not be able to give
farmers as much material aid as
in the past. However, the pro-
gress of tho conservation pro-
gram can be protected by in-
creasing local responsibility, Fin-
nell said. “In many communities
where soil conservation districts
have been organized, the farmers
and landowners are already pre-
pared to continue their progress
toward a better land use and
erosion control progrnm."
