COLD STORAGE PLANT
TO OPEN HERE
SAT. MAY 25

Saturday, May the 25th, is the
date set for the openng of the
Spearman Equity Exchange co-
operative locker - refrigerationr
plant at Spearman, Texas. Plans
for the opening call for an alle
day program which includes
talks from refrigeration experts,
food econservationists, and coop-
erative executives of Texas an&
Oklahoma.

The new plant, a 300 locker
unit, is one of the few in the
Panhandle of Texas. The cone
struction was sponsored by the
Spearman cooperative association
of farmers, but many lockers
have been rented by Spearman
business men, and local citizens,
A few of the lockers are availe
able at this time for rental pure
poses. The rental at the present
is $10.00 per year, which is the
cost basis for the plant,

An experienced butcher has
been employed by the Equity
management, who prepares beefl
and other food for storage.

More than 1000 cooperative
| locker refrigeration plants have
been constructed in Texas, dn&
Rheir success has been attributed
to the saving that can be gained
by use of the lockers. The capa«
city of the lockers will allow ap-
proximately 300 pounds of stor-
age space—sufficient to store a
large quantity of beef, poultry,
and fruit.

Some of the s triking examples
of =avings, according to state op-
erators can be found in butcher-
ing beef for storage, purchasing
or raising poultry and butcher-
ing at the time the price is low,
yet having fried chicken the year
round.

Equity cooperative members,
the 300 locker owners and the
general public is expected at the
Saturday meeting. The manage«
ment is preparing to take care of
at least 500 visitors.

In order to meet the incr.as-
ing amount due each year tpon
the principal, and to meet the
interest due upon the bonds of
the Spearman Independent School
District, as well as to pay the
teachers and other current op-:

COLD STORAGE PLANT
TO OPEN HERE
SAT. MAY 25

Saturday, May the 25th, is the
date set for the openng of the
Spearman Equity Exchange co-
operative locker - refrigeration
plant at Spearman, Texas. Plans
for the opening call for an all-
day program which includes
talks from refrigeration experts,
food conservationists, and coop-
erative executives of Texas and
Oklahoma.

The new plant, a 300 locker
unit, is one of the few in the
Panhandle of Texas. The con-
struction was sponsored by the
Spearman cooperative association
of farmers, but many lockers
have been rented by Spearman
business men, and local citizens.

lA few of the lockers are avail-

able at this time for rental pur-
poses. The rental at the present
is $10.00 per year, which is the
cost basis for the plant.

An experienced butcher has
been employed by the Equity
management, who prepares beef
and other food for storage.

More than 1000 cooperative
! locker refrigeration plants have
been constructed in Texas, dnd
Rtheir success has been attributed
to the saving that can be gained
by use of the lockers. The capa-
city of the lockers will allow ap-
proximately 300 pounds of stor-
age space—sufficient to store a
large quantity of beef, poultry,
and fruit.

Some of the s triking examples
of savings, according to state op-
erators can be found in butcher-
ing beef for storage, purchasing
or raising poultry and butcher-
ing at the time the price is low,
yet having fried chicken the year
round.

Equity cooperative members,
the 300 locker owners and the
general public is expected at the
Saturday meeting. The manage-
ment is preparing to take care of
at least 500 visitors.
