Where the limbs are split off
from the main trunk of the tree,
the cutire lmb should be removed
and the rough places of the wound
removed back with a pocket-knife.
In mose cases ice will break the
branches approxmately on third
to one half of their length. This
will require that the broken ends
of the branches be removed back
to a point where there is a small
side branch. Where there is no
side bhranch, examine the 'bark of
the tree for a bud scar, at which
point a new tprout will emerge
in the spring. Wounds that are
over an inch in diameter should
be covered with asplaltum paint
or carbolineum. We have found
the carbolineum gives good re-
sults and acts as a wood preserver.
It s the same material that you
use in painting poultry roosts for
blue bugs.

In the event that there is still
some sap oozing from the trees,
it is best to wait for 7 to 14
days after the cuts are made so
