passed by the Legislature on and 
n iter January 1, 1945. approp- 
noting money for any purpose, 
o be sent to the Comptroller of 

* nolle Accounts for his appro- 
val, and fixing the duties of the 
Comptroller with reference there- 
to; authorizing the Legislature 
to provide for the Issuance, sale, 
and retirem ent of serial bonds, 
equal In principal to the total 
outstanding, valid, and approved 
obligations owing by the General 
Revenue Fund on September 1. 
1943; providing for the subtnls- 
sl°n of tills amendment to the 
'o te rs  of this State; prescribing 
the form of ballot: providing for 
the proclamation and publication 
thereof; and providing for the 
necessary appropriation to de- 
friy  necessary expenses for the 
submission of tills amendment.

HOW TO TELL A "BLOWN" FUSE
Notice metal link unde> 
window of fuse. It is de­
signed to carry a measured 
amount of current. When a 
c irc u it  is overloaded or 
''shorted," the link melts or 
'blows out," and the cur­
rent stops. The melted link 
and scorched spot unde: 
window indicate a blown 
fuse

W HY FUSES 'BLOW'
Fuse "blow outs" are usually
due to wornout, damaged 
or loosely-connected appli­
ance cords, or to circuits 
overloaded with too many 
appliances and lights. With­
out fuses, yc jr  house wiring 
might be damaged. Thev 
arc electric "safety valves.”

Here's How To Do It'
If Li^hfs Ge Out, check with your neighbors to see if their service 
is also o!7. If not, look for a blown fuse, as the cause of the trouble
is probably in vour own home.
Pull Cord; From Collets. If you're not sure what caused the fuse 
to blow, disconnect all appliance and extension cords.
Turn Off Main Switch. Stand on a dry surface. Set main switch 
at “OFF" position, so no electricity will flow through fuses. Main 
switch is usually on fuse box, but may be separate from same. 
Remove Blown Fuse. P.eplace blown lusc with a new fuse of 
same size . . .  generally 15 amperes for household circuits.
Turn On Main Switch. If new fuse blows again and you cannot 
locate the trouble call an electrician or serviceman.
Examine All Cords. Before reconnecting appliance or extension 
cords, look for breaks in insulation or loose connections that may 
have caused "short" and blown fuse. Repair or replace same to 
prevent a repetition of the trouble.
Never Use Substitutes. Never replace a blown fuse with a penoy 
or with a fuse of too high an amperage. It’s dangerous. Always 
keep a few extra fuses of right size on hand.
